Board Policy-Use of Credit Card for Dues, Meals and Other Payments

Date Adopted: May 18, 2006

Purpose:  To provide members with a simplified method of paying Dues, Fundraising Obligations and Donations through the use of a valid VISA or MasterCard credit card.

1.
Use of Credit Cards 

Club Members will be allowed to use their valid VISA or MasterCard credit cards for the payment of:

1. Annual Dues

2. Lunches (Payment for 50 meetings (pro-rated for 2 quarters credit card payments and applied in January) at Board approved charge)

3. Foundation Donation – RI approved amount

4. Birthday - $20.00

5. Pancake Breakfast - $60.00

6. Other Fundraising as approved by the Board

7. Donations for Special Causes as authorized by the Club.

2.
Billing Cycle:

A. Credit Cards will be charged on a quarterly basis – July, October, January and April to coincide with the Club’s fiscal year.

B. Meals will be charged in at the beginning of the quarter.

Member Authorization:

A. Members will complete the approved Credit Card Authorization form designating approval for the Club to charge their credit card.

B. Members electing the Credit Card method of payment will commit to using the Credit Card method for the term of the Club fiscal year unless they rescind in writing the authorization for future quarterly billings.

Processing

A. The Secretary on a quarterly basis will process the authorized charges to Member credit cards.

B. The Secretary will keep an accounting of the monies received along with the attendance records.

Weekly Meeting Processing Procedures

A. The Secretary will collect Member’s money and deposit this amount in the approved Club bank account for the weekly meeting meal charge and will provide the Treasurer with an accounting of the number of meals to collected for the meeting, the number of meals pre-charged through credit cars, and the number of meals sponsored by the Club for Student Rotarians and for Speakers and their guests.

B. On a monthly basis, the Treasurer will write a check to the Facility or Caterer providing the meal.
