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Organizational history

Carnegie Corporation of New York, which was established by Andrew Carnegie in 1911 “to promote the advancement and diffusion of knowledge and understanding,” is one of the oldest, largest and most influential of American foundations. CCNY has contributed to the expansion of higher education and adult education; the advancement of research on learning and cognitive development in early childhood; the promotion of educational and public interest broadcasting; and the advancement of minorities and women in precollege and higher education. In the 1980s and 1990s, it helped heighten public understanding of the education and health needs of children in the first three years of life and of young adolescents and brought to public attention the risks of superpower confrontation, nuclear war, and ethnic and civil strife. It has helped establish or endowed a variety of institutions, including the Carnegie libraries, the National Research Council, the Russian research Center at Harvard, and the Children's Television Workshop, and for many years heavily supported Carnegie's other philanthropic organizations, especially the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace (CEIP), the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching (CFAT), and the Carnegie Institution of Washington (CIW). It has funded the writing of books and studies, as well as the organization of conferences and international exchanges, radio shows, legal proceedings and other activities. Through its activities the Corporation has had a great impact on the information and knowledge available to citizens and government alike. Its work and that of its grantees has exerted a substantial, if not direct, influence on public discourse and policy.

The Founding
By 1911 Andrew Carnegie had endowed five organizations in the United States and three in the United Kingdom, and had given away over $43 million for public library buildings and close to $110 million for other purposes. Nevertheless, ten years after the sale of the Carnegie Steel Company, he still had more than $150 million and, at the age of 76, was tiring of the burden of philanthropic decision making. On the advice of Elihu Root, a long-time friend, he decided to establish a trust to which he could transfer the bulk of his remaining fortune and, ultimately, the responsibility for distributing his wealth after his lifetime. Having already used the conventional labels for his previously endowed institutions, he selected “corporation” for this last and largest. It was chartered by the State of New York as Carnegie Corporation of New York. The Corporation's capital fund, originally donated as a value of about $135 million, had a market value of $1.55 billion on March 31, 1999.

During 1911 and 1912, Carnegie gave the Corporation $125 million, making it the largest single philanthropic trust ever established up to that time. As the residual legatee under his will, the Corporation received an additional $10 million when the estate was settled. Carnegie earmarked a portion of the endowment to be used for philanthropic purposes in Canada and what were then the British Colonies. This part of the endowment was first known as the Special Fund, then the British Dominions and Colonies Fund, and later the Commonwealth Program. Charter amendments have allowed the Corporation to use 7.4 percent of its income in countries that are or have been members of the British Commonwealth.

In the Corporation's early years, Carnegie himself was president and a trustee. James Bertram, his private secretary, and Robert A. Franks, his financial agent, were also trustees and, respectively, secretary and treasurer of the Corporation. These three comprised the first executive committee and made most of the funding decisions. The other seats on the board were held ex-officio by the presidents of the five previously established Carnegie organizations in the United States-Carnegie Institute (of Pittsburgh) (1896), CIW (1902), Carnegie Hero Fund Commission (1904), CFAT (1905), and CEIP (1910). Shortly after Carnegie's death in 1919, the trustees elected a full-time, salaried president as chief executive officer of the Corporation and made him an ex officio member of the board. The presidents since Carnegie have been:

Initially, grants followed the pattern of Carnegie's personal philanthropies. Until 1917, gifts for the construction of public libraries and for the purchase of church organs were continued. The other Carnegie organizations in the United States also received substantial grants for their programs, as did universities, colleges, schools, and general educational agencies. In his letter of gift to his original trustees, Carnegie wrote (employing the simplified spelling he favored): “Conditions upon erth inevitably change; hence, no wise man will bind Trustees forever to certain paths, causes or institutions. I disclaim any intention of doing so. On the contrary, I giv my Trustees full authority to change policy or causes hitherto aided, from time to time, when this, in their opinion, has become necessary or desirable. They shall best conform to my wishes by using their own judgement.” Thus, over the years, the Corporation's priorities for grant making have changed, while always remaining broadly educational.

