PRIORITY BOOKING:  Monday 12 February (10am) until Friday 16 February (12 noon)    
ALLOCATION:  As a Friend of Charleston, you have the opportunity to book Festival tickets before they are made available to the general public.  To ensure a fair distribution of tickets, each Friend can book a maximum of four tickets per event (eight for joint members).  For the Keynes Prize event on Monday 21 May, we are restricting the maximum ticket allocation to two per Friend (four for joint members).
YOUR MEMBERSHIP:  In order to take part in priority booking, you must have a valid Friend or Omega Group membership.  If your membership has lapsed, we can renew this at the time of booking. 
HOW TO BOOK:  Priority booking forms can be submitted to Charleston by post, email or in person.  Priority booking forms are available to download from our website.  Completed forms must be received by Charleston no later than 12 noon on Friday 16 February.    You are welcome to submit your form early.  

HOW ORDERS ARE PROCESSED: All orders received by 11am on the first day of priority booking will be stamped as ‘received 12 Feb’ and treated equally.  We will process all orders stamped ‘received 12 Feb’, before moving on to those received on 13 February and so on throughout the week.  Please understand that demand for popular events often exceeds our ticket capacity and we cannot guarantee that you will be successful at securing all of your choices.

· BY POST:  Priority Booking, Charleston, Firle, East Sussex, BN8 6LL.  Ensure that your payment details or cheque are enclosed. 

· BY EMAIL:  Scan your completed form and email it to festivals@charleston.org.uk as a PDF attachment.  Please do not include payment details in the body of your email.  

· IN PERSON:  The office is open weekdays from 9.30 until 17.30. 

CONFIRMATION: Once we have processed your order, you will automatically be sent an e-ticket, which will confirm the transaction and summarise your ticket purchase. If you are a ‘Friend without email’, then we will send your confirmation by post.   
TICKETS:  This year we will not be issuing printed tickets.  Please bring your e-ticket with you (either as a print out, or on a device) to gain entry to the Festival venue.   If you wish to have a printed copy of the e-ticket posted to you, there is an option on the order form to request this for an additional fee (£2). 

NO REFUNDS:  Once booked, tickets are non-refundable and cannot be exchanged for others.
