International Volunteer Projects in Japan (ENGLISH) 
CIEE Volunteering, student intern and event videos (or search “CIEE JAPAN 1965 Youtube” on google)
Council on International Educational Exchange (CIEE) is a nonprofit, non-governmental organization, and the world leader in international exchange. Since 1947 CIEE has helped thousands of students, professionals, and educators gain the knowledge and skills necessary to live and work in a globally interdependent and culturally diverse world by offering the most comprehensive, relevant, and valuable exchange programs available.

Since its beginning chartering transatlantic ocean liners after World War II, CIEE has grown to employ 700 professionals working in more than 45 countries to deliver CIEE’s diverse programs and services.

CIEE is governed by an international Board of Directors. The Board includes representation from members and concerned business organizations. Membership is open to academic institutions that meet prescribed standards.

In 1965 CIEE established an office in Tokyo, Japan. For 52 years, CIEE Japan has served more than 70,000 participants through a wide variety of programs and services for students and teachers at the secondary through university levels. These program offerings include individual short-term program such as international workcamp and homestay, Internship Programs, group Language Study Abroad, and oversea training programs sponsored by Japanese Government and the prefectural Board of Education. 

Since 1981, CIEE Japan has been working closely with the U.S.-based Educational Testing Service (ETS) on administration of TOEFL® Test and acts as a regional representative in Japan for various ETS products and services.

With these two interrelated dynamic services, CIEE Japan helps participants improve English language abilities and offers international educational programs, which provide exciting opportunities to develop English communication skills, foster mutual understanding with people from different cultures, and increase awareness of importance of friendship in our globe. 
CIEE has the central office in Tokyo as well as the regional branch in Kyoto and Fukuoka. In 2015, CIEE Japan celebrated its 50th anniversary (http://ciee50.jp/). 
Way to the Alliance 
Originally, CIEE US was the member of the Alliance. Later, CIEE Japan began to work with the Alliance to spread out the importance of IVS movement. CIEE Japan applied for associate membership in 2006, and accepted in 2010. Motivation for being a part of the Alliance has been consistent. 
CIEE Japan organizes the training for camp leaders and conducts the pre-departure orientation for outgoing volunteers. Feedback from our volunteers as well as the host institution of incoming volunteers became quite positive over the years.
General Conditions 
- 17 STV (up to 3 weeks between June to September), 2 MTV (between June to August) 

- Out of 22 project, 19 are repeated and other 3 are brand-new  

- 13 camps for 5-15 volunteers, 9 camps for 2-4 volunteers. In smaller camps, volunteers are expected

to speak some Japanese because local partner hardly speak English and each volunteer is a huge asset. 

- Total capacity is about 123
- Volunteers must be over 18. Some projects have age limits and gender preferences due to accommodation 

- We accept only individuals in a project (No couples/ no friends in a same project)  

- All incoming volunteers must arrive at the nearest airport in Japan one day before (or at least by 6 am on the first day of) the workcamps.  

- We expect volunteers to have knowledge or at least some interest in Japanese culture, society 

 and language
-For MTV project, a volunteer who does not need a visa to Japan is preferred

Invitation letter fee 
A volunteer who needs a visa to Japan have to request CIEE Japan for the invitation documents. In 2017, CIEE Japan charge 20 EURO/person for this process. This fee will cover approximately 80% of shipping and issuing the invitation letters, and CIEE will cover the rest. 
Group Leaders 
We assign 1 project leader in each camp. We recruit leaders according to their motivation, English skill and experiences requested by the host organization. Since the project leader acts as a coordinator, an advisor and most of all a good communicator to bridge volunteers with the local community, we carefully select a qualified person for the position. Once the leader is assigned, we provide 2 days training camp so that he/she understands the role and responsibilities for the project. Once the workcamp begins, we closely work with local coordinator and the leader so that each camp goes smoothly. After the workcamp finishes, we share the project report from the leader with the host organization, in order to improve the quality of the camp in the future.

