CPS Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition Prospectus
The prospectus for CPS 100 was originally published before the February 2011 earthquake. Some early applications were received and will not need to be resubmitted. A revised prospectus is available and updates the earlier prospectus re classes and exhibition dates. 

All the usual exhibition classes are available, including the adult development class introduced at Palmpex 2010 Stamp Show. A Modern Traditional Experimental Class is now available for competitive entries. This class will be introduced in Australia at Australia 2013. 
The purpose of this experimental class is to encourage collectors of modern material to exhibit stamp issues from the last fifty years and be judged within the class definitions. For details about this and other classes please refer to the prospectus at www.cps.gen.nz 
Entries for the Christchurch Philatelic Society’s centenary exhibition close very shortly on 5 November 2011, and it is expected that 400 frames of material can comfortably be displayed at Addington Raceway, the exhibition venue.
