Useful Information
The Christchurch Philatelic Society Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition with free admission will be staged on the 2nd floor of the Addington Events Centre based at Addington Raceway.
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Addington Raceway is the home of horse trotting and greyhound dog racing in Christchurch. The entrance to the Addington Events Centre is located on Twigger Street, off Lincoln Road slightly south west of Christchurch’s city centre.

There is ample on site free parking and in addition to taxis there is an adequate public transport service which frequently passes by the venue. CPS 100 Souvenirs

The Christchurch Philatelic Society’s centenary year commenced in August 2011. The CPS issued customised advertising stamps featuring the society’s centenary logo, which have proved to be very popular with only single stamps remaining as at 1 November 2011. They will be used on souvenir covers with pictorial cancels – see later.
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New Zealand Post will be supporting the Christchurch Philatelic Society Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition by issuing a miniature sheet featuring two of 
the five Ross Dependency stamps issued on 2 November 2011 to mark the race to the South Pole between Roald Amundsen and Captain Scott. Scott reached the South Pole on 17 January 1912 only to find that Amundsen had planted a Norwegian flag there first. 
The Christchurch Philatelic Society Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition takes place during the weekend closest to the centenary of this event and a souvenir sheet for this exhibition will be issued by New Zealand Post on 14 January 2012. 
250 of the New Zealand Post Ross Dependency Christchurch Philatelic Society Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition race to the pole miniature sheets will be overprinted with the CPS 100 logo in gold foil.
A mock up of the Christchurch Philatelic Society Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition overprinted miniature sheet is shown below.
There will be two different pictorial postmarks for both New Zealand and Ross Dependency for the Christchurch Philatelic Society Centennial Stamp and Postcard Exhibition.

The CPS 100 overprinted miniature sheets are offered with Christchurch, Ross Dependency Agency pictorial cancels and the ordinary steel cds (of 17 January):
