Fees & Expenses
Course fee includes course instruction, housing/camping and catering during stay at the Field Station, graduation certificate, lapel pin, registration with California Naturalist and website support. 1-week Immersion Course fees include meals and snacks from lunch on the first scheduled day, through lunch on the last scheduled day. To ensure a quality experience, students must stay at the field station and participate in meal service.
Students will need to purchase in advance and bring a field journal and the course text: The California Naturalist Handbook.
Sagehen is not a hotel, it is a lightly-staffed, remote research facility. User fees do not cover our bills--your stay is highly subsidized. In exchange, visitors are expected to be gentle on the structures, and leave all station facilities cleaner than they found them. More information about Sagehen here: http://sagehen.ucnrs.org/ 
Confirmation of Enrollment and Cancellation Policy

1. A confirmed spot in the class requires an application with a full payment. We will email you to confirm your place in the course as soon as we receive your application and payment.

2. A cancellation by June 15 will receive a full refund. A cancellation after June 15 will receive no refund (we require a minimum number of participants to offer the course, and we must pay support services for the course in advance. If course numbers can be maintained at the minimum level and we gain a registrant to fill the cancelled space, a refund will be considered).

Course Logistics and Field Station Information:

Once registered, the Course Coordinator will keep you informed of details and logistics. Use Google Maps or get directions to Sagehen Creek Field Station from our webvsite. MapQuest and other apps may send you to the wrong place. Contact the Course Coordinator or field station a day or two before arriving to get the current gate combination, if it hasn’t already been sent to you.
Drive slowly--exceeding the 15-mph speed limit on the narrow dirt access road behind the gates is a big no-no! When you reach the station buildings, park in tight and efficiently even if you are the only one there—we are very constrained on parking space and large groups can arrive at any time. Do not block the road; a large fire truck must be able to get by you, or your car may/will be damaged. You can also park off of Highway-89 and carpool, walk or ride your mountain bike the easy 1.5-miles of dirt road to the station.
The station has shared bunkhouse and bathhouse facilities with hot and cold running water, toilets and showers. Check with us for cabin assignment or about appropriate campsites before settling in.
Cell phones do not work at the field station. There is signal on the access road at the front gate. The station has a public visitor phone with answering machine for 911 or local and incoming calls (530-582-5625), as well as wireless internet.
Do not bring children to the course. Pets and tobacco products of any kind are forbidden between the gates at the field station per UC policy. See our service animal policy.
What to Bring

Come prepared for both outdoor classroom work and walking around outside. It can be VERY cold at Sagehen in the mornings and evenings, and hot in the afternoons. Meadows can be wet or muddy; waterproof boots or river shoes are a good idea. 
All meals and snacks are included. To protect wildlife and personal property at Sagehen, any extra food you might bring must be stored in our kitchen facilities, not in your car or cabin.
