GENERAL

· Dress Code – PROPER GOLF ATTIRE at Cameron Park:  Shorts, skorts and skirts no shorter than 6” above the knee; no denim of any type; no sweat suits; no leggings allowed except under shorts; soft spikes only and no spikes in the dining room.  Women’s shirts must not rise above the beltline at any time during the swing.
