Bayou Time Client Agreement
This agreement made and entered into this ___________ day of ___________, 20 ____ by and between Bayou Time L.L.C., a Business organized and existing under the laws of the 

State of Louisiana (hereinafter the “Company”) and (hereinafter “Client”).

SECTION ONE:  SERVICES

1. Company understands and agrees that childcare services to be provided Client under and pursuant to this agreement shall be so provided on a day-to-day, as needed basis.  Client understands and agrees that the provision of the childcare services to Client is contingent upon the availability of Sitters.

2. Company agrees to provide child care services upon the request of Client, and both parties agree that the compensation to the person performing child care services (herein “Sitter) for such services shall be as set forth on the Schedule of Fees found on the Company website, www.bayoutime.net, for registered Clients.
3. Client shall have sole discretion to establish the minimum qualifications for the performance of any services to be rendered under and pursuant to this agreement.

SECTION TWO:  COMPENSATION

For services provided under and pursuant to this agreement, Company shall be compensated as follows:

1. Client shall pay to company a one-time initiation fee of $40.00 upon the execution of this agreement.

2. For each one day (day being a consecutive 24 hour time period, 12am – 11:59pm), or less, of services provided, Client shall pay to company as set forth on the Schedule of Fees found on the Company website, www.bayoutime.net, for registered Clients.

SECTION THREE: PAYMENT
Payment for services provided by the Company under this agreement shall be as follows:

1. Client shall not pay sitter directly for his or her services upon the completion of one day (one day being consecutive 24 hour time period, 12am – 11:59pm), or less, of service.  Sitter shall be compensated by the company.

2. Company shall send client bi-monthly statements for the Placement Fees and all Sitting Charges.  Company’s statement shall set forth the date or dates the sitter provided child care services.  Client’s credit card on file will be used to pay each statement in full within 24 hours of the date of said statement.

3. New clients will subject to a 60 day payment and sitter history with Company. New client will be pre-billed prior to services or billed upon completion of services at the discretion of Company. A valid credit card will be required.
4. Failure to pay will result in legal action in accordance with Louisiana State Law.

SECTION FOUR:  DURATION AND TERMINATION
This agreement shall become effective as of the date stated above and shall continue until terminated in writing by either party.  Either party may terminate this agreement with or without cause at any time upon ten days prior written notice.

SECTION FIVE: MISCELLANEOUS

1. All Sitters who are independent contractors of Company are required to disclose to all persons for whom they perform childcare services that they are independent contractors of Company.

2. If Client engages the services of Sitter who has disclosed to Client their relationship with Company without having procured those services through Company, then Client shall pay to Company the sum of $300.00 as a penalty for each day of a Sitter’s services in violation of this provision.

3. Client acknowledges and agrees that all Sitters who provide child care services to client pursuant to this agreement are independent contractors and are not employees of either Company or of Client.

4. Client agrees to indemnify and hold Company harmless from and against any all liabilities, damages, losses, actions or causes of action, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney fees), whether relating to property of client or of any third party or to personal injury or death arising out of or in any way contributed to by the acts, or failure to act, of Company supplied Sitters.

5. In the event that any action is filed in relation to this agreement, the unsuccessful party in the action shall pay to the successful party, in addition to all the sums that either party may be called on to pay, a reasonable sum for the successful party’s attorney’s fee.
