SCCC DRIVER AND TRAFFIC SAFETY EDUCATION COURSE 

SUMMER 2019 SEMESTER

Students who successfully complete this course will receive the Student Certificate of Completion
(MV-285), issued by the Department of Motor Vehicles. Upon completion, most students will eligible for a rate reduction in their automobile insurance and will also be able to receive their Senior License at age 17 rather than at 18.  

The course consists of 25.5 hours of classroom instruction and 25.5 hours of in-car instruction.  Students will complete no fewer than 6 hours of actual behind-the-wheel driving experience and 18 hours of observation in a teacher-supervised vehicle. The New York State Office for Driver and Traffic Safety Education (NYSDTSE) mandates that a student MUST complete 16 sessions of lecture and 16 sessions of in-car instruction in order to receive the MV-285. Each student will receive 1.5 hours of classroom instruction and 1.5 hours of laboratory in-car instruction each week. Applications will be accepted from individuals who will have a learner’s permit and be at least 16 years of age before the first day of class.  Since space is limited and registration is done on a first come- first served basis, we suggest that you apply early in order to get your choice of class and driving time.  

IMPORTANT Program Notes:

· The application deadline is June 5, 2019

· ONLY ONE ABSENCE IS ALLOWED -Students will NOT be eligible to receive their Certificate of Completion (MV-285) if they have more than one absence so vacations should be planned accordingly.

· The tuition is $538.00 per student. The refund policy models that of the Suffolk County Community College credit bearing courses. Partial refunds will be given through the 1st week of class.  No refunds will be authorized after that.  If you have any questions, please contact 631-451-4399.
