   In terms of Reserve Bank of India’s directives, the 3rd  District Level Review Committee / District Level Consultative Committee (DLRC/DLCC) meeting for Dang District was convened on 13.03.2019 at 3.00 PM at Collector Conference Hall, Ahwa
   The Meeting was presided over by Shri N.K.Damor [IAS], Hon’ble District Collector, Dang District  
   Shri. Kalpeshbhai Shah, Asstt. General Manager, Bank of Baroda, Regional Office Valsad welcomed all the participation & requested their active participation.

   Shri. Kalpeshbhai Shah in his welcome address congratulated the Bankers for their performance in respect of outstanding balance in financing to priority sector, Agriculture sector, weaker section  which was 79.89%, 32.96 %  & 50.25 % respectively as against the  National Bench Mark of 40%, 18% & 10% respectively.
   He however showed total dissatisfaction about SACP 2018 – 19 achievements under priority sector for the quarter ended Dec 2018 which was   at Rs. 14.74 Crores as against the target of Rs. 65.90 Crores i.e. 22 % of the plan for the year, which was not at all up to the expectation.

   He congratulated the Bankers for enrolling 5974 A/Cs under PMJJBY, 15417 A/Cs under PMJSBY. He noted that the banks have sanctioned & disbursed loans under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana to 964 beneficiaries since inception.
   Shri. Kalpeshbhai Shah showed concern in respect of mounting up of NPAs which was 16.84 % of the total advances & requested District Administration to extend full support to the bank branches in recovering long outstanding dues which would definitely go a long way in encouraging them for further lending to deserving & needy people.  
   He then requested Mr.R.M.Patel Lead District Manager to start agenda wise discussion.

REVIEW OF KEY BANKING PARAMETERS IN THE DISTRICT FOR THE QUARTER ENDED June 2018.

The House reviewed the key banking parameters:
The Hon’ble District Collector advised All Bank to account open to take any one KYC document like Aadhar Card, Voter ID, Driving license etc. Bank is not seeing for service area for opening account. 
- While reviewing Q-o-Q & Y-o-Y growth in priority sector advances, the Hon’ble District Collector showed total dissatisfaction and advised the banks to go aggressive in financing to milch animals. The DDM, NABARD, MR.B.K.Samantray has strongly recommends sanctioned the agriculture loan, Dairy loan and more linkage to SHG group.
-  LDM informed that the total outstanding level of deposits has increased by Rs.42.68 Crores, whereas  the outstanding level of advances  has increased  by Rs.13.19 Crores as compared to March 2018 quarter. The present CD Ratio of the District was at 14.53% which was 0.41% more than the previous quarter.

The House also reviewed Q-o-Q & Y-O-Y performance under all segments of Advances viz; Agriculture, SF/MF Loans, MSME, Weaker Section & KCC/GKCC.
 AGENDA NO.- 4
FIP PROGRESS REPORT IN RESPECT OF VILLAGES BELOW 2000 POPULATION.

The LDM informed that all SSAs have been covered by appointing BCs/VLEs.  
The Hon’ble District Collector informed that the Bank’s BCs have been advised to remain present in the concerned branch on a specific day for specific period so that the service area residents visiting the branch may get familiar with them. Also the BCs’ photographs have been displayed in the branch for the benefit of the customers
4.1 PROGRESS IN OPENING OF BANKING OUTLET :
Bank Have appointed BCs in all SSAs
 4.2 GAP IN APPONTMENT OF THE BCs
The LDM apprised that he has gathered the information from all bank branches regarding appointment of BCs. The branches have confirmed that all SSAs allotted to them have been covered either by BC/VLE/Branch model. The LDO, RBI advised the banks to monitor the performance of BCs so that uninterrupted banking services are provided at the door steps of the rural masses. It was subsequently decided that each bank branch to submit following information to LDM on monthly basis:

The Hon’ble District Collector advised the bankers to take maximum advantage of BCs in Aadhar seeding. He advised to appoint BCs for urban area also.

The branch Manager, SBI, Ahwa submitted that the VLEs are being called for the meeting at District Head Quarter frequently which makes their non availability to the customers. The representative of  DDO replied that henceforth the meetings of VLEs would be organized on first Saturday of the month. If Holiday falls on first Saturday, then the previous Friday would be the meeting day.

The Hon’ble District Collector advised the bankers to take help of BCs in covering maximum customers under Social Security Schemes. He also advised to display, in branch premises,  the instances/photographs of Dang or nearby area wherein the claims under PMJJBY/PMJSBY have been settled, which would leave a long lasting impression & create awareness amongst rural folks & encourage them for Enrollments.  
4.5 PROGRESS UNDER PMMY 
There has been total disbursement of 128 A/Cs under Shishu Category, 193 A/Cs under Kishore & 10 A/Cs under Tarun category from 01.04.2018 to 31.12.2018. Since inception 128 A/Cs has been disbursed to the tune of Rs. 625 Lacs under Shishu category,  193 A/Cs have been disbursed amounting to Rs. 975 Lacs under Kishore category & 10 A/Cs have been disbursed amounting to Rs. 217 Lacs under Tarun category.

BBY: As against the target of 150 applications, 279 have been sanctioned by the banks. The branches showing performance less than the target were advised to improve the same in the current quarter.

The DD, NABARD, MR. B.K.Samantray, opined for self sponsoring of applications by the bank branches to minimize rejection ratio.
