Handling and boarding services agreement

This agreement is entered into by and between Michael Brantley and Linda Brantley d/b/a/ Dreamland Kennel hereinafter referred to as “Handler” and ____________________________

Hereinafter referred to as “Client” with regard to handling or boarding services for the following: dog (the “Dog”) owned by Client.

      Whereas Client desires to use Handler’s services for the showing, handling, and/or boarding and care of the dog, during the term of this Agreement, it is therefore agreed as follows:

Terms of Agreement This Agreement shall become effective on the date of the earlier of:

1) The date this Agreement is signed by Client or

2) The date the dog is delivered to Handler by, or on behalf of, Client

Delivery of dog to Handler by Client: Client shall, at Client’s sole cost and expense, deliver the Dog to Handler, and at the termination of this Agreement, pick up the Dog from Handler.

Termination of Agreement: either party upon 48 hours prior notice may terminate This Agreement. However, Client will not take possession of Dog until all fees have been paid in full. Boarding fees will continue to accrue after termination by Client until all fees are paid in full and Client takes possession of the Dog.

Handler’s Duties and obligations while in Possession of the Dog

(1) Handler agrees to provide proper feed and water for the Dog. If Client desires a  

Specific feed different from what Handler feeds or if the Dog requires medication, Handler will feed the special diet or medicate the Dog as Client directs, but it shall be Client’s sole responsibility to provide the feed or medication designated. There will be no reduction in the boarding fee if Client provides a different feed.

(2) Handler agrees to provide safe and sanitary quarters for the Dog; to protect Dog from the elements and to provide adequate exercise for the Dog.

(3) Handler agrees to use Handler’s best efforts to train the Dog for show ring presentation, to condition the Dog physically and mentally for show ring presentation and to keep the Dog clean and groomed as is customary for the Dog’s breed.

(4) Handler will provide all shampoos, sprays, conditioners and all other supplies and     equipment required to show the Dog and maintain the Dog in show condition.

(5) Handler agrees to use Handler’s best skill and judgment to present the Dog to its best advantage in the show ring in accordance with the rules of the American Kennel Club.

 Entry in Shows

All-Breed Shows. Handler will make all show entries for the Dog in all-breed show which Handler plans to attend where the show closing date is subsequent to the date Handler received possession of Dog except:

A) No entries will be made if Client is not current on fees as provided below or if client maintains no deposit account nor provides for direct credit card billing.

B) Client personally advises Handler not less than 48 hours prior to the closing date of any show that Client does not desire to have the Dog entered at that show. Client must personally contact Handler as Handler is often traveling and Handler may not timely receive answering machine messages.

C) Handler, in Handler’s sole discretion, determines not to enter the Dog because the Dog is not in proper condition, not yet properly trained, judge is not favorable to the Dog, the Dog needs only majors to finish and show will probably not have majors, etc. 

Breed Specialty Shows or Group Specialty Shows

A) Handler, in consultation with Client, will make the entries for Breed Specialty Shows and Group Specialty Shows held the day of, the day immediately proceeding or following an all-breed show that Handler plans to attend.

B) If available and if a fee is agreed upon, Handler, upon Client’s request, will enter Dog in such other breed specialty, group specialty or other special competitions as Client my designate. It is essential that Client provide Handler with at least 60 days advance notice of such other non-all-breed competitions to ascertain Handler’s availability and charges.

Show Presentation

Judging Schedule Conflict Handler will use Handler’s best skill and judgment to personally present the Dog at each show entered at each level of competition for which the Dog is eligible. In the case of a judging schedule conflict, Client authorizes Handler to try to make arrangement for a substitute professional handler, or Handler’s assistant, to take the Dog into the ring. If no suitable handler can be obtained, the Dog will not be shown and no handling fee will be charged for that show. All other fees will be charged. 

Handling other Dogs if the same Breed; Handler may show other dogs of the Dog’s breed provided:

a) The other dog is of the opposite sex as the Dog

b) The other dog is entered in a different class from the Dog.

