Dear friends & colleagues,
We are pleased to send you our 55th Economic Newsletter.

It is very encouraging to see a lot of exchanges between Japan & Israel in economic fields. 
In May this year, PM Benjamin Netanyahu visited Japan and issued a Japan-Israel Joint Statement with PM Shinzo Abe.
In that statement, both PMs agreed to further strengthen economic ties between our two countries.

After this visit economic exchanges between Japan and Israel have become very active. 

From July 5 to 7, 2014, Mr. Toshimitsu Motegi, Minister of Economy, Trade and Industry, visited Israel to hold follow-up meetings with PM Benjamin Netanyahu as well as Minister of Economy, Mr. Naftali Bennett. Both sides agreed to further promote the development and strengthening of economic, industrial, technological and commercial cooperation between Japan and Israel and furthermore, both Ministers signed an MOC (attached) to promote activities of their respective industrial sectors to intensify bilateral R&D cooperation.
Minister Motegi became the first METI Minister to visit Israel.
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On July 6, The Israel-Japan Business Forum organised by JETRO, the New Energy and Industrial Technology Development Organization (NEDO) and the Japan Cooperation Center for the Middle East (JCCME) on the occasion of Minister Motegi's visit to Israel was held in Jerusalem. A total of 151 people attended the seminar, including representatives from governments and companies, Japanese companies operating and planning to do business in Israel as well as journalists.
At the forum, Minister Motegi expressed his strong hope that the two countries strengthened their economic partnership.
Secondly, from July 7 to 8, 2014, Mr. Yoshitaka Shindo, Minister of internal affairs and communications, visited Israel to meet Israeli communication Minister, Mr. Gilad Erdan. The two Ministers agreed to further promote official exchanges in this field and signed the Minutes of Meeting on Cooperation in the Field of Information and Communications Technology (attached).  Mr. Shindo was the first Minister of Internal Affairs and Communications to visit Israel. 
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We are happy to inform you that the Israeli government and private sector are considering sending an economic delegation to Japan in mid-September.

We would like to take this opportunity to welcome our new commercial attaché, Mr. Osamu Maruyama.

Monthly economic report – Cabinet Office

The Japanese economy is on a moderate recovery trend and a reaction after a last-minute rise in demand before a consumption tax increase is easing.

· Private consumption shows movements of picking up, while some weakness remains.

· Business investment shows some weak movements recently, while it is on the increase.

· Exports are flat.

· Industrial production is in a weak tone recently with a reaction after a last-minute rise in demand before a consumption tax increase.

· Corporate profits are improving. Firms' judgment on current business conditions shows cautiousness, while signs of improvement can be seen.

· The employment situation is improving steadily.

· Consumer prices are rising moderately.

Japan Revitalization Strategy 

When the Abe administration was inaugurated, the Japanese economy was obsessed with a chronic deflationary mindset after an economic slump that lasted for more than 20 years. In response, the Abe administration launched the first arrow of bold monetary policy aimed at eliminating the deflationary mindset and the second arrow of flexible fiscal policy aimed at igniting the dampened economy. It has also formulated "Japan Revitalization Strategy” as the third arrow, implementing its bold speedy Growth Strategy.

Guidelines for developing health software formulated

In November 2013, the Act for Partial Revision of the Pharmaceutical Affairs Law was promulgated (Act No. 84 of 2013; scheduled to be enforced in November 2014). Under the Act, independent computer programs (medical software) for diagnoses and other purposes will be regulated as medical equipment stipulated in the Pharmaceutical Affairs Law, the name of which will be revised to the Act for Securing Quality, Effectiveness and Safety of Medical Products and Equipment, or the Medical Products and Equipment Act (tentative English translation) after the enforcement.

Partial Revision of the Export Trade Control Order
On July 22, 2014, the Cabinet approved the required revision of the order concerning [i] addition and removal of goods to and from the regulatory list based on the agreements concluded at the International Export Control Conference in 2013 and [ii] centralized control of regulations, aiming to harmonize Japan’s systems with global systems, an approach bringing Japan into line with other countries and reducing burdens and reducing burdens imposed on businesses when enforcing treaties. METI hereby announces the revision.

20m tourists by 2020

In the year 2013 Japan reached the goal of 10m tourists. It has now set itself a new, ambitious goal of reaching 20m tourists by the year 2020 – the year it will host the Olympic and para-Olympic games.

In order to achieve this ambitious goal the execution of the "Action Program" will be accelerated. This Programme includes activities at all levels – national, regional and individual – to promote and attract Japan as a Tourism Oriented Country. 

In order to prepare an environment receptive to foreign travelers, efforts will be made to improve and strengthen multilingual guidance, measures such as expediting and streamlining immigration procedures at airports and ports, improving the convenience of public transport in response to the increasing number of people traveling alone, promoting the voluntary establishment of free public wireless LAN, preparing the shopping environment (all items of cosmetics, confectionary and similar products that are popular with foreigners will be made duty-free from October this year, installation of ATMs that are compatible with credit cards issued overseas as well as making it possible to pay for even small-sum items using credit cards and debit cards), and much more.
