Flights

You can apply for an electronic tourist visa via Victory Tour; details are on the company website, http://www.victorytour.az/?mod=content&id=314 - en. More information about visa requirements: http://www.azembassy.us/visa-service/tourist-visa.html. EducationUSA is not authorized by the Azerbaijani government to provide letters of invitation; your hotel reservation should suffice. NB: It is recommended to obtain a second U.S. passport and use one for entry to Armenia and the second for entry to Azerbaijan, in order to avoid delays or questioning particularly upon entry to Azerbaijan. 

Georgia: U.S. citizens are not required to have a visa to enter Georgia as a tourist.

Russia: U.S. citizens are required to have a visa in order to enter the Russian Federation. For information, please see: www.russianembassy.org/page/general-visa-information. Representatives must travel on a business visa. Past fair participants have recommended Go to Russia (http://www.gotorussia.com/visa_services_russia_support.htm) or Travel Document Systems (http://www.traveldocs.com/?page=russian-federation). These agencies can provide invitation letters for business visas. EducationUSA is not authorized by the Russian government to provide letters of invitation.

Ukraine: U.S. citizens are not required to have a visa to enter Ukraine, for stays of up to 90 days within a 180-day period.

Terms and Conditions for Registration and Participation 
EducationUSA Eurasia Tour

We do not allow U.S. universities to be represented during any part of the tour by a local agent or comparable local representative. We seek to have representatives from the U.S. visit and meet with our students, and your cooperation with this is appreciated. Additionally, if a participating representative plans to meet with an agent while in a host country, the meeting must be private and without media coverage or advertising during the duration and prior to the EducationUSA fair. We appreciate your sensitivity to our need to avoid vying with other agencies or individuals for the credibility that your presence confers during what is an EducationUSA program. 

· The registration deadline is August 11, 2017. In order to qualify for the regular registration fee, registration and payment must be received by this deadline.
· Registration is not considered confirmed until payment has been processed. Institutions that have submitted registrations but have outstanding payments as of August 12, 2017, will be invoiced a 10% late registration fee.

· All payments are managed by American Councils for International Education, in Washington, DC. An American Councils employee will contact institutional representatives with payment instructions within 3 business days of when registration is received.

The EducationUSA Advising Centers will:

· Advertise and promote extensively the events to students, parents, school/university teachers and counselors.

· Provide counter space no less than 90cm x 60cm, a chair, bottled water and sign for each participating institution. If additional space is required, arrangements should be made with the EducationUSA staff in advance.

Why recruit in Eurasia?

· Russian student mobility increased with the biggest increase in 15 years. Russia is the 6th leading country of origin in Europe & Eurasia and, worldwide, the 26th leading country of origin of international students in the U.S. The number of Russians studying at the undergraduate level is up 6% from five years ago, with 6.3% more studying at community colleges.
