Exchange Application Information
Fall 2010

Students from ASU partner universities or from universities participating in the Magellan Exchange or in the International Student Exchange Program (ISEP), may apply for a one semester exchange or a year-long exchange by completing the following steps.
· A completed application for admission. This can be found at the following link: http://www2.astate.edu/dotAsset/98600.pdf   The application must be received by the Office of International Programs before June 15, 2010. Please note that students participating in exchanges are not required to submit TOEFL, IELTS, or other test scores. However, a Letter of Attestation from your home coordinator should state that you have proficiency in English language for purposes of taking academic courses using English as the medium of instruction. 
· Official transcripts in English indicating academic good standing. Documents must be written in English and show all courses taken and grades received. (Magellan students may upload this to the www.magellanonline.org.)
· Proof of English proficiency in the form of a Letter of Attestation from the coordinator at the home institution. (Magellan students may upload this to the www.magellanonline.org.)
· International Student Fee. In accordance with new regulations of the ASU Board of Trustees, all international students are required to pay a $300 international student fee (students applying through the International Student Exchange Program [ISEP] do not need to pay this fee). This fee is used to pay for services such as airport transportation; local excursions; infrastructure directly supporting international student life at ASU; sending international student immigration documents between ASU and students’ home countries.
· A non-refundable application fee of U.S. $40. Payment may be made by check drawn on a US bank or by credit card.  To pay with a credit card, students should use the credit card payment form found on the application for admission (students applying through the International Student Exchange Program [ISEP] do not pay this fee).
· Financial affidavit of $5,000 per semester. This requires an official statement from the bank which verifies that at least U.S. $5,000.00 is available for the student's expenses. The financial statement should be prepared and dated within the last six months, and should be submitted in original form. If the bank statement is not in the student's name, the account holder must provide a letter of support. The financial statement may come from more than one sponsor. Faxed documents will not be accepted.
· Proof of two immunizations against measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR). Faxed documents will not be accepted.
· If proof of MMR vaccination is not available, ASU will coordinate these vaccinations for the student when arriving to campus. The costs for these immunizations are listed below under “Health Screening.”
· Health Screening: Student will be required to take Measles, Mumps, and Rubella (MMR) vaccination, and a TB skin test. A second MMR will be required 30 days later. Student can bring MMR vaccination proof from home country, but it must: be an original document in English, be signed by a doctor, and list the date of the vaccination. The TB skin test must be done in the US. The TB skin test costs between $75, and this must be paid before the 5th day of class. Each MMR vaccination costs between $5-$25 depending upon student’s gender, and must be paid the day of the vaccination.
Please provide the above documents by June 15, 2010.
· Health Insurance: International students are required by the US government to have health insurance. Students are required to enroll in Health Insurance provided through ASU.  The cost of the insurance is $88 per month and is included with tuition and fees. Students will be enrolled 1 month prior to the start of the first semester. The health insurance does not cover students in their home country. Therefore students can choose to have a second policy but they are still required to purchase insurance through ASU. No waiver for health insurance will be issued or accepted. ISEP students will obtain their insurance directly through ISEP.
· Housing: It is university policy that all exchange students, whether undergraduate or graduate students, live on campus if on-campus housing is available at the time of their enrollment.  Some housing options require the purchase of a meal plan while others do not.  For more information, students should visit the Residence Life website at http://reslife.astate.edu and complete the application with a deposit of $US 100. Deposits may be made either by check, by money order or by credit card through Residence Life. Residence Life does not provide bedding such as sheets, pillows, and blankets, so students are advised to bring such items so that they will have them immediately upon check-in.
· Once the student has been admitted, ASU will issue an immigration document (I-20 or DS-2019.) Incoming students must pay a $200 SEVIS fee to the Department of Homeland Security before attending the visa appointment. Students will need to submit a copy of the SEVIS fee receipt when applying for the visa.  Payment can be made at the following SEVIS Fee Payment Site (http://www.fmjfee.com/). Students cannot pay this fee through Arkansas State University; it must be paid directly to the U.S. government.  For more information, go to the general SEVIS site (http://www.ice.gov/sevis).
