SCHOOL ASSISTANCE ON ARRIVAL AND ORIENTATION DAYS at the FHS
Based on the information you have provided about the date, time and place of your arrival, you will be met by Faculty of Humanities students (student “tutors”) and accompanied to your accommodation as well as provided with further assistance. During your first days in Prague students will help you to arrange your student university identification card, your student travel pass as well as your access to the computer and library facilities. They will provide you with the basic orientation in the public transportation, the Jinonice campus facilities and the city center. 

The course syllabuses as well as the schedule will be available on this website (on-line system called SIS). It also allows an on-line registration to offered courses. In order to register, you need the number of your student university identification card and password which you will get after your arrival to Prague (with assistance of your tutor) in CU Information Centre (Celetná 13, Prague 1).
CZECH LANGUAGE CLASSES
Incoming students are able to join Czech language classes provided by the Faculty of Humanities. The course is aimed at beginners.

SCHOOL ORIENTATION
(Faculty facilities, library, computers, etc.)
The Faculty of Humanities is based in the Charles University building situated in Jinonice (U Kříže 8, Prague 5 –Jinonice district, 5th floor). 
The International Office is in room 6018, 6th floor.

Some of the classes of the programme are held in Jinonice, some of them (so-called UPCES courses) in the building of our partner institution CERGE-EI situated in Nové město (Prague 1 district, Politických vězňů 7, easily accessible by metro, one street from Wenceslas’ Square).

Jinonice Campus

All essential student services available at Jinonice:

1. PC pools (all computers have Internet access, printing machine is available, too) 
2. Library (the books available cover the fields of Social Sciences and Humanities especially)
3. Copy self-service
4. School cafeteria 
1. Access to Computing Facilities 
You will be given username and password for accessing the internet on the 2nd floor (building A) at the room 2065, upon showing your CU student / ISIC card.
2. Access to Library

You need to present yourself with the student card. All books are available for reading at the library; some books can be loaned.

The online book catalogue is available here.

3. Copy self-service

On the 2nd floor of building A (where the computer rooms are) at the room 2065 you can charge your student card with the credit, which you may use for copying and printing (1 paper / 1 CZK). The copy machine / printer is situated on the ground floor (behind the reception desk). After placing your student card on the chip, the copy machine / printer is activated and you may use it for printing, copying and scanning. Don’t forget to place your student card to the chip after you finish your work so no other student could pay for the copy machine from your student card credit.

4. Access to School Cafeterias (“Menza”)
You can have your lunch here for around 38 CZK. You always need to order your meal at least one (working) day in advance. To be able to use online ordering meal service, you are expected to charge your ISIC card at cash desk (on the ground floor). Each meal will then be charged from the cash you have deposited at the cash desk.

Important notice: The cafeteria staff speaks only Czech. You will have to be able to translate all information (daily menu to choose from, etc.) to Czech.

Travelling in Prague - How does public transport operate?

There are several means of transport operating in Prague – the underground (Metro), trams and buses.
Fare: You should use single tickets (available at tickets machines, ticket windows at selected stops, or at newsstands) before you get your student card / travel pass. You can also by your ticket by writing SMS with the text: “DPT” and sending it to number 90206.
Individual tickets fare:
Regular transport fares – single tickets: 18 CZK or 26 CZK. Those tickets are valid on all means of public transport.

Description of Metro

It operates from 5 am to 12 pm, on one hand it is the most effective way of travelling in Prague.

The metro operates on 3 lines:

· Green line A:  runs from the East to the North West parts of the city. The final stops are: Hostivař (on the East), Dejvická (on the North West)

You will use this line to get to Staré město (the very centre of the city), Malá Strana, Hradčany, Vinohrady etc.
· Yellow line B: runs from the West to the North East

The final stops: Zličín (on the West), Černý most (on the North East).

It runs through such districts as Karlín, Nove Mesto, Smichov, Jinonice, Zlicin etc. 

· Red line C: runs from the South East to North 

The final stops: Letňany (on the North), Háje (on the South East).

Travelling along this line gets you to Holešovice, Nové Mesto, Vyšehrad, Chodov, Háje etc.

Buses and trams

To get to the outer parts of the city you often need to combine metro with trams or buses.

It operates also during the night.

You can search for connections and timetables here. 
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
