Information and recommendations for students of doctoral studies:

· Review all activities related to your studies with your tutor.
· In cooperation with your tutor work out a study plan (i.e. which credits you would like to gain during your studies, which internships you are planning to participate in etc.) and create a dissertation project. 

Kinanthropology: Overall number of required credits is 10, out of which at least 1/3 can be gained at a different workplace including foreign universities (the value of extracurricular courses is always one credit). The content, quality and level comparable with the Faculty of Physical Education and Sport, Charles University (CU FPES) credit are subject to the tutor's signature in the credit book and on the annual report. In case of any doubts the doctoral board can request a review by the tutor and the postgraduate student or a document from another workplace to address the controversial credit. The credit methodology course is compulsory and it is necessary to be done at CU FPES within the course Basics of Methodology. Other courses or credits of the methodological character can be chosen from the offered credit subjects at CU FPES or other academic workplaces according to the work specialization and the tutor's decision. The compulsory methodology credit should be closed by the third semester of the studies. The language credit is not compulsory (if it is not stated differently).

Biomechanics: These credits are compulsory: English, Biomechanics, Biothermodynamics and Experiment in biomechanics. Credits in total: 15.

Dissertation project should consist of these points:
- Problem formulation and topic definition
- Literature overview
- Aims of work, scientific questions, hypotheses
- Methodology
Research file (source of data)

Research methods
Organization of collection 
Data workout
- Assumed usage of results
- Time schedule
- Used literature

Study plan and dissertation project are handed in for discussion during the training department meeting. After it is approved hand it in both in written and electronic form to the scientific department of CU FPES, present-day postgraduate students by two months after registration, combined plan students by six months after registration. Violation of the term is taken as failing study responsibilities and the studies are terminated.

· Annual report and credit book are usually handed in to be checked by the end of September for the past school year, the term is given by RCU. These are handed in even in cases that the postgraduate student has already passed the exam or their studies have been discontinued. The annual report must contain all points mentioned in the outline above and the tutor confirms the validity of data mentioned by his/her signature. Violation of the term is taken as failing study responsibilities and the studies are terminated. 
· Activity at the training workplace:
A postgraduate student is a student with all rights and responsibilities related to this state. A postgraduate student studies, works on his/her project, publishes, participates in education, in research projects of his/her tutor and the whole department, is part of education, meetings, seminars etc. 
· Credits:
Students of the four-year study program are obliged to gain all credits by the end of the fifth semester, combined plan students by the end of the eighth semester.

After gaining all credits the postgraduate student can apply for taking the state doctoral exam.
· Discontinuance of studies:
- By discontinuance of studies the student is no longer a student and therefore cannot use the student benefits.
- According to the CU Study Order the period of time of discontinuance is counted to the maximal possible time of studies, i.e. the studies must be finished within nine years from starting the studies regardless of the length of discontinuance.
· Foreign stay:
- An integral part of the present-day students' study plan according to CU is a stay at a foreign workplace of the specific field. The assumed minimal length of stay is three months. 
· Practical information:
- Present-day students are allowed to require accommodation at CU dormitories
- All students can claim meals in the university canteen for student prices
- Students max. 26 year old can claim the student MHD card in Prague
- According to the Dean's Provision nr. 6/2010 students are obliged to update their personal data in SIS, i.e. mainly permanent and postal address, email, mobile phone number and bank account number. 

- All essentials, e.g. study plan form, document of gaining credits, student certificate, doctoral boards requirements etc. can be found on the faculty website 
- Detailed information on credit courses (i.e. contents of education, requirements, schedule etc.) can be found on websites of specific departments.
