 NASPSPA Fall Executive Committee Meeting Attending: Maureen Weiss (President), Charlie Shea (Past-President), Digby Elliott (President-Elect), Jane Clark (Past-Presidents
 Liaison), Diane Mack (Communication Director), Alan Smith (Secretary/Treasurer), and Shauna Burke (Student Representative). Penny McCullagh (Conference Site Coordinator) was invited to attend to discuss conference-related items. Meeting called to order 9/15/05 by President Maureen Weiss at 5:00pm I. Approval of Agenda 
 Approved by the executive committee (EC). II. Approval of Minutes from Spring EC Meetings 
 Approved by the EC. III. Conference Management a. McCullagh reported final numbers from the 2005 conference in St. Pete, FL. b. McCullagh shared information on the 2006 conference to be held in Denver, CO in cooperation with ACSM. A room block has been reserved at the Marriott for NASPSPA. Registration and the Thursday reception will be held at the Marriott. A deposit has been paid to the Denver Athletic Club for use of their facility for the Saturday banquet. Elliott will seek a sponsor for the bags members receive with registration materials. Costs associated with meeting rooms, AV, and posters have not been clear and therefore a conference call was set with the executive director of ACSM (J. Whitehead). The conference call took place during the EC meeting and went well. Shea and McCullagh were invited to participate in a later conference call with Whitehead
s staff. c. The EC discussed conference registration costs. Costs will be kept in line with previous registration fees and ACSM registration fees. Nonmembers will be charged a fee that amounts to registration plus membership and will then be entered into the database as members. d. All conference registration fees will be processed by the Secretary/Treasurer in 2006. In the past fees could be sent either to the Secretary/Treasurer or the Conference Site Coordinator. The new system will streamline bookkeeping. e. McCullagh shared NASPSPA
s history of conference management and her involvement in conference management on behalf of the organization. The EC later discussed McCullagh
s role in conference management. The EC wishes to reaffirm the organization
s desire to continue working with McCullagh and will approach her about a 3-5 year contract to continue her services. IV. Policy Manual a. Weiss made revisions to the policy manual following the June EC meeting. Major revisions included formalizing the Past-President
s Liaison role, specifying Conference Site Coordinator
s roles/responsibilities, clarifying requirements for graduate student awards, and clarifying policy on conference 
no-shows
 and withdrawn papers. Minor revisions were made to several appendices and to language/grammar such that there was consistency in usage throughout the document. b. The proposed changes were discussed by the EC, modified if necessary, and approved. Elliott will finalize changes to the manual, share with Weiss, and send as a .pdf file to all EC members. The revised manual will replace the old version on the website. c. Proposed changes that appear in the constitution and by-laws must be approved by the membership at the annual business meeting. Weiss will prepare a document containing these proposed changes for publication in the spring newsletter and for distribution to the membership at that meeting. V. 2006 Denver Conference Program a. McCullagh and Shea shared information on conference programming matters with the EC. Program slots may differ from past years in order to coordinate with ACSM, however Shea will attempt to maintain the traditional slots as much as possible. b. Abstracts will be due January 16. The web submission system has been working well with the exception of linking abstracts that constitute a symposium. The EC will review the submission system and make suggestions for modifications in advance of opening the site for submissions on November 1. c. The EC discussed possible Human Kinetics lecturers and invited speakers suggested by the Area Program Committees. Shea will provide feedback to the Area Program Committee Chairs. Speakers will be sought that have appeal to both NASPSPA and ACSM members. d. Weiss is coordinating a pre-conference symposium on the review and publication process. She will be seeking cooperation from several editors who will take part in the symposium. e. A fourth presentation room will not be sought for the 2006 conference because of concurrent ACSM sessions. However, Shea will ask Area Program Committee Chairs to make special effort to construct interdisciplinary sessions in the NASPSPA conference program. VI. Committees and Candidates for Executive Board a. The EC discussed individuals who may be asked to succeed Jane Clark as Past-President
s Liaison. b. The EC shared names of individuals to be considered for President-Elect and Secretary/Treasurer. Weiss will share these names with the Nominations Committee, who will be charged with preparing the slate of candidates. c. Burke will generate a list of names of individuals to be considered for Student Representative. d. The deadline for nominations for the Distinguished Scholar Award and Early Career Distinguished Scholar Award is December 1. Deadlines for Student International Conference Travel awards are September 30, January 31, and May 31. The deadline for Graduate Student Research Grants is April 1. VII. Website and Newsletter a. A variety of suggested improvements, additions, and updates to the website were proposed. Mack will develop a master list of these items and coordinate updates with HK. b. Vendors remain on the website but no money has been received by Smith for advertising costs since he became Secretary/Treasurer. Smith will contact the vendors. c. The deadline for fall newsletter contributions is October 14 to Mack. The goal publication date is October 30. VIII. Future Conferences a. McCullagh shared hotel/conference site options for the 2007 San Diego conference with the EC. The EC selected the Catamaran as the conference site. The meeting dates will be June 7-10. b. McCullagh shared information on hotel/conference site options for the 2008 Niagara Falls conference. She will continue to gather information on costs, available dates, and other matters and will keep the EC updated. IX. Executive Committee Member Reports a. Secretary-Treasurer (Smith) i. Smith gave a membership report and a financial report (both to be published in the newsletter). Membership numbers remain strong; however the organization lost money over the fiscal year. This was attributed to not breaking even with the conference, increasing costs of business, and maintaining the same membership fees for four years. ii. The EC approved a $3 charge for memberships processed via credit card to offset the cost of processing credit card numbers. iii. The membership will be approached about raising membership fees at the annual business meeting in 2006. iv. The fee for renting the mailing list has not increased in several years. Smith will research fees charged by organizations of similar size and adjust the NASPSPA fee accordingly. v. Smith continues to work with McCullagh to better coordinate the membership financial accounting with the annual conference accounting. Upon fully coordinating these finances Smith will seek consultation on the organization
s tax filing responsibilities. b. Past-President
s Liaison (Clark) i. Clark continues to work on the development of a NASPSPA logo. ii. Clark continues to work on policy associated with the provision of named awards by individuals/groups wishing to provide funding for such awards. iii. Clark will draft a rationale for formalizing the Past-President
s Liaison to be presented alongside the proposal to change Article 6 of the constitution. c. Student Representative (Burke) i. Burke suggested a student symposium for the 2006 conference focusing upon research employment outside of academe. She will follow up with contacts in the Denver area and seek individuals to participate. ii. Burke will work with Weiss on the pre-conference symposium on the research and publication process. iii. Burke shared feedback about the student social in St. Pete. She will coordinate with McCullagh in planning the social in Denver. d. Communication Director (Mack) i. Mack met with former Communication Director Diane Ste-Marie and feels comfortable with the transition and her responsibilities. ii. Mack has acquired software that will enable her to efficiently produce the newsletter. e. President-elect (Elliott) i. Elliott will meet with Weiss to further update the policy manual and address feedback provided by the EC on proposed changes that were not yet approved. ii. Elliott will develop policy on the solicitation of sponsors for our annual conference. f. Past-President (Shea) i. Shea will remain in close contact with McCullagh, ACSM, and the Area Program Committee Chairs as conference matters are finalized. X. Other a. No members of the EC will be attending the AAASP conference. Therefore, Weiss will seek a former member of the EC to attend the Sport Psychology Council meeting to be held at the conference. b.
