          As the end of our Winter/Spring semester approaches, we are now preparing schedules for our upcoming 2016/2017 Fall/Winter  Semester.  Our school has continued to thrive having an enrollment of over eight hundred students.                                                                                                                                                                                                   In order to accommodate the very consistent demand we are continuing to expand our weekend lesson schedules.  We are also promoting early registration for continuing students not only to secure your schedule of choice, but also to give us the chance to identify available time for new prospective students. 

 This spring semester will end early June 2016.  As an incentive, we are giving you the opportunity to save the $20.00 material/recital fee for the fall semester if your enrollment is received with full semester payment by May 1st , 2015 (Payment by installments not eligible).  You may also secure your fall schedule by reserving your day and time with completion of the registration form accompanied by a reservation fee (1/6 of semester tuition).  This is highly recommended for families who have two or more members returning in the fall and whose schedule must absolutely coincide with one another.  Furthermore, if you are planning to add other family members to our school, you may pre-register them as well for early scheduling.  A complimentary free trial lesson may be given prior to the beginning of the fall semester’s starting date.

This year many of you have already taken advantage of our structured payment plan.  You can either choose to pay your tuition in two, three, four, five or six payments.   We do not charge any fee or interest for families who choose this option, but we do require without exception, to have either a valid credit card on file (to be charged on the first or the fifteenth of each month (payments will start depending on your choice of payment arrangements) or post-dated checks made out to Crestwood Music Edcuation Center (dated the first or the fifteenth of each month).  All installment arrangements must be submitted with the completed registration form accompanied with credit card numbers or post-dated checks.  Our school is devoted to providing a high quality and meaningful musical education which requires a commitment for the full semester (16 lessons) and the necessary consistency in attending the lessons.  Learning music is a beautiful and rich experience to be developed over the long term, as opposed to being an instant reward.  Consistent study will go a long way in developing each student’s imagination, creativity and humanity.  

To complement private lessons, students may enroll in one of our special programs: Chamber Music, Jazz Ensembles, a Cappella, Rock Band, Advanced Student Orchestra, and Music Theory-Appreciation classes, all led by our outstanding faculty members. These programs provide students with a more complete, exciting, and meaningful musical education.  An additional enrollment fee is required.

Crestwood Music Education Center is proud to offer the most extensive private instructional program in Westchester. Lessons are given by a member of our world class faculty, bringing those great artists’ experience in both teaching and performance into the classroom. Individual instruction is offered in piano, guitar, violin, viola, cello, double bass, harp, flute, clarinet, saxophone, bassoon, oboe, trumpet, trombone, baritone horn, tuba, French horn, percussion, recorder, and voice. 

JAZZ PROGRAM features some of the most distinguished jazz artists in the metropolitan area. Instruction is available on piano, guitar, saxophone, clarinet, drums, and other percussion instruments. Jazz ensembles are coordinated by our teaching staff for intermediate to advanced students.
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MUSIC THEORY-APPRECIATION CLASSES are scheduled bi-weekly. Using materials appropriate to their age and level, students reinforce concepts learned in their individual lessons. Classes for advanced students emphasize a greater understanding of harmony and structure, sight-reading, and an overview of music history. Classes are available bi-weekly for our students enrolled in private lessons. Students may register for these classes in addition to their private lessons. 

ADULT PROGRAMS it's never too late to begin music lessons or to resume music study interrupted years before. All it takes is desire, perseverance, and a sense of fun. Our faculty is experienced in motivating, encouraging and leading adult students toward their goals of making music. 

CHAMBER MUSIC coaching is available for intermediate and advanced students in groups formed by their individual lesson teachers. 
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PERFORMANCE OPPORTUNITIES There are school-wide recitals twice a year in which all students have the opportunity to share their music with an audience of family, friends, and fellow students. Suzuki group classes also have a portion devoted to performance. 








                                                    
Course Offerings
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SUZUKI LESSONS The Suzuki Method involves the parent and child in learning an instrument 
together. The parent attends lesson alone for six to eight weeks to prepare for his/her role as home teacher, and subsequently attends all lessons with the child. 
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Students learn at home and in the studio in an atmosphere of patience, praise, and encouragement. Lessons can begin at age three or four, or as late as eight or nine. Daily listening to recordings of the Suzuki repertoire helps the student to learn the pieces by ear and at his own pace. This way the instructor has more freedom to teach playing with beautiful tone and phrasing. 
Suzuki lessons include regular review of pieces, which builds confidence and security in performing. Music reading is usually introduced when the student has completed the first volume of pieces and has a firm grasp of aural and technical skills. This is comparable to how a child learns first to speak and later to read his native language. Thus, Shinichi Suzuki, who developed this educational philosophy, calls it mother-tongue learning. 
Younger Suzuki students learn pre-reading concepts in bi-weekly group classes. Students and parents are schedule so they can observe other students' lessons, since children learn and are motivated by watching their peers. A non-competitive and supportive atmosphere is established in these lessons. 
Parents interested in enrolling in Suzuki lessons observed several lessons and have an orientation with either their Suzuki teacher or the school director.

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CRESTWOOD TODDLERS is the key that opens the door to your child's world of music. Through a combination of songs, playing movement games and instruments, listening and learning, you and your child are exposed to a wonderful musical experience. At the core of the toddler program is the repertoire of developmentally appropriate curricula allowing for each child's unique creative expression. 
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Statement of Policies 2016-2017
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ENROLLMENT Enrollment is for one complete semester (16 lessons), or the balance of that semester (if you enroll after the semester has begun on a pro-rated basis).  Refunds for withdrawals made after the second week of the semester will only be considered in the event of extended illness or relocation, and are subject to the director’s discretion.
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TUITION AND FEES The attached Statement of Tuition and Fees gives the tuition and fee information as well as a payment schedule.  There is a $20.00 service charge for any returned checks and a $15.00 late payment fee for tuition paid more than ten days past the due date, unless prior arrangements have been made.

MAke-up Lessons and cancellations 
(does not apply to group classes)
  The school provides one make-up lesson for a student’s absence     each semester during a make-up week at the end of the semester.

  In the event that an instructor gives a make-up lesson outside of the scheduled make-up week, that lesson will be considered the make-up lesson.

  Additional make-up lessons are only given if the instructor cancels a lesson or if the school is closed due to inclement weather.  We cannot give an additional make-up lesson when a student cancels due to weather, if the school remains open, or when a student does not show up (or call in advance) to his/her lesson.

Make-up lessons canceled by the student will not be rescheduled and are considered completed.


Lesson time missed due to a student’s tardiness will not be made up.
