WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (‘HUD") has
allocated Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and other funds to the State of
Ohio Development Services Agency (‘State’); and

WHEREAS, the State has awarded CDBG and ther funds to Clinton County
(hereinafter referred to as “grantee")}; and

WHEREAS, the funding sources covered by this Programmatic Agreement may include,
but are not limited to CDBG, Home Investment Partnership (HOME), Economic
Development Intiative (EDI), Emergency Sheter Grants, Supportive Housing, Housing
‘Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA), and Neighborhood Stabilization
Program (NSP) Grans; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with 24 CFR Part 58, the grantee assumes responsibilty for
‘environmental review, decision-making, and actions that would ofherwise apply to HUD.
under the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and other provisions of law and
this agreement coordinates the analysis and review of projects as provided under 36
CFR Part 800, regulations implementing Section 106 of the National Historic:
Preservation Act (16 U.S.C. 470), in order to meet the purposes and requirements of
both statutes in a timely and efficient manner: and

WHEREAS, the grantee has determined that the undertakings it carries out using the
above-listed HUD funding sources may affect properties that are listed in or eligible for
listing in the National Register of Historic Places (‘National Register); and

WHEREAS, the grantee has consulted with the Ohio State Historic Preservation Officer
(8HPO) regarding the development of this agreement pursuant to 36 GFR Part 800,
regulations implementing Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act
CNHPA'(16 U.S.C. 470); and

WHEREAS , the grantee has consulted with the Clinton County Historical Society
regarding the implementation of tis agreement and public. notification procadures
and invited it to concur in this agreement; and

WHEREAS, the grantee and the SHPO agree that by following the procedures outined
in ths agreement, the grantee will be able to meet its obligations pursuant to 36 CFR
Part 800 to take into account the effects of federally assisted projects on historic
propeties and provide the ACHP with an opportunity to comment

NOW, THEREFORE, the grantee and the SHPO have agreed to carry out their
respective responsibiliies pursuant to Section 106 and Section 110(f) of the NHPA and
the regulations at 36 CFR Part 800, in accordance with the following stipulations:

STIPULATIONS
I Archaeology

Inthe event the grantee plans any ground disturbance as part of a rehabilitation,
new construction, ste improvement, or other undertaking, the grantee will consult
vilh the SHPO to determine whether the undertaking will affect an archaeological
property eligible for or isted in the National Register. This stipulation shall not be
interpreted to include a imited subset of ground-disturbing activties that are
exempt from review, as described in Stipulation 1L.8.2.

Il Exempt Activities

A. Ifthe grantee determines that an undertaking only involves buildings that are less
than fity years old, orif the undertaking includes only exempt activitis (as
defined by Stipulations L. B, Il. ., and Il D), then the undertaking shall be
deemed exempt from further review. Such undertakings wil require no review
‘under the terms of this agreement because these aciivties will generally not
affect historic propertes.

1. This stipulation may include the demolition of buildings less than fify years
old, solong as the bulding has not previously been determined to be eligi
foristing or isted in the National Register of Historic Places.

2. The grantee wil keep documentation of this decision to exempt specific
undertakings in s fles and compile a complete lst of exempt undertakings
annually, as required in Stipulation V.

B. Ifthe proposed undertaking falls within one of the following categories, the
activites shall be deemed exempt:

1. Non-Construction Work and Development, General Exclusions

a. Public service program that does ot physically impact buidings or stes.
b. Architectural and engineering design fees and other non-consruction fees
and costs.

. Ifthe grantes determines that an undertaking wil involve any activilies that are not
exempt under Stipulation I, the grantee wil, in accordance with 3 CFR Part 800,
consult with the SHPO before starting the undertaking by submiting the
following documentation to the SHPO:

Project location, including a map;

Project description, including work wiite-ups, plans, or specifications, as
‘appropriate;

Color photographs of all elevations of the building or site;

Date any buldings in the project area were bu;

Statement of whether any propertes in the project area are isted in or eligible
foristing in the National Register;

fthere are listed or eligible properties, a statement of whether and how the
undertaking wilaffect the historic properties.

ore Mo

B. This submission should include, and the SHPO will consider, the following
information if it explains the grantee’s ecisions regarding National Register
eligibilty and effect:

1. Condition assessments for various historic elements;
2. An explanation of the goals of the undertaking;

Alternative treatments considered and cost estimates for each;
Life cycle maintenance costs related to each altemative;
Proposed measures to mitigate or minimize adverse effects;
Available marketing studies; and

Any other information that warrants consideration.

C. Atthe discretion of the grantse, SHPO's Section 106 Project Summary Form can
be used to satisfy Stipulation Il A & B.

0. The SHPO will respond, in accordance with 36 CFR Part 800, o the grantee
within 30 days after receiving the project documentation by stating that:

1. The SHPO concurs with the grantee’s decision about efigibilty and effect;
2. The SHPO disagrees with the grantee's decision about eligibity and effect; or
3. The SHPO needs more information in order to concur or disagree with the
grantee’s decision about eligbilty or effect.

E. fthe SHPO and the grantee agree that the undertaking will have no effect on
properties that are listed in or eligble for lsting in the National Register, the
grantee will retain the SHPO's leter in its project ile and the review process, in
‘accordance with 36 CFR Part 800, will be complete.

. Ifthe SHPO and the grantes agree that the undertaking will have an effect on
properties that are listed in or eligible for lsting in the National Register, the
grantee will follow the standard process described in 36 CFR Part 800 fo
‘complete consultation.

. Any disagreements regarding the National Register eligibilty of historic
properties may be resolved through the grantee requesting a Determination of
Eligiilty from the Keeper of the National Register of Historic Places, as
described in 36 CFR Part 63, Any disagreements regarding project effects shall
be resolved as described in 36 CFR Part 800.6. The grantee or SHPO may elect
toinvite the ACHP to partiipate or provide it opinion, if they determine it to be
appropriate.

