One blank line space should be left between the title and the names of the abstract authors and two blank line spaces between the affiliation(s) and the main body of the abstract text.  Leave one blank line between the names of authors and the affiliations.  Names of authors and affiliations should be in normal typeface, Times Roman font size 12 and left justified.  Affiliations should be denoted in superscript letters as illustrated.  The name of the presenting author should be indicated using an asterisk.  The abstract must lie entirely within a frame of 17.0 cm wide by 25.0 cm high and should be on A4 size good quality white paper.  All margins should be 2.0 cm except for the top margin, which should be 3 cm.  The abstract text should be in single spacing and justified to the left.

The first line of new paragraphs should be indented.  Photographic reproduction of the abstract for the printed abstract book will reduce text and illustrations by a factor of 0.75.  This should be taken into account when inserting text, tables or graphics in the abstract.  Tables, structures, figures, schemes or equations should be prepared using compatible graphics packages, drawing tools or equation editors and imported into the text.

Literature citations should be indicated in square brackets [1,2] and [3] in the text, and listed at the bottom of the abstract.  Styles for books, book chapters, journal articles and edited books are illustrated below.  Acknowledgements should be included after the main body of text.
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
