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The Minutes 

of the seventeenth session of the HMEI General Assembly (GA-17) 
Tuesday, 2 June 2015
Geneva, Switzerland
1. Opening by the Chairman of HMEI Council 

1.1
The seventeenth session of the HMEI General Assembly (GA-17) was opened by the HMEI Council Chairman, Mr Brian Day at 14:30 p.m. on 9 July 2014 at the at the Centre International de Conférences Genève (CICG), Salle 4. He welcomed all participants and guests commenting on the number of distinguished guests at the podium reflecting the importance that WMO places on the manufacturers and service providers to hydro-meteorological community. He then introduced Mr David Grimes, President, World Meteorological Organization. Before giving the floor to the representative of the WMO he wished all HMEI members and guests attending GA-17 every success at MeteoHydex 2015. 
2.
Welcome addresses by senior WMO officials
2.1
Mr Grimes began his address by reflecting on how the relationship between HMEI and WMO has matured since 2002 and how pleased he is that the HMEI GA-17 coincides with the Seventeenth Session of the WMO Congress (Cg-17) allowing for a healthy exchange of experiences. 

A full copy of Mr Grimes’ speech is attached to the Minutes as Annex I.
2.2 Mr Day thanked Mr Grimes for his intervention and then invited Mr Jeremiah Lengoasa, Deputy Secretary-General, World Meteorological Organization to speak to the meeting. Mr Lengoasa addressed the meeting on behalf of the Secretary-General of WMO. Mr Lengoasa began his address by encouraging all non-members of HMEI to join the Association and noted that the weather community is expanding to reach beyond instruments to other weather enterprises such as governments, universities, broadcasters and the private sector.
A full copy of Mr Lengoasa’s address is attached to the Minutes as Annex II.

2.3 Mr Day thanked Mr Lengoasa for his comprehensive intervention and then invited Professor Bertrand Calpini, President of the WMO Commission for Instruments and Methods of Observation (CIMO), to speak to the meeting. Prof Calpini thanked HMEI for the invitation to address the meeting and extended his own invitation to HMEI members to exhibit in the next CIMO TECO/Meteorex Exhibition in Madrid in September 2016. He then went on to introduce OSCAR (Observing Systems Capability and Analysis Review) project to the meeting stating that some countries intend to use the OSCAR tool to govern their national networks.
A copy of Professor Calpini’s presentation is attached to the Minutes as Annex III.
2.4 Mr Day thanked Prof Calpini for his presentation and invited Mr Frederick Branski, President of the WMO Commission for Basic Systems to speak to the meeting. Mr Branski also thanked the Association for the invitation to address the meeting. He went on to thank the members of HMEI that have been involved in a number of the CBS working bodies and to remind HMEI members of their open policy for representatives to join their working groups.

A copy of Mr Branski’s presentation is attached to the Minutes as Annex IV.
2.5 Mr Day thanked Mr Branski for his intervention and invited Mr David Rogers representing the World Bank and the Global Framework of Disaster Risk Reduction (GFDRR) to address the meeting. 
A copy of Mr Rogers’ intervention (Document HMEI GA-17/INF. 8) is attached to the Minutes as Annex V.

The list of participants and guests of the GA-17 session is reproduced at the end of this report.  
3. Acceptance of previous General Assembly minutes
3.1
The session was advised that the minutes of the Extraordinary session of HMEI General Assembly (GA-Ext. 2014, Brussels, Belgium, 22 October 2014) was circulated among members and amended by the Secretariat in the light of comments received on its first draft. Taking into account that there were no additional comments received prior and during this session, the GA-17 approved the minutes of GA-Ext. 2014 and authorized the HMEI Council Chair to ratify the document.  It also requested the Secretariat to publish the Minutes on the HMEI Website.

4. Chairman’s report
4.1
Mr Day again thanked the WMO senior officials for their valuable input into GA-17 and its deliberations. He also wished everyone a successful MeteoHydex 2015 Exhibition and WMO Congress-17. He noted the achievements over the past four years of his Chairmanship and outlined some of the future challenges for the Association. Mr Day also thanked the Membership of HMEI for their support in living the Association’s Core Purpose, “One Globe, One Industry, One Voice” and encouraged members to speak to the HMEI Executive concerning their ideas/thoughts related to the next directions for the Association.
A copy of the Chairman’s Report is attached to the Minutes as Annex VI.

