WE ARE ASKING REPEAT STUDENTS TO SUBMIT THE APPLICATION BY MARCH  1.   Please remember that submitting an application does not guarantee approval of a grant.  Receipt of a grant for one year does not guarantee approval for following years.  April 1 is final deadline but you may apply anytime after January 1 and before April 1.  

QUICK CHECK for most common mistakes:   SHOW FULL DEGREE NAME FOR ALL DEGREES YOU ARE SEEKING IN THE COMING YEAR, SHOW HOURS FOR EACH SEMESTER, ATTACH STATEMENT, ATTACH GRADES, MAKE CERTAIN BUDGET SHEET IS COMPLETE AND ADDED & SUBTRACTED CORRECTLY.   Grants are not available for dual degree students unless both are divinity/seminary degrees.  You may not be given the opportunity to correct your application.
REMINDERS FOR COMPLETING THE APPLICATION.    ALL QUESTIONS MUST BE ANSWERED.  
You do not have to wait until the deadline date to submit your applications.  Applications for the following  academic  year (fall and spring) can be submitted after January 1 and before April 1.      If you have already been denied for the academic year, you cannot submit a new application for any part of  the same academic year.  

No degree programs other than those listed will be considered.  (see cbkeesee.com)    If you begin in an eligible degree program, you are expected to remain in an eligible degree program.     
No independent study classes, no workshops, seminars  or similar work will count toward the hours required for the Keesee grant. 

Hybrid classes are counted as on-line classes and only one hybrid/on line class will count toward hours for Keesee grant.   If you are in the 2+2 Church Planting Degree Program , Intercultural Studies Degree or similar degree, you cannot take on-line classes  (other than as noted above) until you are actually on the field where you will complete your degree.  

 If you are enrolled less than half-time, then you are not eligible for a grant.  

If you reduce your hours after a grant is approved, your grant may be reduced based on your hours and the decrease in your costs.    Please notify our office immediately if you reduce your hours. 

No classes held at churches  or other off-campus locations are considered eligible classes.  ON CAMPUS CLASSES   ARE CLASSES YOU ARE ACTUALLY TAKING IN A CLASSROOM ON THE MAIN CAMPUS. 

If your address changes after you submit your application, please notify our office immediately of your new address, even after the school year begins.  

Be sure you attach your statement as required in the application.  

Always give the full official name of the degree you are seeking such as Master of Divinity with Concentration in ____ 

or Master of Arts in ___ ___?)      CONTINUED   
For first time applicants, please give complete names and mailing addresses for your references.  If you do not, your application cannot be processed.   Please be certain we can read your writing. 

Sign the application. 

Be sure to attach a transcript of your grades that includes the name of the school you attended.   A 2.0 GPA is required for the last semester you were a student.   

Please read the Definition of Full-time Baptist ministry carefully.  
BUDGET SHEET:
We expect full disclosure of income and expenses on the budget sheet. 
Complete the budget sheet for 12 months – normally September to September.  

If you plan to be married for any part of the year for which you are applying, you must fill out the budget sheet combining the months you will be single and the months you will be a married student.   Give the name of your fiancé and the date you will be married.  

If you do not know what your income will be because you are currently looking for a job or will be changing jobs, YOU MUST ESTIMATE YOUR INCOME  AND STATE THAT IT IS AN ESTIMATE.  If your actual income is substantially different when you find employment, you must inform the Fund as this may affect the amount you may receive.  

Make certain that your loan/credit card debt and mortgage debt are listed correctly and that you have transferred the correct information for 12 months to the budget sheet.  If an educational loan is deferred, please note this and do not include the payments on the budget sheet.   

The Trustees look carefully at need.  

If your expenses appear to be too high, we will have to ask you to explain and a grant may not be approved.  

Itemize any large amounts listed under travel expense, incidental expense, expense for dependents, etc. 

If you plan to increase your savings, this is not considered an expense and will not be counted as such. 

We DO NOT accept applications via FAX or E-Mail at this time.   

If your application is incorrect or incomplete, you may not be considered so please be certain that your application is in good order before you mail it.
