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Overview 

As part of the Vector NTI® Open Access Policy, Invitrogen is providing access to Vector NTI® desktop software free of charge to eligible academic and government researchers under the conditions specified in the User Community Terms and Conditions. If you are a qualified researcher, please follow these 3 easy steps to get access to the industry-standard application for desktop DNA and protein sequence analysis. Step 1: Register

You must register with Invitrogen's online catalog in order to subscribe to the Vector NTI® User Community. If you have not yet registered, you can do so here. Be sure to join the Vector NTI® User Community at Registration Step 3 by confirming that you agree to the User Community Terms & Conditions. Already registered with Invitrogen’s online catalog? Then simply update your profile (login and go to Profile) to include membership of the User Community. Registration is required so that we can display your account specific information, including your personal Vector NTI® License, in a secure environment. 

Step 2: Download & Install

Vector NTI® applications for Windows and Mac OS X computers are available for download from the Downloads section of the User Community. Please note the system requirements; our software is compatible with the specified systems only. Once the file has been downloaded, please follow the simple installation instructions. We provide downloads to the latest version of the software only; licenses for previous versions of the software are not available through the User Community. 

Step 3: Request a License

The software you installed is running in Demo Mode until unlocked. To unlock the software, you need a License Number and a Registration Key. Eligible non-profit researchers can obtain their License Number at no charge by following Invitrogen’s online ordering system. Simply choose the appropriate Academic Vector NTI® software catalog number for your operating system (Windows® PCs: 12605112; Mac OS X: 12605113), and follow Invitrogen’s online shopping cart and checkout procedure. Although these applications will be listed as free in your shopping cart, you must provide a credit card or Purchase Order (PO) number to complete the transaction. When the checkout process is complete, you will be directed to your personal License Center in the User Community, and your 1-year term License Number will be displayed. You can quickly unlock the application on up to 3 different computers (for each operating system) using the "Add a Computer" wizard in the License Center. Remember, you can obtain 1 Windows® and 1 Mac License Number for Vector NTI® software per year, and you must request a new license using the procedure above at the end of each year.
