The mission of Yotvata Hai-Bar (Wildlife Preserve) Nature Reserve is to establish reproduction groups for populations of wild animals that are mentioned in the Bible; but have disappeared from the landscape, as well as for other endangered desert animals. The reserve is dotted with Acacia trees and includes a variety of desert habitats: an Acacia forest, a salt marsh, and sand dunes. The reserve has three parts: a three-acre penned-in open area, where herds of herbivorous animals live in conditions similar to those in the wild; the Predators Centre, where reptiles, small desert animals, and large predators are on display; and the Desert Night Life Exhibition Hall, where night and day are reversed so that visitors to the reserve can observe nocturnal animals during their active hours. 

Work: as a volunteer you will become an integral part of the NPA staff at the Wildlife preserve. Duties include: preparing food, feeding animals, cleaning reserve facilities, maintenance, observations and data collection, accompanying & assisting park rangers, field work and constructing enrichment facilities. During the summer long-term volunteers may be asked to lead short- term workcamps of 10 volunteers at the preserve.

GoEco02     FAUZI AZAR     ALL YEAR     4 VOL     MTV/SOCI/CULT
The Fauzi Azar house is a beautiful 300 year old Ottoman building that was converted into an inn in 2005. The Fauzi Azar Inn promotes ecotourism in Nazareth and works with the community to contribute to its development in various areas. The inn uses local resources to create new work places, to raise the self- image of the local community, and to encourage economic growth while preserving the universal values of natural and cultural preservation. The aim is to introduce in Nazareth, which is the largest Arab city in Israel, a new model of tourism and thus "bridge the gap" between Arabs and Jews. 
Work: As a volunteer you will be involved in hosting the guests and reception work, which includes check-ins and check-outs, answering local area questions, making tea, coffee and cakes. You will also be encouraged to volunteer with other projects associated with out Inn such as the Jesus Trail (a new hiking trail from Nazareth to the Sea of Galilee). We also want volunteers who can help teach our staff a new language or other skills that can be extended to the local community. Your volunteer commitment is 4 to 6 hours per day, with 1 or 2 days off per week. Most of the volunteer hours will be in the afternoon and evening. GoEco13     DESERT ECO BUILDING     ALL YEAR     5 VOL     MTV/ENVI/CONS
Desert Days is a unique village resort built from mud and local materials. Located in the southern part of Israel near Tzukim, the resort is nestled in the Arava desert between the dry river Zofar cliffs on the west and Jordan's red mountains on the east. Desert Days was created by a young family to fulfill the principles of simplistic living and close contact to the earth. Guests are hosted from around the world to enjoy this stunning place and to learn about sustainable living. 

Work: As a volunteer you will mainly assist with the construction and maintenance of the eco village. Eco Building: working with earth is completely different to working with cement, acrylic plastering and such. Earth is a durable material that can be revived and endure a long sculpturing process. It's also a lot of fun getting dirty by working with your hands. The huts are constructed from straw bales and earth. This method has a number of advantages: the walls isolate heat and cold, the building materials are biodegradable and the final result looks quite beautiful. The building steps are: preparing foundations, building the construction and then plastering. The plastering is made of three layers: sculpturing layer, clay layer and a final external plastering layer. Volunteers and staff will use earth found in the surrounding area. Maintenance: cleaning, gardening, cooking and hosting guests
Location: Tzukim is Located in the stuning Arava Desert 200km south of Jerusalem.

Goals of the hostel include recycling and waste management initiatives, organic gardening and compost, interaction with the communities that directly surround it including Me'a Shearim (an ultra-Orthodox Jewish section of Jerusalem) and East Jerusalem and increased tourism and use of the Jerusalem trail. Volunteers are needed to help with these initiatives and to think of their own, as they will become an integral part of the hostel staff.
Work: As a volunteer you will be involved in several important tasks.
