TERMS AND CONDITIONS                       

I. Eligibility

A. If a resident fails to enroll, or fails to pay fees of a student resulting in the loss of status as an enrolled student, the resident agrees to vacate the premises within 48 hours.

B. A resident may not sublease or rent a room assignment or permit another person to share a private room assignment or otherwise reside in, use, or occupy the room. Resident may only use the room as a residence.

C. A resident whose student housing contract is terminated by the college due to disciplinary reasons will forfeit payments and all deposits for the semester.
II. Period of Contract

A. If this application is accepted, approved and accommodated by ASA and all other prerequisites for residency are met, this application shall automatically convert to your student housing license contract with the college for the selected terms (ONLY), entitling the applicant to a space in ASA College Student Housing. This housing contract shall be a limited license to use and occupy the apartment only.

B. Residents may not occupy or leave personal belongings in any student housing before or after the facility is officially open or officially closed.

C. Assigned rooms must be vacated, checkout procedures completed, and all keys returned to the appropriate Housing staff within 24 hours after a resident’s last final examination. Students who have a scheduled examination on the last official day of finals must vacate the halls by 10:00 AM the following morning or by 4:00pm on the last day official day of make-up classes.
D All students are required to leave student housing between semesters unless they are participating in an intercollegiate program that requires them to be on campus over break.
E. Failure to checkout properly and/or return all keys will result in disciplinary fines and/or charges.  Students must clean and vacant their rooms by the assigned date or special cleaning company will be hired at the cost of the student.  Personal property will not be able to be put in storage as rooms have to be cleaned out.  School claims no responsibility for storage or anything left behind.
III. Assignments Availability

A. ASA is not responsible for off‐campus expenses due to lack of available on‐campus housing.

B. The school cannot guarantee a student a particular type of accommodation. Assignment to apts/rooms in student housing will be made in accordance with the established policy for priorities and on the basis of available housing space.

C. The resident agrees to provide ASA with the information and preferences requested on the housing application/contract for the purposes of hall, room, and roommate assignments.

D. Requests for assignment with a specific roommate will be honored whenever possible.

E. School Housing rooms, unless otherwise specified, are to be occupied by the persons assigned to that room only.

F. If space permits, the school reserves the right to consolidate available spaces.

G. The resident understands that the school makes all assignments without regard to race, color, religion, sexual orientation or national origin and rejects all requests for changes of assignments based on reasons of race, color, religion, sexual orientation or national origin.

H. The school reserves the right to modify room assignments and relocate residents at its discretion for disciplinary reasons, health, safety, catastrophe, closing of the facility, roommate conflicts, or violation or breach of this housing contract and to cancel/terminate this contract for disciplinary reasons or violation or breach of this housing contract. The school further reserves the right to immediately remove any resident or any other person for safety, health or emergency reasons.

I.  ASA reserves the right to temporarily or permanently reassign a student or to otherwise terminate a contract for violation(s) of community living standards and ASA College student housing regulations

V. Assignment Changes

A. Rooms will be occupied only upon assignment by the Director or Coordinator of student housing and all changes and vacating of rooms must be approved by the Director/Coordinator.

B. All approved changes are to be completed within 48 hours of approval from the Director/Coordinator.

C. All residents must receive authorization from the Director/Coordinator to cease residing in their assigned room or to move from the student housing.

D. The College reserves the right to levy an administrative charge of $50.00 for unauthorized moves or failure to follow proper check in and out procedures. Lose of key will cost $50.00 since the entire lock will be changed at the entry door and improper checkout will resolve in loss of deposit.
VI. Cancellations and Refunds

A. ALL APPLICANTS must notify the Residential Director or Coordinator of cancellation by writing with an executed form withdrawal form, in order to avoid penalties.  Students have to physically return the key and proceed with proper move out to avoid any further charges.

B. Students who are assigned School Housing who cancel their assignment at any point during the academic term, but remain academically enrolled at the school will forfeit all deposits and be charged full amount of housing for that specific semester.

C. Residents who have been excluded from ASA for academic/disciplinary reasons should notify the Residential Director as soon as possible in order to vacate the premises properly.
VII. Furnishings, Utilities, and Sanitation
A. The School agrees to equip residence rooms to accommodate each resident with beds and mattresses. All other furnishing may or may not be available in specific housing options the school provides. Exceptions to this policy may be warranted due to the nature of temporary accommodations.

