· Study Abroad non-refundable fee of $175. Non-FIU Students Going on FIU Study Abroad Programs

Most of our FIU Study Abroad Programs are open to non-FIU students. If you would like to participate in an FIU-Sponsored program but are not currently an FIU student, you will need to complete all of the steps listed above as well as the ones listed below: 

· If you are coming from another State of Florida institution, please note that all students enrolled in a State of Florida public university office must complete a Transient Student form in order to be enrolled in FIU courses. Please submit a hard copy or email version of your approved transient form to the Office of Study Abroad as soon as your approval has been confirmed.  

· Other students who do not attend a public university in the State of Florida must submit a completed Non-Degree Seeking Student Form in order to obtain an FIU student number and be enrolled in FIU courses.
