IAHR Ordination Steps
Minimal Requirements :

1. A director needs to have had their Healing Rooms operating for a minimum of 6 months.

2. An Associate / Assistant Director needs to fill out the “Director’s Questionnaire” in the back of the “How to Start Healing Rooms” booklet, so the National Director will have a written record on this person.  On the questionnaire where it says “Director”, please put “Co-director, Associate Director or Assistant Director” in front of “Director”, so National Director knows the IAHR position of the person applying.   The director will need to turn in this form to National Director, so the National Director knows that you (the Healing Rooms director) approve of having your Co-Director, Associate or Assistant Director ordained.
IAHR Ordination Steps – If the minimal requirements are met, then do the following:
1. Fill out the IAHR Ordination for Application that is attached.
2. Complete the Ordination Application.

3. Send out Ministry and Personnel Reference forms to references.

a. These forms should either be sent to the National Director directly,
b. Or be sealed, unseen by applicant, in an envelope and sent in with the Application as part of a package.

i. Be sure to mark the envelopes clearly that they are Ordination Applications.

ii. Where possible, list the Applicants name on the outside of the envelope(s) to facilitate processing.
4. Send the IAHR Application for Ordination to the National Director along with $50 fee per application.  (If the person to be ordained is coming to the USA for ordination, please use USD funds – a credit card will automatically affix the appropriate exchange rate)

Enter National Director address here
5. The National Director reviews the ordination application and approves it.  The National Director will then send it to IAHR.

6. The ordination certificates and ministry cards will be printed by IAHR.  Cal and Michelle Pierce will sign them and then hand them to you.
A couple of points:  

· The Director/Co/Associate/Assistant must have been in that position for at least 6 months.  

· Their HR should be operational and current on dues

· They are only ordained under IAHR as long as they are with IAHR.  

· If they leave or they no longer are the director, they are no longer ordained under IAHR.  
· Ordination by IAHR expires after two years and will be renewed by the National Director only for those who are still active as Healing Rooms Directors/Co-Directors or Associate/Assistants. (Each ordained individual should contact the National Director to advise them when their expiration date approaches to help avoid inadvertent expiration.)
