ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
THE USE OF OZONE DEPLETING SUBSTANCES (CDS)

Chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) and Halon are the Ozone Depleting Subtances (ODS), controlled under the Montreal Protocol.
