	FORCE MAJEURE: Should a part or whole work covered under this purchase order be delayed due to reasons of Force Majeure which shall include legal lockouts, strikes, riots, civil commotion, fire accident, quarantines, epidemic, natural calamities and embargoes the completion period for work, equipment referred to in this agreement shall be extended by a period not in excess of the duration of such Force Majeure. In the case of cancellation of a contract by the Department without any fault of the Supplier, the Supplier shall on receipt of Department's instructions forthwith take the necessary steps to implement them. The period to be allowed to implement them shall be fixed by the Department after conclusion with the Supplier and, in general, shall not exceed three months.

Subject to the Supplier confirming, Department shall take over from the Supplier at a fair and reasonable price all finished parts not yet delivered to the Department, all unused and undamaged material, bought-out components and articles in course of manufacture in the possession of the supplier and property obtained by or supplied to the Supplier for the performance of the contract, except such material, bought-out components and articles in course of manufacture as the supplier shall, with the agreement of the Department, elect to retain.

The Department reserves the right, after full consideration of all relevant circumstances, including the observations of the supplier, to cancel a contract in any of the following circumstances.

If the Supplier fails to do so, the Department, in addition to his right to recover Liquidated Damages in terms of the Contract, shall also have the right to cancel this Contract and make substitute purchases from other sources. If the goods are in a partial state of fabrication, Department may have the fabrication completed by other means, in which event Supplier shall be liable to Department for the additional expenses incurred thereby, but shall not have any claim on savings, if any, in such cases.

In the event of such cancellation, the Department shall unless otherwise specified in the contract, only pays.

· In the case of a fixed-cost contract for the supply of equipment or material. The contractual value of items delivered and accepted under the contract before receipt of notification of cancellation, or to be accepted under the special conditions of cancellation.

· In the other cases.

A fair and reasonable price in respect of such work as has been carried out prior to the receipt by the Supplier of notification of cancellation.

a) The metal wall panels design shall be with Quadroclad flat facades made with honey comb core structure covered with external aluminum skin attached on both sides of core. 
b) The panels shall be made with lightweight aluminum material and strong enough for self-standing without intermittent support at panel level. The weight of panel per square meter should be in the range of 6 to 8 kg.
c) The panel with its coatings shall compliant to class A fire safety as per EN13501 which means base material shall be non-flammable and associated coatings do not fuel fire and low smoke generation.
d) The panels shall be mounted on rugged, pre-fabricated and concealed back up support structure. The very aim of concealed assemblies is to provide seamless corner detailing for viewing.

e) The external surface of the panels shall be coated with durable PVDF paint. The external skin shall be coil coated at factory itself to provide colour consistency throughout its surface.
f)  The quadroclad panels shall withstand for exterior grade wind conditions. 
g) The quadroclad panels shall be compatible with saline and sea shore environmental conditions. Also it should be easily integrated with other elements like windows and doors interfaces.
h) The back up support frame shall be extruded readymade section with end interfaces shall be suitable for mating with mild steel structure at MST.

i) The gaps between the panels shall be covered with flush /gap panels/fittings to have seamless experience of wall panel system. 

j) All the wall panels shall be designed for plug and removable type for any maintenance activities. The joints of panels shall have flexibility to take care of thermal expansion and vibration loads. 
k) The highlighter panels shall be mounted on selected locations based on approved scheme. The basic mechanical properties/physical properties, mounting scheme shall be comparable with quadroclad panels. The color scheme and texture shall be finalized based on approved samples.
l) The panel size shall be optimally considered to suite based on site conditions without loosing its appearance. 
m) Three no’s of high quality display boards of approximate size 2.0m x 2.5m shall be provided. The necessary interfaces shall be derived for mounting the display boards from wall panel. The photography information to be printed shall be provided by department.

b) The entire ceiling shall be mounted on support structure derived from 6m bottom platform. The backup structure shall be fabricated at site to suite geometry conditions at 1m and 6m elevations. The back structure shall be designed for minimum possible weight either by mild steel or aluminum extruded sections and well painted after completion of site fabrication with compatible paints. 
c) The open cell ceiling shall be designed to cover entire proposed area including edges of ceiling with special modular ceiling based on requirement. 
d) The open cell ceiling shall be fixed to back up structure with the help of fasteners/ rigid insertion scheme based on configuration.

c) Before proceeding to final assembly of covering plates the existing MS chequered plates surfaces has to be levelled using suitable compound to have uniform butting of covering sheets with base plate.

d) The leveling compound shall be applied as per OEM instructions. In case if it is proposed to apply on base metal surface directly the existing painted surfaces has to be cleaned with paint remover.   The necessary consumable materials and tools required for paint removing shall be in the scope of vendor only.
e) Vendor has to note that flooring shall be rugged enough to handle all kinds of general working loads like gas cylinders rolling, ladders movement etc. 
f) The sufficient quantity of manpower, tools and equipment like welding, cutting, grinding, drilling machines, drills, taps, and fasteners required for covering sheets assembly shall be arranged by vendor only. b) It is proposed to change the existing handrails to customized polished stainless steel handrails with elegant appearance also. The handrail members shall be made with pipe of size 50 mm OD and wall thickness 1.6 mm. The handrails are fixed to balustrade with minimum of 50mm diameter and 1.6mm thick with top adaptor (neck) type.  The balustrade fixed to top of staircase platform with fasteners. The center to center distance shall be in the order of 900 to 1000mm with handrail height of 1000mm from fixed floor level. The handrails pipes are to be covered with end caps and shall provide articulate rod holder. The material of constriction shall be SS304 grade with satin finish only.
