ISIC/ITIC Card - International Student Identification Card
Miami University requires that all students/faculty who travel abroad on Miami University-sponsored programs purchase an ISIC/ITIC Card prior to departure. The cards are issued by STA Travel and are endorsed by the 
United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO).
The cost of the card is $22.00 which includes benefits such as access to low airfares on major airlines, international savings on accommodations, museums and culture, transportation, attractions, tours, online discounts and more! Great everyday value discounts in the U.S., free travel insurance (for trips outside the U.S.), an Emergency Help Line that can be used from anywhere in the world, full communications system called ISIConnect (calling card that is purchased separately online) for staying in touch with family and friends. (ISIC/ITIC Cards are valid for 15 months if they are purchased in September when the “new issue”cards come out.) After purchasing the ISIC/ITIC card, make two copies of your card and the information and keep one in a safe place and take one with you in case it is lost or stolen. Insurance is still valid providing that you have proof of purchase, however discounts are not.  STA will replace the card providing it is lost or stolen internationally. You will need to purchase another card through the mail with STA Travel or another ISIC/ITIC authorized card seller and then file a claim with STA for reimbursement.