The following paragraphs, taken from Gregorian’s New Directions for Carnegie Corporation of New York: a report to the board by Vartan Gregorian, President (February 2, 1999) (www.carnegie.org/sub/program/ndcontents.html), summarize the Corporation’s activities under several of its presidents.

Frederick Keppel
Following Carnegie's death, the Corporation began to align its programs with the more scientific assumptions that were coming to dominate social initiatives in the early part of this century. Convinced of the nation's need to increase scientific expertise and “scientific management,” the Corporation sought to build centers of excellence in the natural and social sciences. Large grants were made to the National Academy of Sciences/National Research Council, the Carnegie Institution of Washington, the National Bureau of Economic Research, the Food Research Institute at Stanford University, and the Brookings Institution. At this time the Corporation also developed an interest in adult education and lifelong learning as a logical sequel to Carnegie's preoccupation with libraries as “the university of the people.” In 1919 it initiated the vast Americanization Study to explore educational opportunities for adults, primarily new immigrants.

Under Frederick M. Keppel, president from 1923 to 1941, the Corporation shifted from the creation of public libraries to strengthening library infrastructure, services, and training and building the field of adult education, adding arts education to the array of programs in colleges and universities. The foundation's grantmaking during this period was marked by a certain eclecticism and a remarkable perseverance in its chosen causes.

Keppel was behind the famous study of race relations in the United States by the Swedish social economist Gunnar Myrdal, deliberately appointing, in 1937, an “outsider” and a non-American to manage the study on the theory that the task should be undertaken by a fresh mind unencumbered by traditional attitudes or earlier conclusions. Widely heralded, Myrdal's book American Dilemma (1944) had no immediate public policy impact, although it was later heavily cited in legal challenges to segregation. Keppel believed foundations should make the facts available to the public and let them speak for themselves. His cogent writings about philanthropy left a lasting impression on the foundation field and influenced the organization and leadership of many new foundations.

In 1927 Keppel toured sub-Saharan Africa and recommended the first set of grants to establish public schools in East and southern Africa. Other grants were made for municipal library development in South Africa. In 1928 the Corporation launched the Carnegie Commission on the Poor White Problem in South Africa. Better known as the “Carnegie Poor White Study,” it served to promote strategies for improving the position of rural Afrikaner whites. (The poverty, oppression, and political exclusion of South African blacks were explicitly addressed in the grant programs and in a second Carnegie inquiry during the late 1970s and early 1980s.)

Charles Dollard
World War II and its immediate aftermath were a relatively inactive period for the Corporation. When Charles Dollard, who had joined the staff in 1939 as Keppel's assistant, became president in 1948, the foundation deepened its interest in the social sciences, particularly the study of human behavior, and entered the field of international affairs. At Dollard's urging, the Corporation heavily supported quantitative, “objective” social science research modeled after the hard sciences and helped to diffuse the ideas throughout leading universities. At this time, the Corporation became a leading proponent of standardized testing in the schools as a means for determining academic merit irrespective of social or economic background. Among other initiatives, it helped to broker establishment of the Educational Testing Service in 1947. In recognition of the United States' rising need for scholarly and policy expertise in international affairs, the Corporation also launched, with the Ford Foundation, foreign area studies programs in colleges and universities, helping to establish and sustain the Russian Research Center at Harvard University. Following Afrikaner political ascendance in 1951, the Corporation ceased grantmaking in South Africa for more than two decades, turning its attention to the development of universities in East and West Africa.