Kunimi-En is a school and home for mentally challenged people, and was founded in 1996 as "A big home where everyone cares for others". The main aim of this school is to provide mentally handicapped people with a comfortable living space, treating them as individuals with dignity, so that they feel at home and enjoy their life. All staff is trying to focus on not only to enrich the services they are providing but also to introduce their welfare programs and activities to the local people. There are approximately 40 people living in the facility. Kunimi-en has been our partner since 1998 (it is actually the first year of CIEE’s incoming workcamp), and it is going to be 20th anniversary this summer. 
Since 2016, Kunimi-En started to broaden their IVP activities to a local daycare center so that Int’l volunteer can experience more deeply about Japanese lifestyle as well as getting more chances for intercultural communication with locals. 
Work: 
June 25th- 30th 
-Assist handicapped people (from 25 to 75 years old) both indoor (hand craft, drawing) and outdoor activities (taking a walk, visiting an art exhibition)  
-Help daily routines (cleaning the room and facility) 

-Introduce volunteer’s home country (prepare your presentation in advance)  

-Have a daily meeting with stuff in the morning/evening

This area is also famous for a rapid Fuji river, and those landscapes are depicted in famous Japanese printing "Ukiyoe" by the artist Katsushika Hokusai (1760～1849).

Hokkaido Neiraku kyodogakusya was founded in June,1977 at Not only have they grown rice and vegetables, also hogs and chickens for maintaining self-sufficient, sustainable farm life. Since 1996, they focus on producing sausages, bacons, salami and white rice as well as selling them directly to local consumers. There are about 20 people living and operating Neiraku Kyodogakusha. Most of them are physically or psychologically handicapped adults (mostly Male) facing difficulties in society or having a good family relationship. Neiraku Kyodogakusha helps those people by making a better living place so that they can live together and cooperates hand in hand with others. Their abilities and characteristics may not work well in school or workplace but they accept them regardless of academic background or social experience. The members thus are expected to work and learn together and to try to make this place like their real home. CIEE has been hosting an international volunteer project since 2011 and it will be 7th anniversary this summer.

Kyodogakusha are groups who believe that it is best to live close to nature in order to seek better living possibilities and to experience the joys and the hardships of life. All Kyodogakusha houses are located in villages in the countryside. There are four locations of kyodogakusya in Japan, Two in Nagano and other two in Hokkaido.

Meals will be provided 3 times a day. However, volunteers are expected to prepare setting the table and clean the dishes. 
Location and leisure: 
Hokkaido, as the biggest and northernmost prefecture in Japan, attracts millions of tourists throughout the year. It is also known as the 21st largest island in the world with abundant nature and a number of national parks. Not only by the vast wilderness, the island also possesses breezy and dry climate in summer and the mountain ranges will be covered by beautiful crystal powder in winter. Neiraku in Obira machi in Rumoi-gun, is a small town with about 4,000 residents. It is a 34 hectale hill-land in the middle of a rice paddy region about 15Kms east from the Japan Sea and west of Asahikawa. A volunteer needs at least 10,000 JPY in cash if she/he wants to go sightseeing on free-day.

Then you will be picked up by the host organization and drive 30 minutes to finally get to the project site. When booking a fight, make sure you arrive by the night of July 19 in Sapporo area. Otherwise, you will not be able to meet up with the group on the following day.

Each volunteer will stay separately in a local host family’s house. 
Volunteers should follow house rules such as “Curfew” at 6:00 PM every day.

Please always ask your host family when you use, a washer or a kitchen, etc. You may need to do the laundry by yourself or your laundry will be washed together with family’s and be asked to help with it. Please be flexible and helpful. 

Meals: 
Three meals a day will be provided. A volunteer who has an allergy (or preference) in wheat, meat or fish can not be accepted because those are often served in a Japanese meal and a family does not prepare meals by individual request. A volunteer is also expected to eat rice, miso soup, fish (sometimes raw) as well as meat (chicken, pork and beef) on a daily basis without any problem
Location and leisure: 
Mimasaka-city (http://kanko.city.mimasaka.lg.jp/ ) is famous for beautiful landscapes and hot springs. The most notable sightseeing spot is the birthplace of Musashi Miyamoto (1584~1645), the strongest swords man handling two swords at the same time. 