Breed and Group Competition; In the event Handler has dogs of two or more Clients entering the winners Competition, the Breed Competition, the Group Competition or the Best In Show Competition, Handler in the Handler’s sole judgment, shall determine which dog to personally present and which dog(s) to try to find suitable alternative handlers for.

Veterinarian Care; Client represent that the Dog is healthy, has current vaccinations and is free of internal parasites at the time of delivery to Handler. Handler, as the agent of Client, agrees to take the Dog to a veterinarian if the Dog becomes sick or injured while in the possession of Handler. All Veterinarian charges will be the sole responsibility of Client who will indemnify and hold Handler harmless there from. If the situation permits, Handler will consult with Client before arranging surgery or an invasive procedure but Client authorizes Handler to make such decisions if Client is unavailable in the case of an emergency. In the event the Dog must be hospitalized during a show circuit and cannot be released to return with Handler, Client shall have the sole responsibility to arrange to have the Dog returned to Client or Handler.

Client shall be solely responsible for the cost of all show photos and shall pay the show photographer directly.

*Show Expenses are divided amongst all dogs in Handler’s care at shows and are include but not limited to:

a) All miscellaneous fees for parking, RV hookups, toll charges and all fuel charges pertaining to Handler arriving at and returning from Shows.

b) All hotel expenses incurred during shows.

Payment of Fees:  Handler will bill Client Monthly between the end of the month and the fifth of the next month. The bill will contain an itemized statement of the handling fees, boarding charges; Dog’s pro rata share of the expenses and all miscellaneous charges. Payment shall be by one of the following methods:

a) Client shall provide Handler with Client’s credit card number and expiration date and three digit code on reverse side of card and authorize Handler to charge all fees actually incurred to said credit card account ten days after the bill has been mailed to Client for approval. Handler will place no charges on the credit card except those incurred pursuant to this Agreement and actually billed and submitted to Client.

b) Client will deposit _____________ cash or check with Handler. Handler will be authorized to withdraw funds from the deposit ten days after the bill for the month is mailed to the Client. Handler will withdraw no funds from the deposit except those incurred pursuant to this Agreement and actually billed and submitted to Client. Client, not later than the fifteenth day of the month following the month the charges were incurred, shall pay the bill in full and the payment shall be added back to Client deposit account.

c) In the event charges are not accepted on the credit card or Handler does not receive Client payment by the twentieth of the month following the month the charges were incurred, Client authorizes Handler to cease making all show entries and to cease showing the Dog until payment is made. Client shall remain fully responsible for all board and veterinarian expense until all bills are paid in full and Client takes possession of the Dog. 

d) Client understands Handler, at Handler’s option, shall not release the Dog until all fees due under this Agreement are paid in full.

Risk of Injury or Loss:  Handler shall use ordinary care in the care of Client’s Dog. Handler shall not be liable for illness, accidental injury or loss, providing that standard of care commonly exercised by other professional handlers in the State of Texas has been exercised. 

Contingencies:

In the event of inclement weather, mechanical breakdown or accident preventing Handler from timely reaching a show or cancellation of a show after Handler is on the road to the show, Handler will waive all handling fees for those shows the dog was entered in but not shown. No entry fees will be refunded by Handler and all boarding and expense charges will continue without abatement or reduction.

Loss or Injury Caused by Dog:

Client shall be responsible for all loss or injury to third parties caused by the Dog and shall indemnify and hold Handler harmless from all costs and expenses including reasonable attorneys fees.

Warranty:

No Warranty, express or implied, is made by Handler that the Dog will achieve any specific win or show record.

Security Agreement and Lien:

Client does hereby grant to Handler a security interest in and a possessory lien on the Dog to secure the payment of all fees and expenses incurred by Client pursuant to the Agreement, all other costs and expenses incurred by Handler in the collection and enforcement of the Agreement and all liabilities of Client to Handler now existing or later incurred pursuant to the Agreement.