IW. Technical Assistance and Educational Activities

Staffin the SHPO's Resource Protection and Reviews Department il provide
technical assistance, consultation, and training of grantee staff as required by the
grantee or as proposed by the SHPO in order o assist the grantee in carrying out
the terms of this agreement. SHPO may also request that appropriate mermbers of
the grantee's staff should attend training specifically in the use and nterpretation of
this agreement, or the overall regulatory process described in 36 CFR Part 800,
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V. Public Involvement and Participation

A. I accordance with citizen participation requirements for State-administered HUD

programs (24 FR Section 570.486), the grantee will seek pubiic input and noffy

the public of proposed actions.

1. The grantee wil,at a minimum, hold two public hearings to seek public
comment regarding the planning and implementation of State-administered
HUD programs. The first public hearing will address basic program
parameters, and the second public hearing will provide specific information
regarding proposed activiies. Notice of both hearings wil be published 10
days in advance in a newspaper of general circulation.

2. The grantee will hold an additional public hearing if a State-administered HUD
program is amended. The Amendment Public Hearing provides citizens with
an opportunity 10 review and comment on a substantial change in the
program. Nolice of an Amendment Public Hearing will be published 10 days
in advance in a newspaper of general ciroulation.

. The public notification procedures outlined in 24 CFR Part 58 for a Notice of
Intent to Request Release of Funds (NOVRROF) and Finding of No Significant
Impact (FONS) require the grantee to make information about individual projects.
available for public inspection, and to consider the views of the pubiic and
consulting parties in decision-making about individual projects
For individual projects located in locally designated districts or those that may
affect locally listed properties, the appropriate local review board will be
presented with information regarding the proposed project for consideration as
part o their regularly scheduled hearing, along with any project alteratives
considered.

V. Post Review Discovery

A. Inthe event that historic properties are discovered or unanticipated effects on

historic properties found after completion of the Section 106 process, the grantee
wilfolow the process estabiished at 36 CFR Part 800.13. In all cases of
discovery or unanicipated effects, the grantee will contact SHPO as soon as
practicable and provide suficient information so that SHPO can make meaningful
‘comments and recommendations.
Inthe event that human remains are discovered during the development or
construction of any project sublect to this agreement, construction will cease in
the area of the discovery. The grantee will contact SHPO and the County Sherif
and/or County Coroner within 48 hours. The grantee wil also consult with SHPO,
DSA and the County Sheriff andior Coroner to develop and carry out a treatment
plan for the care and disposition of human remains.

. When the human remains are determined to be of Native American Indian origin,
the treatment plan wil also be developed in consultation with appropriate
federall recognized Native American Indian Tribes. The grantee may call upon

representatives of DSA and HUD for assistance in conducting meaningful and
respectful discussions with trbal representatives.

VIL Dispute Resolution

‘Should any party to this agreement oblect at any time to any actions proposed or the
manner in which the terms of this agreement are implemented, the grantee shall
consultwith such parly to resolve the objection. If the grante determines that such
abjection cannot be resolved, the grantee will:

A. Forward all documentation relevant to the dispute, including the grantee's
proposed resaolution, to the ACHP. The AGHP shall provide the grantee wih its
advice on the resolution of the objection within thirty (30) days of receiving
adequate documentation. Prior to reaching a final decision on the dispute, the
grantee shall prepare a written response that takes into account any timely
advice or comments regarding the dispute from the ACHP, signatories and
oncurring parties, and provide them with a copy of this wiiten response. The
grantee wil then proceed according to ts final decision.

B. Ifthe ACHP does not provide ts advice regarding the dispute within the thirty
(30) day time period, the grantee may make a final decision on the dispute and
proceed accordingly. Prior fo reaching such a final decision, the grantee shall
prepare a wiitten response that takes into account any timely comments
regarding the dispute, and provide them and the ACHP with a copy of such
wiriten response.

C. The grantee's respansibilty to carry out al other actions subject to the tems of
this agreement that are ot the sublect of the dispute remaln unchanged.

VIll. Monitoring

A Within 30 days after the end of each calendar year that this agreement is in
force, the grantee will submit to the SHPO a lst of undertakings exempted from
review under Stipulation l of this agreement.

1. For each exempted undertaking the lst will include the buiding address, the
age of the buikding o it date of construction, and a description of each
activity undertaken. The description shallinclude a ist of the work done as
wel as how the work was done, such as: window sash repaired and
repainting.

2. The grantee should also include in their submission three (3) randor samples
of individual projects, with capies of the information that was available to
support the projects consideration under the terms of this agreement,

B. Ifthe grantee did not exempt any undertakings from review under the tems of
this agreement during the calendar year, it stil must nform the SHPO of the lack
of exemptians by letter noifcation.

IX. Definitions

‘The definitions provided in the National Historic Preservation Act and the regulations.
a1 36 CFR Part 800 apply to terms used throughout this agreement, such as "historic:
property” and "effect”

X. Amendment & Duration

This agreement will continue i ful force until December 31, 2019 and may be
reviewed for modifications, termination, or renewal before tfis date has passed. At
the request of either party, ths agreement may be reviewed for modifications at any
time. This PA may be amended when suich an amendment s agreed to in witing by
all signatories. The amendment will be effective on the date a copy signed by all of
the signatories is iled with the ACHP.

XI. Emorgencios

A. Inthe event that the grantee determines that a project must be completed on an
emergency basis dus to an imminent threat toffe or property or in response to a
natural disaster or emergency, the grantee may set aside the timeline
established in Stipulation I o faciitate expedited review by the SHPO.