5. HMEI Council Advisory Panel (CAP) Activities Report
5.1
The Vice-Chair seconded the Chair’s thanks to the valuable input the senior WMO officials have to GA-17 and to the Association in general.  He noted that there would be a voting for the vacant position on the HMEI Council and encouraged the members present to vote, if they had not already done so.  He reminded the meeting that the Council Advisory Panel (CAP) was formed in January 2014 following the election of Councillors to specific responsibilities within HMEI. It was noted that CAP comprises 8 Council members with the following remits:

· CAP Chair: Andy McDonald (Vaisala)

· Membership & Recruitment: Bryce Ford (Spectra Sensors)

· CIMO Guide: Randolph Ware (Radiometrics)

CAP meets once per month and welcomes the inclusion of discussion items from members. These should be sent via email to the Executive Administrator, Robyn Thomas (robyn@hydrometeoindustry.org).

Mr McDonald then reported to the meeting the activities of CAP since the last report at GA-16 in July 2014.
A copy of the CAP Activities Report is attached to the Minutes as Annex VII.
6.
Executive Secretary’s report

The session noted that that Executive Secretary’s report was posted on the HMEI website prior to the GA-17 as HMEI GA-17/Doc.6. The report covered activities since the last HMEI General Assembly meeting (GA-Ext. 2014, Brussels, Belgium).  

HMEI Secretariat follow up activities 

6.1
The session noted that the Minutes of GA-Ext session (Brussels, Belgium, 22 October 2014) drafted by the Secretariat were distributed amongst Members for review.  The Minutes, amended in the light of comments received, are submitted to the current General Assembly session for approval (see HMEI GA-17/Doc.2). The Secretariat provided every support to follow up HMEI GA and Council resolutions and recommendations.
6.2
The Secretariat continued to carry out its routine duties including answering the general correspondence, issuing invoices and receipts of membership subscriptions and maintaining the accounts of the Association. Over 40 Circular (CM) and Information (INF) messages were e-mailed during the reporting period. The HMEI Newsletter was prepared on a quarterly basis and posted on the HMEI Website.  The Membership database continued to be maintained and updated as required.
6.3
The Secretariat participated in the work of a newly established HMEI Council Executive Panel (CEP) and HMEI Council Advisory Panel, which have been supported on a regular basis through holding Skype conferences.  The agenda for each session was coordinated and the minutes of sessions drafted by the Secretariat.  Over 15 conferences were held at the time of writing this document.  The outcomes of these conferences addressed major aspects of HMEI on-going activities and initiatives.
6.4
Following recommendations and guidance given by GA and the Council, the Secretariat took certain actions to improve information services for Members.  These included TendersInfo and other tender related services, the work on the implementation of Website Credit card payment and introduction of Google Analytics.  Since the introduction of TendersInfo services over 900 notices have been sent to HMEI members.  The maintenance of the HMEI Website continues to be one of the priority activities. All technical issues have been coordinated and resolved through the support provided by the HMEI website developers and Mr Ashish Raval, the HMEI Council Focal Point for Website development.
6.5 Budget 2014/2015 implementation during the reporting period is being accomplished in accordance with the guidance and recommendations given by GA-16 and Council-21. The financial performance of the Association is reported monthly by the Secretariat to the CAP meetings and is audited on an annual basis.  It should be noted that much effort and time is spent by the Secretariat every year chasing members who are tardy in paying their membership contributions. It is expected that this activity will be facilitated with the introduction of the credit card facility for payments through HMEI Website.
6.6 The Secretariat carried out all preparatory work for voting through correspondence on the matters raised by the CAP and provided organizational support for nominations and election campaigns for positions of HMEI Chair and Councillor.
Membership drive initiatives

6.7
As recommended by HMEI GA and Council the opportunities provided by Meteorex 2014 in St. Petersburg, World Expo 2014 in Brussels and AMS 95 in Phoenix were intensively used by the Secretariat to promote among the participants the role of HMEI and its membership.  These activities were coordinated by HMEI Chair and Mr Bryce Ford, the HMEI Council Focal Point for the Membership and Recruitment.  In October 2014 HMEI booklet “Information and Member Benefits” was published to further advance the HMEI membership and recruitment. HMEI posters and other promotional material prepared by the Secretariat were also used during talks and briefings.  During the reporting period the following companies became HMEI members:

Membership fee issues

6.9
In accordance with HMEI Rules and Procedures, the Secretariat issued the 2015 membership contribution invoices at the end of November 2014 with a due date of 1 January 2015. Unfortunately as it was in the previous year, two reminder notices have been sent and efforts are continuing to encourage payment. 6.10
The meeting noted that in view of the above it should be drawn again to the attention of HMEI members that the prompt payment of the annual contribution is one of the major responsibilities of membership of the Association (Rules of Procedure, Article 22).