B. The college assumes no liability for loss or damage to a resident’s personal property due to fire, theft, or other causes. The temporary failure or interruption of water, heat, or other utilities shall give residents no claim for damages or reduction of rent. See Section XV for additional information.  Periodically rooms will be inspected for proper hygiene or destruction of property.  Student has to be responsible for anyone who comes in to visit their rooms.

C. VISITORS
Visitors have to be announced and the visiting hours start at 10:00am and end at 11:00pm at night.  There are no overnight guests in student housing and whoever breaks this rule will be written up if caught.  There can only be two times write ups and then the student has to vacate student housing facilities.  No music or any disturbance after 10:00 pm since everyone has to be respected as they are asleep or have to study. 

C. The school reserves the right to levy and collect charges for damages, unauthorized use, or alterations to rooms or equipment.

D. The resident may not install equipment, make alterations, or do repairs to their room without prior permission from the staff of ASA.  The student may not bring their own furniture inside the apt/room without prior approval from the Director/Coorindator.

E. The school agrees to provide reasonable amounts of heat, water, and electricity during the contract period. Interruptions of any one or all of these services on a temporary basis for reasons of maintenance, repair, or catastrophe will not be considered a breach of this contract, and the school assumes no responsibility for damages such as food spoilage. If an interruption occurs, the school agrees to restore the affected service within a reasonable time.

F. The school reserves the rights to dispose of all stored items not properly claimed or for items left in rooms after the housing facilities have officially closed.

G. Resident may not employ any person to perform work or service in the room without prior approval of the ASA staff.
VIII. Liability

A. ASA is released from responsibility for the resident’s or any other persons’ loss of money or valuables, or for the loss of, or damage to, personal property and recommends that the Resident contact an insurance carrier concerning the availability of protection against such losses.
IX. Right of Entry

The school reserves the right of authorized personnel to enter a resident’s room for inspection and repair, to protect and maintain the property of the staff and the health and safety of its students, for disciplinary purposes upon reasonable cause to suspect violations of school conduct regulations, to determine occupancy, in an emergency, or whenever necessary to aid in the basic responsibility of the school regarding maintenance of an educational atmosphere. Upon any such entry and discovery of reasonable cause to suspect violations, authorized personnel may then also search and seize items related to illegal activity or violation of School Policies.

X.Drugs, Narcotics, Drug Paraphernalia, Smoking, Alcohol and Firearms

ASA COLLEGE does not permit nor condones the possession, of use, transfer, distribution, dealing, or sale of illegal drugs and narcotics. ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY REGARDING DRUGS & ALCOHOL AND IF CAUGHT YOU ARE SUBJECT TO LOSE HOUSING IMMIDEATELY.
Because of health hazards involved, students are strongly discouraged from all experimentation with drugs and narcotics of any kind. They are also strongly discouraged from the distribution or misuse of prescription drugs, alcohol etc.

In the residences, possession of drug paraphernalia (such as bongs, roach clips, shisha pipes, or hookah pipes) is prohibited. Dealing in narcotics or illegal drugs in or around the residences, or anywhere else on campus, will result in expulsion from HOUSING PROVIDED BY ASA COLLEGE.  Students who possess, procure, consume, transfer, or use illegal drugs in or around the residences will be subject to disciplinary action ranging from expulsion from the residence system to expulsion from the COLLEGE also. Students will be held accountable for being in the presence of the odor of marijuana and/or for the presence of the odor of marijuana in student accommodations, if the odor is detected by two members of housing staff the situation will be reviewed and reported to the Director/Coordinator which may result in loss of housing privilege.  .  Firearms are not permissible at any school facility.  ASA College is a firearm free environment.
XI. Other Residents

The student will be solely held responsible for any damages caused during his/her stay.  The amount of damages has to be paid for the student to continue to remain in ASA Student Housing/Alternative Housing.

The School in no way to be responsible for the non‐observance by any other resident of the housing contract or Community Living Standards and shall not be liable to any resident or guests and invitees for any damage to persons or property by the act, omission or negligence of any other resident.  This contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Florida.

XII. Security Deposit
Students are required to submit/retain a security deposit of $350, at the beginning of each semester.  The student agrees that, in the event the student defaults on any terms of this agreement, including but not limited to any damages to student housing by the student, ASA reserves the right to retain the whole or any part of the security deposit to cover any expenses ASA incurred or may be required to expend with respect of any of damages to student housing as a result of the student’s failure to comply with this agreement.
By submitting this application I agree to give ASA permission on basic and personal information to be used for a good connection for potential roommates and I also declare that all the information above is true and complete to the best of my knowledge.  I also have read and agree to abide by the terms and conditions of the ASA School housing application/contract.