John W. Gardner
Under John W. Gardner, who rose from a staff position to the presidency in 1955 (Gardner simultaneously became president of the CFAT, which was housed at the Corporation), the Corporation continued to upgrade scholarly competence in foreign area studies and strengthened its programs in liberal arts education. In the early 1960s, the Corporation inaugurated a program on continuing education, also supporting the development of new models for advanced and professional study tailored to the needs of mature women. Gardner's interest in leadership development led to creation of the White House Fellows program in 1964. Notable among the grant projects to strengthen higher education in sub-Saharan Africa was the 1959-60 Ashby Commission study of Nigeria's needs for postsecondary education, which had the effect of stimulating widespread aid to African nation's systems of higher and professional education from the United Kingdom, Europe, and the United States. While Gardner's strong interest was education, as a psychologist he saw the value of the behavioral sciences in addressing societal and world problems. At his urging, the Corporation supported much of the nation's basic research on cognition, creativity, and the learning process, particularly among young children, in the process linking the fields of psychology and education. The Corporation's most important contribution to precollege education reform at this time was a series of studies of education carried out by James B. Conant, former president of Harvard University. In particular, Conant's study of the comprehensive American high school (1959) resolved a heavily polarized public debate over the purposes of public secondary education, making the case that schools could adequately educate both the academically gifted and the average student.

With Gardner, Carnegie Corporation entered the era of strategic philanthropy - the planned, organized, deliberately constructed means to attain stated ends. It no longer sufficed to support a socially desirable project; rather, the knowledge must produce concrete results and be communicated to the public, the media, and decision makers with the intention of fostering policy debate. A central objective was to develop programs that might be implemented and scaled up by larger organizations, especially government. The turn toward “institutional transfer” was partly in response to the relatively diminished power of the Corporation's resources, making it necessary to achieve “leverage” and “multiplier effects” if it was to have any impact at all. The Corporation saw itself more as a trendsetter in the world of philanthropy, often supporting research or providing seed money for ideas while others financed the more costly operations. As an example, the Corporation advanced the ideas leading to creation of the National Assessment of Educational Progress, later adopted by the federal government. Declaring that a foundation's most precious asset was its sense of direction, Gardner gathered a competent professional staff of generalists whom he called his “cabinet of strategy,” regarding it as important a resource for the Corporation as its endowment.

Alan Pifer
While Gardner's standpoint on educational equality was to multiply the channels through which the individual could pursue opportunity and excellence, it was under long-time staff member Alan Pifer, who became acting president in 1965 and president in 1967 (again of both the Corporation and the CFAT), that the foundation began to respond to the claims by historically disadvantaged groups, including women, for equal opportunity and treatment. The Corporation developed three interlocking objectives: prevention of educational disadvantage; equality of educational opportunity in the schools; and broadened opportunities in higher education. A fourth objective cutting across these programs was to improve the democratic performance of government. Grants were made to reform state government as the laboratories of democracy, underwrite voter education drives, and mobilize youth to vote, among other measures. Use of the legal system became a tool for achieving equal opportunity in education, as well as redress of grievance, and the Corporation joined the Ford and Rockefeller foundations and others in supporting educational litigation by civil rights organizations. It also launched a multifaceted program to train black lawyers in the South for the practice of public interest law and to increase the legal representation of blacks.

Maintaining its commitment to early childhood education, the Corporation supported the application of research knowledge in experimental and demonstration programs - programs that subsequently provided strong evidence of the positive long-term effects of high-quality early education, particularly for the disadvantaged. An influential study upholding the value of early education was the Perry Preschool Project of the High/Scope Educational Research Foundation. Its 1980 report on the progress of sixteen-year-olds who had been enrolled in the experimental preschool programs was crucial in safeguarding Project Head Start at a time when federal social programs were being scaled back. The foundation also promoted educational children's television, launching the Children's Television Workshop, producer of Sesame Street and other noted children's educational programs. Growing recognition of the power of television as an educator prompted formation of the Carnegie Commission on Educational Television, whose recommendations were adopted in the Public Broadcasting Act of 1968 establishing the public broadcasting system. Among the many reports on American education financed during this time, including Charles E. Silberman's acclaimed Crisis in the Classroom (1971), undoubtedly the most controversial was Christopher Jencks' Inequality: A Reassessment of the Effect of Family and Schooling in America (1973). The timing of this report, which confirmed quantitative research (e.g, the Coleman Report) showing a weak relationship of public school resources to educational outcomes, corresponded with the foundation's burgeoning interest in improving the effectiveness of schools.