Hayashino Station is located about one and half hours by train (JR Kishin line) from Himeji city in Hyogo prefecture. Their landmark Himeji Castle was designated as a national treasure in 1931 and the World Cultural Heritage in 1993. 
Regarding the schedule on Sundays, please ask your host family if they have any plan made for the day before you make your own schedules. Keep in mind that you are strongly expected to spend time with your host family on weekends. Please do not make any plan with your friends on weekends without agreeing with your host family in advance. Volunteers help day camp for elementary school children (6 to 12 years old, about 20 children in total). Volunteers are expected to act as their leaders. Volunteers cook, play in the river (sometimes fish catching) and make a secret basement while making sure that children are all safe. 

Not only day camp but also summer camp volunteers take children for 2-3 days in an isolated village. ZUTTO is an old Japanese-style house it has been there for 150 years. During the camp, you will pick up vegetables on the mountain, play games around the Hosokawa River and cook fresh pizza hand-made stone oven. You will have a chance to go experience a hot spring nearby. 
-Taking care of handicapped children
TENKI-MURA has played an active role to support those who have disabilities. There are about 10 handicapped children who need support for their daily life. Most activities are taking place indoors because of the safety reason but they sometime take children to a camp for social inclusion. In 2017, TENKI MURA is planning to organize 2 days camp where non-handicapped children and handicapped children are mixed so that they can interact and help each other. This camp will take place at KODOMONO KUNI (which means a nation for children) which is located in alongside with lake Biwa (the largest freshwater lake in Japan).

Local delicacies from the sea and mountains prepared according to traditional recipes; kiriko lanterns which are believed to relate to sea spirits; suzuyaki (unglazed ware) pottery, agehama-style salt fields (artificially flooded saltpans set above the high-tide mark), and Noto-gawara (Noto roofing tiles) – all of these distinctive things encountered and experienced here remind us of the foundational layers of Japanese culture.This archetype of Japanese culture preserved in Suzu presents a forgotten Japan of profound significance for the current era, when we must consider the foundation and future of Japan in the face of global environmental issues and the corruption of ethical values within capitalism. Let’s create an art festival where traditional culture resonates with contemporary art.
CIEE Japan started an annual Triennale international workcamp 2 years ago (Niigata in 2015, Nara in 2016) and it will be 3rd anniversary this summer.

Oku-Noto is the name given to the northern area of the Noto Peninsula on the northern coast of Japan. The city of Suzu is located at the point where the warm current (kuroshio) and cold current (oyashio) in the Sea of Japan meet. The region has a unique geography bounded by the sotoura (“outer harbor”) to the north and uchiura (“inner bay”) to the south. It is blessed with a verdant natural landscape, where diverse flora from both eastern and western regions of Japan co-exist, nourished by seasonal winds from the continent laden with moisture. Suzu flourished as an important port when maritime trade across the Sea of Japan was active, including Japanese missions to Tang China, official envoys from Bokkai, and the routes plied by kitamae-bune, the freight ships of the Edo-period. However, when the means of transportation shifted from sea to land, Suzu’s location became a disadvantage, leading to decline and depopulation. The current population of 15,000 is less than half of the figure in 1954 (38,000) when the city was established.

Suzu would be regarded as one of the most isolated places in Japan according to the dominant values of today. However, it remains a fount of Japanese culture where various cultures dispersed across Japan have accumulated over generations, as seen in its festivals and rituals, such as kiriko (giant lanterns), festival floats, and yobare (inviting families, friends and neighbours to feasts on festival days). Paradoxical as it may sound, it is this uniqueness that gives this place the quality of a singularity capable of bearing hope for our contemporary era.