1) Payment: Client will timely pay all charges, expenses and indebtedness incurred in accordance with the terms and provisions of this Agreement.


2) Change of Residence or Business: Client will at all times provide Handler with a current residence and business addresses and telephone numbers, and, if available, a fax or e-mail address.


3) Time of Performance and Waiver: Time shall be of the essence in performing any act under this security Agreement and the obligation secured by it. Handler’s acceptance of partial or delinquent payments, or the failure of Handler to exercise any right or remedy, shall not be a waiver of any obligation of Client or right of Handler, or of any other similar default subsequently occurring.


4) Default Defined: Client shall be in default under this Security Agreement if Client defaults in the payment or performance of any obligation or liability contained or referred to in the Agreement when it is due.


5) Disposition of Dog on Default: If Client fails to pay in full all indebtedness then due within thirty days after Handler gives written demand for payment, Handler may elect to sell, lease, or otherwise dispose of Dog or to accept and take title to the Dog in satisfaction of the indebtedness of Client to Handler. Any disposition of the Dog on default must be accomplished according to the provisions of the Texas Business and Commerce Code after notice has been given by the Secured Party as required by the Code. In the event of any sale or other disposition of the Dog, all reasonable costs in the preparation of the Dog for sale or disposition, and all reasonable attorney’s fees and legal expenses connected with the sale or disposition, shall become part of the principal indebtedness as secured by the Dog. The principal indebtedness shall also include the daily board charges and interest at the rate of eighteen (18%) percent per annum on such costs, fees or expenses, from the twentieth (20th) of the month following the month in which they were incurred until the indebtedness is paid in full or until date of sale. Handler will give Client reasonable notice to the time and place of any public sale, or of the time after which any private sale or any other intended disposition is to be made. The requirements of reasonable notice shall be met if such notice is mailed, postage prepaid, to the address of Client shown at the end of this Security Agreement or as otherwise changed by Client in writing to Handler, at least ten days before the time of the sale or disposition. If Handler purchases the Dog at a private sale, it shall be in full satisfaction of all indebtedness owed by Client. If a third party purchases the Dog at a private or public sale, Client shall remain personally liable for any deficiency between the sale price and the total indebtedness owing.
Attorney in Fact:

Client appoints Handler as Client’s attorney in fact to do any act that Client is obligated by this Agreement and Security Agreement to do or to exercise all rights of Client in the Dog, to execute any papers and instruments including transferring the Dog’s AKC registration certificate as Client’s attorney in fact to the purchaser at any public or private sale, and to do all other things necessary to preserve and protect the Dog and to protect the Handler’s security interest in the Dog.

Miscellaneous Provisions: 

1) Continuing Agreement. It is agreed that this is a continuing agreement and that the provisions of this agreement shall apply to any and all future as well as to existing transactions between Handler and Client regarding the Dog or the indebtedness secured by it.

2) Texas Law to Apply. This Agreement shall be construed under and in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas, and all obligations of the parties created by this Agreement are to be performed in Hockley County, Texas.

3) Parties Bound. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the contracting parties and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, legal representatives, successors, and assigns, when permitted by the other provisions of this Agreement.

4) Effect of Partial Invalidity. In the even any one or more of the provisions contained in this Agreement shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, all other provisions shall remain valid, binding, and effective as if the invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provisions had never been included in the Agreement.

5) Prior Agreements Superseded. This Agreement constitutes the sole agreement of the parties executing it and supersedes any prior understandings or written or oral agreements between the parties respecting the subject matter described in this Agreement.



Expenses of Enforcement:

In the event any litigation is commenced between the parties to this Agreement for the enforcement of any rights of either party against the other pursuant to the provisions of the Agreement, the party prevailing in the litigation shall be entitled to receive from the unsuccessful party all costs incurred in the connection with the litigation, including a reasonable allowance for attorney’s fees incurred by the prevailing party.

By Signing this Agreement, Client agrees to all of the terms above.