Collaboration with WMO

6.11
During the reporting period the Secretariat coordinated the nomination of HMEI representatives to participate in the work of the following WMO Constituent body meetings: CAeM-15 (Montreal, Canada, 15–16 July 2014), CBS-Ext.2014
(Asunción, Paraguay, 8–12 September 2014), RA III-16 (Asuncion, 15-20 September 2014), RA I-16 (Praia, Cabo Verde, 3–9 February 2015) and WMO Congress (Geneva, 25 May- 12 June 2015).  Following the WMO notifications for the above sessions, HMEI members were invited to participate and contribute to these events through HMEI Circular Messages (CM).  The Secretariat also coordinated with WMO and the local organizers the relevant preparatory activities for these sessions.  It should be noted that the current HMEI GA-17 session was planned and coordinated with WMO as a side event of Cg-17.
6.12
The Secretariat provided organizational support in arranging Industry exhibitions during WMO RA III-16 (September 2014) and RA I-16 (February, 2015) where over 20 member companies successfully participated.
6.13
The meeting noted that the Secretariat coordinated the nomination of HMEI representatives to participate in the work of various WMO Expert Teams.  At present, over 40 HMEI experts are serving as associate members at the WMO’s CIMO, CBS and CHy Expert and Task teams.  Also, HMEI representatives continued to participate in the activities of EMS and GCOS. The reports by HMEI Representatives attending WMO and other meetings are published by the Secretariat on the HMEI website and in the quarterly newsletter.

6.14
The Secretariat coordinated follow up activities based on the deliberations of WMO-HMEI High Level Consultative meeting (HLCM-2, Geneva, 18 June 2014).  These were focused on the coordination of arrangements to convene Conferences and Exhibitions and the implementation of the Joint Tender Specifications project.  Following consultations held with WMO Higher Management it was agreed to hold HLCM-3 during EC-68 in 2016 because of a very tight agenda for WMO Cg-17 and EC-67.
6.15
A formal Agreement between the WMO and HMEI Secretariat has been reviewed, coordinated and ratified on 5 March 2015.  The Agreement is contracted for a four-year term and stipulates basic rules and procedures for the HMEI Secretariat to enjoy administrative, technical and other facilities/opportunities provided by the WMO.

6.16 Informal planning meetings with the management of WMO OBS Department and HMEI Secretariat have continued.  The goal of these meetings is to ensure a regular exchange of views on the joint activities related to CIMO and CBS and follow up at the working level.  The most recent meetings addressed the coordination of preparatory work for Cg-17, MeteoHydex-2015, WMO-HMEI HLCM-3, Changes in WMO Procurement and Tender information, Extension of WMO-HMEI Agreement, Project on Tender Specifications.
6.17
The Secretariat continued to facilitate provision of information to member companies related to WMO procurement initiatives. Recently, by its HMEI INF 2015-5 (31 March 2015) members were informed that as from April 2015, following the implementation of a new In-Tent automatic procurement system, the WMO Secretariat will discontinue using the routine WMO website for posting tender information which now is being transferred to the UN Global Marketplace(UNGM) database.
Other activities

6.18
The Secretariat coordinated nomination and presentation arrangements for the HMEI Young Engineers Award with CAP and WMO Secretariat.  The Award consisting of a certificate, medal and cash prize was presented to its first winner, Dr. Ryan Said (Vaisala) at the World Weather Open Scientific Conference (Montreal, Canada) in August of 2014 by the HMEI Chair.  It should be noted that the next competition campaign for the Award will open in 2016.
6.19
The Secretariat in consultation with CAP, WMO and PALEXPO SA coordinated preparatory activities for MeteoHydex 2015 to be held in conjunction with WMO Cg-17.  By HMEI INF 2014-18 dated 27 November 2014 all members were invited to exhibit at MeteoHydex 2015.  It should be noted that among 65 exhibitors participating in MeteoHydex 55 (85%) are the HMEI member companies.  The Secretariat supported the preparatory arrangements for the InterMET Asia exhibition (Singapore, 22-23 April 2015), where HMEI was represented by 18 (60%) companies out of 30 participants.  The exhibition was addressed by Mr Robert Rissland on behalf of the HMEI Chair.
Seventeenth session of the HMEI General Assembly (GA-17, 2 June, Geneva, 2015)