Reentering South Africa in the mid-1970s, the Corporation worked through universities to increase the legal representation of blacks and build the practice of public interest law. At the University of Cape Town, it established the Second Carnegie Inquiry into Poverty and Development in Southern Africa, this time to examine the legacies of apartheid and make recommendations to nongovernmental organizations for actions commensurate with the long-run goal of achieving a democratic, interracial society.

The influx of nontraditional students and “baby boomers” into higher education prompted formation of the Carnegie Commission on Higher Education (1967), supported under the aegis of the CFAT. (In 1972, the CFAT became an independent institution after experiencing three decades of restricted control over its own affairs.). In its more than ninety reports, the commission made detailed suggestions for introducing more flexibility into the structure and financing of higher education. One outgrowth of the commission's work was creation of the federal Pell grants program offering tuition assistance for needy college students. The Corporation promoted the Doctor of Arts “teaching” degree as well as various off-campus undergraduate degree programs, including the Regents Degree of the State of New York and Empire State College. The foundation's combined interest in testing and higher education resulted in establishment of a national system of college credit by examination (College-Level Entrance Examination Program of the College Entrance Examination Board). Building on its past programs to promote the continuing education of women, the foundation made a series of grants for the advancement of women in academic life. Two other study groups formed to examine critical problems in American life were the Carnegie Council on Children (1972) and the Carnegie Commission on the Future of Public Broadcasting (1977), the latter formed almost ten years after the first commission.

David Hamburg
David A. Hamburg, a physician, educator, and scientist with a public health background, took the helm in late 1982 with the intention of mobilizing the best scientific and scholarly talent and thinking around “the prevention of rotten outcomes” - all the way from early childhood to international relations. The Corporation moved away from higher education, placing priority on the education and healthy development of children and adolescents and the preparation of youth for a scientific and technological, knowledge-driven world. In 1984, the Corporation established the Carnegie Commission on Education and the Economy. Through its major publication, A Nation Prepared (1986), the foundation reaffirmed the role of the teacher as the “best hope” for ensuring educational excellence in elementary and secondary education. An outgrowth of that report was establishment, a year later, of the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards to consider ways of attracting able candidates to the teaching profession and recognizing and retaining them. At the Corporation's initiative, the American Association for the Advancement of Science issued two groundbreaking reports, Science for All Americans (1989) and Benchmarks for Science Literacy (1993), which recommended a common core of learning in science, mathematics, and technology for all citizens and helped set national standards of achievement in these domains.

An entirely new focus for the Corporation was the danger to world peace posed by the superpower confrontation and weapons of mass destruction. The foundation underwrote scientific study of the feasibility of the proposed federal Strategic Defense Initiative and joined the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation in supporting the analytic work of a new generation of arms control and nuclear nonproliferation experts. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, Corporation grants helped promote the concept of cooperative security among erstwhile adversaries and projects to build democratic institutions in the former Soviet Union and central Europe. An important undertaking was the Prevention of Proliferation Task Force, coordinated under a grant to the Brookings Institution, which inspired the Nunn-Lugar Amendment to the Soviet Threat Reduction Act of 1991 aimed at dismantling Soviet nuclear weapons and reducing proliferation risks. More recently, the Corporation has addressed the problems of interethnic and regional conflict and supported projects seeking to diminish the risks of a wider war stemming from civil strife. Two Carnegie commmissions, one on Reducing the Nuclear Danger (1990), the other on Preventing Deadly Conflict (1994), together addressed the full range of dangers associated with human conflict and the use of weapons of mass destruction. The Corporation's thrust in Commonwealth Africa, meanwhile, shifted to women's health and leadership development and the application of science and technology, including new information systems, in fostering research and expertise within indigenous scientific institutions and universities.