6.20
HMEI Secretariat organised the venue, date and room booking for the General Assembly-17 session to be held in conjunction with 17th WMO Congress and MeteoHydex 2015.  All arrangements were made in close coordination with HMEI CAP and the WMO Secretariat.  
6.21
All HMEI members were notified by email HMEI CM 2015-4 dated 3 June 2014 and invited to attend GA-16.  A Documentation plan and other supporting documents were developed and responsible members were invited to prepare appropriate inputs in accordance with stated deadlines to complement documents prepared by the Secretariat.  Overall, 10 working documents are being submitted to GA-16.  All documentation related to the GA-16 is also available on the HMEI Website.
7.
Approval of the audited 2014 annual account

7.1
The Executive Secretary recalled that Financial Statements and Auditor’s Report for the year ended 31 December 2014 were circulated among Members prior to GA-17 as HMEI GA-17/Doc.7.  The session noted with satisfaction this comprehensive report which concluded that the HMEI annual financial statements comply with the law and the articles of Association.  The session approved the audited 2014 annual account and requested the Secretariat to publish it on the HMEI Website.
8.
Progress report on the Tender Specifications Project 

8.1
In the absence of Mr Gerhard Pevney, the Councillor responsible for Tender Specifications and Training Activities, Mr Andrew McDonald gave a brief presentation on the status of the project.  The meeting noted the information presented in the document and that it is reproduced as Annex VIII to the Minutes.
8.2
The Vice-Chair noted the following comments from the floor and recognized the session agreed with the proposal outlined in the document developed by Mr Pevney:

· The project must utilize the CIMO Guide as the primary source for specifications

· The project specifications will be base-line only and will not harness future innovations

· Volunteers are important for the project to continue but there is a concern that it may be time-consuming for members

· HMEI will need to secure funds to enable the hiring of an expert who will be responsible to prepare the initial draft of the document

9.
Election of HMEI Chairman
9.1
The session, conducted by Mr Andrew McDonald, noted that Members were informed on 1 April 2015 by Circular Message (CM 2015-4) that the position of HMEI Chairman would become vacant in June 2015.
The current incumbent, Mr Brian Day (Campbell Scientific, Canada), has served his first term in this position and, therefore, under the Article 3 of HMEI Rules of Procedure is eligible to serve another term in the same position.  In view of the above, the nomination was accordingly opened for the HMEI Chairman’s position for a term of four years.
9.2
HMEI members were further informed that based on the results of the nomination process, the election will be conducted and the results approved at the seventeenth session of HMEI General Assembly (GA-17) to be held on 2 June 2015 in Geneva.  It was also mentioned that for those Members who will not be able to attend GA-17 they will have the opportunity to vote through correspondence.  The voting results through correspondence (closed on May 10, 2015) will be counted with the vote at GA-17.
9.3 The session was reminded that by HMEI Circular Message (CM 2015-6 dated 24.04.2015) Members were informed on the following results of nomination campaign (stated deadline 20 April 2015): 
Nominations for the position of HMEI Chairman
One candidate nominated:
         Mr Brian Day (Campbell Scientific, Canada)
The nomination supported by 5 HMEI Members (SpectraSensors, TRG, Kipp & Zonen, Vaisala and Future Weather (Beijing)) with indication of the nominee’s consent.
9.4 According to the existing Rules and Procedures with only one nomination for the vacant position, the seat of HMEI Chairman will be automatically filled by the nominated candidate without the need for a vote.  Accordingly, the appointment of the HMEI Chairman was ratified by the GA-17 through the adoption of Resolution 1, which is presented as Annex IX to the Minutes.

10 Election of member of the HMEI Council
10.1 The session, conducted by Mr Andrew McDonald, noted that on 1 April 2015, along with the announcement that the position of HMEI Chair becoming vacant, Members were notified by Circular Message (CM 2015-4) that one Councillor position responsible for HMEI representation at WMO expert teams oversight also became vacant. Accordingly, Members requested to nominate their candidate(s) to serve at the above Council position through correspondence. 
10.2 By HMEI Circular Message (CM 2015-6 dated 24.04.2015) Members were informed on the following results of nomination campaign (closed on 20 April 2015): 
HMEI Council member responsible for HMEI representation at WMO Expert Teams Oversight:

· Mr Klaus Hirzel (Lufft Mess-und Regeltechmik GmbH), supported by Kipp & Zonen with indication of the nominee’s consent;

Any other business

11.1
The session noted comments by the President of CBS who invited HMEI members to consider other opportunities to contribute to the on-going activities. In particular, he wished to draw to their attention to address the proposed code change to BUFFR and the problems foreseen in the transition process. He encouraged HMEI members to engage more closely with CBS to discuss and contribute to the solutions of this problem. 
11.2
The session also noted the intervention by Dr John Hayes (Harris) who suggested that HMEI should broaden its focus and not concentrate on being an industry representative of equipment manufacturers only.  The session was invited to also consider:

· To broaden the tender information service to include more than just equipment in its search focus;

· To lengthen tender notice lead-times;

· To encourage dialogue between the private sector and National Meteorological and Hydrological Services and to encourage collaboration between the private and public sectors. 