Under Hamburg, dissemination achieved even greater primacy in the arsenal of strategic philanthropy. Emphasis was on consolidation and diffusion of the best available knowledge from social science and education research and the use of such research in improving social policy and practice. Major partners in these endeavors were leading institutions that had the capability to influence public thought and action. If “change agent” was a key term in Pifer's time, “linkage” became the byword in Hamburg's, when the Corporation increasingly used its convening powers to bring together leaders and experts across disciplinary and sectoral boundaries to forge policy consensus and promote collaboration. 

Continuing tradition, the foundation established in its name several other major study groups, often led by the president and managed by a special staff. Three groups covered the educational and developmental needs of children and youth from birth to age fifteen: the Carnegie Council on Adolescent Development (1986), the Carnegie Task Force on Meeting the Needs of Young Children (1991), and the Carnegie Task Force on Learning in the Primary Grades (1994). Another, the Carnegie Commission on Science, Technology, and Government (1988), recommended ways that government at all levels could make more effective use of science and technology in their operations and policies. Jointly with the Rockefeller Foundation, the Corporation also financed the National Commission on Teaching & America's Future, whose report, What Matters Most (1996), provided a framework and agenda for teacher education reform across the country. Characteristically these study groups drew on the knowledge generated by the grant programs and from relevant fields and inspired followup grantmaking to implement the recommendations.

Vartan Gregorian
Under Vartan Gregorian the Corporation underwent a review of its management structure and grants programs, hoping to forge new program directions while maintaining a continuity with the Corporation's past endeavors. In 1998 the Corporation established four primary program headings: Education, International Peace and Security, International Development, and Democracy. Special Projects acted as a vehicle for making grants outside the regular program areas and for encouraging cross-program collaboration. Within and across the four main areas, the Corporation continued to engage with major issues confronting higher education. Domestically, the Corporation focused on the reform of teacher education and examining the current status and future of liberal arts education in the United States. Abroad, the Corporation sought to devise methods for strengthening higher education and public libraries in Commonwealth Africa. As a cross-program initiative, and in cooperation with other foundations and organizations, the Corporation instituted a scholars program, offering support to individual scholars, particularly in the social sciences and humanities, in the independent states of the former Soviet Union.

Scope & Content note

Correspondence, memoranda, minutes, annual reports, press releases, financial records, photographs and printed materials of the Corporation, board members, officers, staff, grant applicants, and peer institutions document the Carnegie Corporation of New York's philanthropic activities and administration. The records also provide insight into the histories of the institutions founded, endowed, and supported by the Corporation. The Corporation's records include those of other Carnegie philanthropic organizations (Series VI), including the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching and the Home Trust Company, both of which shared staff, officers, and office space with the Corporation for a period of time. The Home Trust Company and other records, most notably the files on microfilm relating to Carnegie's library and church organ philanthropy (see Series II), document in part Andrew Carnegie's philanthropic activity before he founded the Corporation in 1911.

The minutes are those of the Board of Trustees and the Executive Committee. Financial records include Finance Committee records (Subseries I.B) and financial record books (Subseries I.C). Policy and program files (Subseries I.D) contain memoranda, correspondence and other material about specific programs and program areas and CCNY policy. Staff and Trustee files (Subseries I.E) comprise staff meeting and retreat minutes, material relating to board activities and recruitment, and files on individual staff and board members.

Files on Microfilm (Series II) document Carnegie's library and church organ philanthropy, as well as other pre-Corporation philanthropic activity. The microfilm also contains an index to board minutes and 2 reels of correspondence relating to Gunnar Myrdal's An American Dilemma (sometimes referred to as the Negro Study).

The Corporation's grant giving is reflected by memoranda, correspondence, and reports generated by grantees, applicants, collaborating foundations, and Corporation staff working on projects, such as program development and evaluation, for which CCNY granted itself funds. The Grant Files (Subseries III.A. 1911-1988) comprise the bulk of the Corporation's records.

The Special Initiatives series (Series IV) contains the records of task force, commissions and councils, formed by the Corporation mostly during the 1970s, 1980s, and 1990s to address specific issues. These groups operated almost completely autonomously from the Corporation.