11.3
The session noted with appreciation the intervention by Dr Isabel Ruedi (WMO) who, on behalf of WMO, wished to thank all the industry participants in WMO Expert Teams activities. Dr Ruedi also invited any other interested HMEI members to become involved in this vital part of WMO activities.

Close of Meeting

Mr Brian Day thanked all participants for their valuable contribution to the session and also the Secretariat for its support in preparation of the GA-17. The session closed at 16:00 hours on Tuesday, 2 June 2015.

Statement of the President

of the World Meteorological Organization

at the opening of

the General Assembly of the

ASSOCIATION OF HYDRO-METEOROLOGICAL EQUIPMENT INDUSTRY (HMEI)

June 2, 2015

Mr. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen

When I began preparing for this presentation to the General Assembly of the Association of Hydro-Meteorological Equipment Industry (HMEI) I reflected on how our relationship has matured since 2002.  

I am pleased that this General Assembly is coincidental with the World Meteorological Congress, WMO’s supreme body.  It allows for interactions between the representatives of NMHS and industry representatives; this is a healthy exchange of experiences.

To place this in context, the Congress:

· assembles delegates of Members once every four years to determine general policies for the fulfilment of the purposes of the Organization with a membership of 191 countries and territories represented; 

· determines the General, Technical, Financial and Staff Regulations including WIGOS;

·  establishes and coordinates the activities of constituent bodies of the Organization including CIMO and CBS represented here;

· approves the Strategic Plan, Operational Plan and budget for the subsequent 4 year period setting the priorities for investments on observation systems, research and service development; 

· appoints the Secretary General and elects the President and Vice-Presidents of the Organization and members of the Executive Council; 

I should note that many of the Permanent Representatives to this Congress are here for the first time. I therefore express WMO’s appreciation for your efforts in staging the MeteoHydex where I understand almost 60 companies are participating.   Your efforts will help expose the world to emerging techniques and technologies in the global weather, climate and water enterprise.  I am also pleased that HMEI is represented to Congress so that the voice of industry is heard and the private sector contributions are revealed to the representatives of NMHSs.
Noting in particular, HMEI continues to fully enjoy a Consultative status with WMO, providing through its almost 50 experts the valuable input and experience to the work and deliberations of the many WMO Expert Teams and working groups. I note also that WMO and HMEI experts work together in developing meaningful standards with the ultimate goal of improving data quality and thereby our understanding of the World and its changing environment.  
For example, we should ensure mutual understanding of existing joint WMO-HMEI projects such as the Solid Precipitation Intercomparison Experiment and the Observing System Capability Analysis and Review tool (OSCAR); activities related to the Tender Specification project will be indispensable for modernization of NMHSs.
As we look to the future, this Congress will approve its strategic directions with emphases on such areas as improving service delivery and early warning systems to mitigate some of the impacts of hydro-meteorological disasters along with WIGOS implementation … observational systems telecommunications infrastructure underpins the realization of this priority.
In addition, the emerging emphasis on better understanding the changes in the Earth’s cryosphere whether at the poles or on high mountains, calls for further research and development in instrumentation technologies and systems.  All this underlines that further achievements of WMO in the future will be possible thanks to the promotion of effective cooperation with the Industry, joint initiatives in setting international standards for meteorological and related observations, coordinated work on capacity-building.
· Let’s work together to promote proper maintenance and calibration of the instrumentation to ensure that there is quality data.  

· Let’s work together on standards and ensure a robust relationship between HMEI, WMO Regional Instrument Centres (RIC), Marine Instrument Centres (RMIC) and Training Centres (RTC).

· Let’s continue to strengthen the role that industry plays in the modernisation of NMHSs and your valuable input and participation on WMO Expert Teams and working groups. 

· Let’s work together in developing meaningful standards with the sole goal of improving data quality and thereby our understanding of the World and its changing environment.   
In closing, 
On behalf of the Members, I wish to thank HMEI for its interest in the deliberations of Cg-17, the planning and implementation of WMO programmes and for your commitment to prepare interesting and informative exhibitions of HMEI products and services for WMO Members at MeteoHydex.
I thank your Chairman, Brian Day, for the opportunity to address the HMEI General Assembly and I wish you much success with the rest of your programme.