Printed material includes the Corporations annual reports and other publications published by and about the Corporation and Andrew Carnegie, as well as some publications resulting from Corporation grants. Graphic materials include photographs, prints, and drawings of Andrew Carnegie and his family, staff and trustees, and from grant files.

Andrew Carnegie's pre and post Corporation philanthropic work, is recorded throughout the collection, especially in the Files on Microfilm (Series II), the Home Trust Company Records (Subseries VI.A), and Financial Record Books (Subseries I.C.1); the later two groups of files also contain material pertaining to Andrew Carnegie's Estate and it's settlement after his death.

	I.A. Secretary’s Office Records, 1911-1977 (56 boxes, 67 volumes)

These records include agendas, resolutions, correspondence, and draft and final versions of the minutes of the Board of Trustees and the Executive Committee. In addition, they include bound volumes of minutes and agendas as well as lists of appropriations. Every meeting is well documented, and discussions and decisions are described in detail. Included among the minutes are financial reports of the Corporation's holdings, budgets for fiscal years, treasurer's reports, finance committee reports, records of appropriation of funds, employee salary information, attendance lists, and meeting reminder correspondence. In addition, informal notes on conversations at meetings are included. The meetings address issues regarding both the external and internal functioning of the Corporation such as appropriation of funds for specific causes, trustee nominations, and changes in the corporate infrastructure.

	Series II. Files on Microfilm, ca.1886-1977 (107 reels)

Most of the original (paper) files represented in this series on film were discarded after they were filmed in the 1940s and 1950s. In a few instances, the files exist only on microfiche rather than microfilm. The 107 reels consist of correspondence files and index card files. They chiefly pertain to gifts and grants made by Andrew Carnegie and Carnegie Corporation for free public library buildings and academic library buildings. The reels also include files pertaining to grants-in-aid to individuals, gifts and grants to communities for church organs, and miscellaneous "General Donations." In addition, Reels 41-42 (II.B) contain an index to the minutes of the meetings of the Corporation's Board, and Reels 90 and 91 (II.C.Negro Study General Correspondence) pertain to the Corporation study which resulted in Gunnar Myrdal's highly influential book, An American Dilemma.

A duplicate set of the microfilm was produced more recently and may be borrowed via interlibrary loan. Please contact the Curator for information on borrowing the film.

	II.A.1. Libraries (Reels 1-39)

As a self-educated man and firm believer in popular education (his formal education ended at the age of twelve), Carnegie thought that access to books should be a part of the birthright of every youngster and that public libraries, still an innovation in American life, should be an indispensable civic institution. Carnegie and Carnegie Corporation spent $56 million to establish 2,509 public libraries, of which 1,681 were in the United States.


The public library files are arranged by the name of the community to which the grants were made; the academic libraries by the name of the university, college or school which received the grant. The number of documents in each file varies widely. These documents include correspondence, completed applications and questionnaires, newspaper clippings, illustrations and building dedication programs.

	Series III. Grants 

The Corporation awards grants (of approximately $80 million each year as of 2004) to nonprofit organizations and institutions for projects that are broadly educational in nature and that show promise of having national or international impact. Certain appropriations are made for activities, such as Corporation-led initiatives that are administered by the foundation's officers. The trustees set the overall policies of the foundation and have final authority to approve all grants above $50,000 recommended by the program staff. Grants of $25,000 or less, called discretionary grants, are made upon the approval of the president and are reported to the board; larger discretionary grants, those between $25,000 and $50,000, are also reviewed by a Corporation-wide group, which makes recommendations to the president (from Program Guidelines 2003-2004 (http://www.carnegie.org/sub/program/areas.html). 


The Grants series contains correspondence, records of phone and in-person meetings, memoranda, and reports that document CCNY's grant-making and grant-monitoring activities, as well as the work carried out by grantees. While most of the subseries reflect CCNY's dealings with external institutions and individuals that received or applied for funding, this series (especially subseries A and C) also includes files for: organizations with which CCNY collaborated rather than supported (e.g. Ford Foundation), individuals and staff who worked with or for CCNY on several projects, and subject or geographic areas that reflect ongoing programmatic focus by the Corporation. Subseries A and C also contain files for the Corporation's grants for its own Program Development and Evaluation. Grant numbers are prefaced with a B (for board appropriation) or a D (for discretionary grant).