Mr Brian Day, Chairman of HMEI,

Representatives of HMEI members,

It is a pleasure for me to address the General Assembly of the Association of Hydro-Meteorological Equipment Industry (HMEI) on behalf of the Secretary-General of WMO.  

As for past WMO Congresses, we have an instrument exhibition, MeteoHydex, taking place here and I am very glad to see that a number of your members have taken this opportunity to take part in this exhibition to exhibit their products, and that you are also taking advantage of this combined venue to hold your General Assembly.

Over the past few decades, meteorology and operational hydrology have developed at a tremendous pace and their contribution in addressing some of the major challenges confronting humanity are increasingly recognized by policy-makers and the public.  This is mostly due to the valuable meteorological and hydrological information made largely possible through the harnessing of science and technology especially in areas such as satellites, computers, communications, remote sensing and automatic weather stations. In this respect, the continued research and development carried out by manufacturers to satisfy better the needs of users in monitoring of the environment, data processing and information dissemination remain crucial to the further advancement of the science of meteorology, hydrology and related fields.  

I would also like to ask you to continue developing new types of instruments that meet the requirements of WMO Members, including instruments suited to extreme climate and weather environment, low-cost instruments with sufficient robustness and stability for use in developing countries and instruments to replace outdated and dangerous instrumentation that is still in use in many parts of the world.

We are now all aware that the UNEP Minamata Convention on Mercury can have a significant impact on observing networks and we need to ensure their sustainability and to ensure that the same level of data quality is obtained from instruments that will be replacing currently-used mercury-containing instruments. In this context, I urge you to continue developing a variety of alternative instruments to replace those containing mercury, while taking into account the specificities and constraints of the developing countries in which mercury-containing instruments are still in wide use. This is not a matter for the future, but has to be addressed urgently, by manufacturers, as well as by network managers, to ensure that appropriate alternative instruments are available on the market and that appropriate plans are made to introduce them in observing networks.

HMEI and WMO have always shared common goals and I am particularly happy about the good collaboration that our organizations continue to have. HMEI Members are actively taking part in a number of WMO activities and their contributions are truly appreciated.

I would also like to reiterate the interest of WMO for the proposal that HMEI had made towards strengthening collaboration on Capacity Development projects to assist NMSs/NMHSs from developing and least developed countries with modernization of their observational networks and improving national service quality and service delivery and on the specific offer that HMEI had made to develop generic templates that would support neutral tender processes and help WMO Members in establishing quality networks that are sustainable and that meet users’ requirements for data quality.

Finally, I would like to encourage HMEI members to participate in WMO events, like WMO constituent body sessions and their expert teams, in instrument exhibitions, as well as in other specific WMO projects. 

I wish you all an enjoyable stay in Geneva and a most successful and productive meeting and look forward to our continued collaboration.

· The need to consider long term support and financing to ensure the success of NMHS modernization projects.

Chairman’s Report

Welcome to Geneva and to the 17th General Assembly of HMEI.

1. As the Chair of the Association for the Hydro-Meteorological Equipment Industry (HMEI) for the past 4 years, I have had the opportunity to meet and talk with many of you about the issues facing our industry.  It has been through these discussions that you have prompted our Association to take on and achieved the following.

· HMEI has a significantly closer relationship with WMO which we value highly.  With the exception of Congress years, HMEI and WMO now meet annually to carry out high level discussions between the Executive between of our two organizations.  This has led to the initiation of the Tender Documentation Project which is being led by HMEI.  This is an important initiative not just for our industry but for WMO, the World Bank and others to improve consistency of how tender documentation is presented.  The 

· HMEI has improved its information services significantly with regard to the Association’s website presence. Our original goal for the website project was and remains today to become the single source technical and product information catalogue not only for the Members of WMO but for other potential clients as well.   The main redevelopment of the HMEI website is complete; while complete the Secretariat continues to add additional features.  Today our Website is the single biggest source for Breaking News and Upcoming Events for our industry.  I urge each member to take full value of this tool by ensuring your product and company information are continually up to date. 

· The Tendersinfo Project provides breaking news on worldwide bidding opportunities and represents a significant savings in cost to our Members with through the HMEI group membership to this service.

· HMEI presented our first Award for Young Engineers at the WMO World Open Science Conference (WWOSC) that was held in August of 2014.  Our first winner was Dr. Ryan Said (Vaisala) and did elevate HMEI’s visibility at WWOSC.  The award is presented every two years and I encourage you to go to the HMEI Website for details on how to submit your young engineer or scientist for the award in 2016.  