	
	
	III.A. Grant files, ca.1911-1988 (1408 boxes)

Most of the Grant files pertain to particular grants made by CCNY and are filed in alphabetical order by the names of the institutions and individuals to which CCNY made grants. This subseries also includes files for grants made to establish tasks forces, commissions, and councils that were administered by Corporation staff; files for individuals who had ongoing relationships with CCNY; and a few files covering general subject or geographic areas. While a large majority of the material dates from 1911-1988, there are documents within the grant files from before and after these dates. 	IV.D. Carnegie Council on Children (1 box)

The Carnegie Council on Children (CCC) was established in 1972 by the Corporation to undertake a broad investigation of what American society was doing to and for children, and what government, business, and other organizations and individuals could do to protect and support family life. The Council, which ended its work in 1979, consisted of 11 persons drawn from a wide variety of disciplines, including law, economics, anthropology, child development, history, and pediatrics. Its chairman and idrector was Kenneth Keniston, Andrew W. Mellon Professor of Human Development at MIT. Five major report's emerged from the Council's deliberations. The first, an overall analysis of the position of children in American society, entitled All Our Children: The American Family Under Pressure, was issued in 1977, together with policy recommendations for ways in which children's' needs could be met in the coming years. Other books issued by the Council included Small Futures: inequality, children, and the limits of liberal reform, by Richard H. de Lone, and The Unexpected Minority: handicapped children in America, by John Gliedman and William Roth. The Carnegie Task Force on Learning in the Primary Grades urged American schools to ensure that substantially all students by the end of primary school meet standards of performance in the core subjects and skills sufficient to enable them to learn effectively in the later grades so that they could graduate from high school able to function well as citizens, as participants in the modern economy, and as students in subsequent levels of education. The Task Force also provided evidence that schools are falling far short of this goal for many, and by world standards perhaps most, students. It nevertheless held out hope that, with the application of the best current understanding and with continuing efforts to extend that knowledge, schools should be able to help most children meet these expectations. 	VI.A. Home Trust Company, 1884-1975 (43 boxes)

Andrew Carnegie established the Home Trust Company in 1901. The role of this financial institution was to invest, keep, and distribute the money Carnegie had set aside for philanthropic activities, as well as distribute money and pensions to relatives, friends, and others as Andrew Carnegie thought appropriate. The Trust, officially a banking firm, never engaged in general banking business. It functioned primarily as the trustee and administrator of trust funds established by Carnegie during his lifetime and then served as the executor of his will.

The company was chartered in New Jersey and had its headquarters in Hoboken. Robert A. Franks, Carnegie's close friend and financial agent from 1883 until Carnegie's death in 1919, was the president of the Company. The other directors were George Lauder, Andrew Carnegie II, Alexander and George King, and Howard Russell Butler.

Carnegie began his list of pensioners in 1881. The list included persons of distinction form all fields -arts, politics, social service, education- who were in need. Other pensioners were figures from his earlier life. It was a private list. In 1901 he gave to the Home Trust Company its first Trust fund to pay these pensions. The initial payment was 1.24 million which grew to 4.25 million by 1914. Other Trusts administered by the Home Trust Company included those set up by George Lauder and Louise W. Carnegie, the railway equipment and other corporate trusts, and trusts for the payment of annuities and Carnegie Hall employee pensions.

The Company also served as the source from which Franks, according to Carnegie's instructions, distributed Steel bonds to the trustees of the philanthropic trusts started by Carnegie -Carnegie Institution of Washington, Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching, Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, and Carnegie Hero Fund. The last trust to receive such a distribution was the Carnegie Corporation of New York, established in 1911 with the bulk of the bonds in the safe in Hoboken. The remaining bonds were transferred to a bank in Manhattan. (Robert Franks became the Treasurer of CCNY at that time.)