· In March of 2015, the Secretariat made the membership of HMEI aware of a WMO initiative under the WIGOS umbrella – the Observing System Capability Analysis and Review (OSCAR) Tool.   With the focus on Metadata, I urge each of our Members to support our partnership with WMO by registering and populating the tool that has been developed.  The goals of  OSCAR:

· Provide access to specific information systems developed by Members and partner organizations to record detailed observational platform metadata.

· A tool for performing critical reviews and identify gaps by comparing surface-based observing system capabilities and space-based capabilities with the observational user requirements;

We urge the HMEI Membership to support this initiative by registering for OSCAR.

2. The Secretariat for HMEI has contracted our Website Developer to add Credit Card Payments to our site to make it easier to pay the annual membership fees.  This feature should be available to the Membership by the fall of 2015.   

3. The single largest challenge facing our Association is finding the budget that allows HMEI to take on projects that provide additional value to our Membership or to the industry at large.  One example where we require both volunteers and additional cash support is the Tender Documentation Project.  Council will be developing a long term strategy and budget over the balance of 2015 so that can continue the work of the Association.  Once complete, we will share the information with the membership.

4. Our Association continues to grow and have influence in our industry through the efforts of the HMEI Secretariat and the members of Council.  I would like to thank each of you for efforts on behalf of our Association.

5. More detailed information on the activities of Association is presented in the HMEI CAP’s and Executive Secretary’s reports under the relevant agenda items of GA-17. 

6.  Lastly, and most important, I would like to thank the Membership of HMEI for your support in living our Core Purpose, “One Globe, One Industry, One Voice”.  I wish you every success in your participation in MeteoHydex 2015 and in WMO Congress XVII.

The Council Advisory Panel (CAP) was formed in January 2014 following the election of Councillors to specific roles within HMEI. As stated in the Chairman’s Report, CAP comprises 8 Council members with the following remits:

· CAP Chair: Andy McDonald (Vaisala)

· Membership & Recruitment: Bryce Ford (Spectra Sensors)

· CIMO Guide: Randolph Ware (Radiometrics)

· Tender Specifications and Training Actvities: Gerhard Pevny (Logotronics)

· Exhibitions Oversight: Zhang Wei (China Huayun Meteorological Technology Corp.)

· Website Development: Ashish Raval (Sutron)

· Budget and OPEX Oversight: Foeke Kuik (Kipp&Zonen)

· WMO Expert Teams Oversight: Vacant
CAP meets once per month and welcomes the inclusion of agenda items from members. These should be sent via email to the Executive Administrator, Robyn Thomas (robyn@hydrometeoindustry.org).

CAP Activities since GA-16 (July 2014)

· Membership & Recruitment – Actively broadening the scope and appeal of the Association to bring in new members, using the newly created “Members Pack”. This has resulted in a 10% increase in membership over the last 12 months to 127 members. Subscribing to the TendersInfo global Tender database with daily Tender notices emailed directly to members. There is an on-going project to automate this process directly to the HMEI website.
· Tender Specifications and Training – “Project Plan Tender Specification Intitiative” document was created and approved by WMO and HMEI CEP. The document sets out the schedule and objectives for the formatting of base-line tender specifications following CIMO guidelines. Work teams have been formed and a baseline DRAFT specification for AWS created, which will be commented on separately.
· Website Development – CAP approved the creation of a “Breaking News” section on the homepage of the website. This has been used for Members’ press releases and Members’ new products. Further on-going work has added the Rules of Procedure and Articles of Association to the website. Further work is ongoing to develop the HMEI website to allow credit card payments for membership fees and analysis of website use for member feedback.
· Budget and OPEX Oversight – Foeke Kuik (Kipp & Zonen) was elected as Councillor with oversight responsibility during the GA-16 General Assembly (St. Petersburg, Russia, 9 July 2014). Foeke has provided guidance in the planning and administering of the 2015 budget as well as instigating a forward-looking 3 year expenditure plan.
· WMO Expert Teams Oversight - Greater liaison with WMO to provide a rapid communication between NMS and HMEI members on important topics such as the OSCAR project.

Annex VIII
Progress Report on Tender Specifications Project
(GA-17, Geneva, Switzerland, June 2, 2015)

In 2013 the Council for the Hydro Meteorological Equipment Industry (HMEI) decided that the Association should initiate two important projects based on issues our industry experiences. After some intensive work, the following two projects were identified as the highest priorities.