In 1925, CCNY accepted, as part of its legacy, the 965 shares of Home Trust Company stock held in the estate. In 1936 since the Corporation owned most of the Company's common stock, the Corporation's officers undertook the responsibility of running the Company. Until 1962, it continued to administer trusts from which personal pensions and annuities were paid to those on Carnegie's list who survived. In 1962, the Home Trust Company and CCNY entered into an agreement with Hudson Trust Company (later Hudson United Bank) whereby Hudson would administer the business of the Home Trust Company. In 1973 CCNY dissolved the Home Trust Company.

Robert A. Franks served as President of the Home Trust Company and as Treasurer of the Corporation from the founding of each organization respectively until his death in 1935.
Before their acquisition by Columbia in 1998 these records were stored at the Hudson United Bank. They represent those Robert Frank's files that were never transferred to the Corporation's headquarters. These records include correspondence, memoranda, legal documents, business ledgers, tax returns, and other financial documents and reflect Franks work for Carnegie as the President and administrator of the Home Trust Company and, to a lesser extent, his role as Carnegie's personal assistant and manger of Carnegie's affairs in general. (See, for example, the expense statements for Lucy C. Carnegie's (sister in law) Florida island estate, Dungeness.) Carnegie Estate Records from these files were combined with other Estate Records in part 2 (Boxes 6-9) of this subseries. The Pension Files, part of the same group of records from the Hudson United Bank, comprise part 4 (Boxes 27-43) of this subseries.

This subseries consists of the Home Trust Company Records kept in the offices of the Carnegie Corporation of New York. The files represent Robert Franks's files and, to a lesser extent, the files of the office the CCNY Treasurer. Some files are those of Franks's successor as Treasurer of CCNY, C. Herbert Lee, and others cover general areas of CCNY grant-making or business with a particular grantee. Therefore, the correspondence, memoranda, and financial statements document the general operations of CCNY, as well as the day to day activity of the Home Trust Company after it moved to the offices of CCNY. The files include correspondence between several Carnegie Presidents and Franks regarding his releasing Corporation funds for grants and other purposes.

Also Included in these files are legal documents and correspondence concerning the settlement of Andrew Carnegie's Estate, and files that reflect the process of clarifying the nature of the relationship between the Home Trust Company and the Corporation and the relationships of each to the other Carnegie philanthropic trusts. Since the Home Trust Company regularly transferred funds to other Carnegie philanthropic trusts, it became important to establish CCNY's ability under its charter to continue this support. (See, for example, Box 24. Relations between Carnegie Endowment and Carnegie Corp.)

This subseries contains general subject files as well as the agendas, minutes, and other informational materials of the Finance Committee, Executive Committee, and Board of Trustees of the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching (CFAT), which for many years shared staff and office space with Carnegie Corporation.

The Finance Committee material contains transaction memoranda specifying recently bought and sold securities, book and market values of holdings, and investment office memoranda. In 1959, the Finance Committee was re-named the Investment Committee. 

The Executive Committee material documents receipts and disbursements, income received and expected, payments and the status of reserve funds; administrative personnel and changes in CFAT's infrastructure; CFAT's relationship with other organizations, especially its relationship with Carnegie Corporation; the Division of Educational Inquiry and the many studies it organized and completed; and studies of retiring allowances and pensions. 

The Board of Trustees material includes documentation of annual meetings; nominations, elections, and appointments to the board; and officer reports. In addition, the records document the results of major studies, the results of which were reported at the Annual Meetings. Such studies include examinations of the college and university presidency, university-government relations, the shortage of college and university teachers, student values, and the role of faculty in the academic community.

In 1918, under an arrangement negotiated by Carnegie and the CFAT (which Carnegie had founded in 1905), the Corporation gave $1 million to found the Teachers Insurance Annuity Association of America. The nonprofit stock of the association, now called TIAA-CREF, was owned outright by the Corporation until 1938, when it was transferred to an independent board of trustees. CCNY continued to support TIAA with grants until 1957.