1. The goal of the first project will be to create a tool which provides easy to follow guidance to build a comprehensive, coherent and consistent tender documentation format.

2. Based on the completion of Phase 1, Tender Documentation, we will begin working with WMO on general training programmes for all organisations responsible for purchasing and operating hydro-meteorological observation equipment.

From the beginning, HMEI identified three parameters which have been used to guide the implementation of the projects:

1. The primary goal is to develop tools for tender documentation that can ensure consistency of how the documentation is created and the specifications that are used.  It is not the intention to develop specifications but use those that are already existing in relevant documents (i.e. WMO Publication No. 8 - CIMO Guide).

2. The project will be led by HMEI, but should be run in close cooperation with WMO. Through joint project cooperation, we can capitalise on the particular strengths of both partners.   

3. All results of the project must be strictly vendor-neutral if it is to have value.

Based on these requirements, a Project Manager was nominated and work began in 2014. As the first step of the project, the material for optimal guidance for the preparation of tender specifications will be prepared. This first project phase was named "Tender Specifications Initiative". 

A comprehensive Project Plan was created, accompanied by a detailed Project Time Schedule. The Project Plan provides the important details of the project including:

· Goals of the project

· Expected Impacts

· Project scope and strategy

· Project management

The Project Plan was officially presented to the HMEI membership at the Extraordinary session of HMEI GA General Assembly on 22nd of October, 2014 in Brussels for discussion and was finally approved by the assembly. 

Also, WMO has shown significant interest in our project and has already nominated an official liaison who will participate by sitting on the Project´s Advisory Board.

Since October 2014 the work is mainly concentrated on the following topics
1. Development of a general template for the tender specifications. 

This template will be the frame for the contents of the tender specifications and defines the general structure of the tender document. Many different aspects have to be considered on the development of such a template:


· The templates must define a good general structure of the tender document, but on the other hand it must be flexible to allow the development of various types of tenders.
· The templates must give the possibility to select and create technical specifications as text modules, which can be copied into the final tender document, but it must also guide the user in this process. It must present information to the user about the different technical solutions and methods which exist for the particular specification item, like i.e. different measurement methods or different sensor technologies. This information must be given directly as explaining text, like a smart help -function, as well as a comprehensive list of links to other relevant documents, like i.e. CIMO Guide chapters or relevant international standards. 

· The tool for the development of the templates and the final product must be selected very careful. As a first step the templates will be produced as plain text documents, but from the very beginning it has to be considered, that in a next step the tender specification tool will be converted into an interactive tool based on Web technologies, like HMTL and i.e. JavaScript, etc.
Based on the items above the project team performed various tasks in the last months.
· Study of historical tenders from different application fields (meteorology, hydrology, single measuring stations, measuring networks, etc.)
Analysis of "strong and weak points" of these tenders, selection of some "good" tenders as possible model for the templates to develop.


· Searching for basic documents and standards, which must be considered in developing the templates, for example structure of World Bank Tenders, relevant WMO literature, relevant ISO and ICAO standards, etc.
· Creation of some basic ideas for the future interactive tool and how to design "compatible" templates as text-documents.
As someone can imagine this work integrates an enormous amount of information and has to consider the different and frequently contradictory aspects. The work is actually ongoing and will need some months more for completion. 

Based on this general template the different working groups will start their work and will develop the contents for the different parts and chapters. The basic structure of these working groups is already defined the approved Project Plan. The expertise of the whole HMEI membership will be required to create the specifications for all parts of the tender specification tool.

2. Search for volunteers to participate in the Working Groups

As mentioned above, it is of highest importance to integrate the complete relevant technical knowledge into the tender specifications. The final tender specifications should be technically up-to-date and consistent. Relevant links should be included, and interesting references should be avoided. Clearly we need for our project the participation of experts in many different areas of application; experts, which without any doubt, can be found in the HMEI membership. Since we know, that these experts are working as volunteers with limited time we have structured in detail the different project tasks, so that one task can be performed without excessive time requirements. Effort has been made by the project manager and the Secretariat to find volunteers. The project manager sent out an email, presented the project at the Extraordinary Session of HMEI GA General Assembly 2014 in Brussels and additionally the whole HMEI Council was very active in contacting possible volunteers. Some volunteers came forward (with many thanks), but much more participation is required.

The Project Manager hereby invites all HMEI members to seize this opportunity and take up a role in this cutting-edge project by volunteering their participation in the Working Packages and Task Teams by nominating experts and indicating the WP or task in which they intend to participate.
