Important Registration Information for New Students
MUSD uses an online registration system for new students to the district. Parents should go to the AERIES Parent Portal at http://www.martinezusd.net/reg.html and follow the instructions for enrolling a new student. Upon completion, you will be prompted to print several forms which you should bring with you to the Counseling Office. You must also supply the documentation listed below.
Proof of Residency:
For all new students (including students returning from alternative placements or private schools), the parent/guardian must provide three legal proofs of residency.  Proof of residency must be presented in the form of utility bills; credit card statements; paycheck stubs; statements from a state or federal agency; or tax statements. Approval from the site administrator is required for proofs other than those listed above.
Transcript/Student Withdrawal:
Students transferring from another school must provide a withdrawal form documenting that the student has disenrolled from the previous school. If not applicable, please provide a transcript of student grades or the latest report card.

STAR test results:
Provide STAR test results or state testing from another state for the most recent
school year. Please note that most private/parochial schools also have students

take some sort of standardized test.

Birth Certificate:

A copy of the student’s birth certificate is required.

Immunization Records:

Immunization records must be presented and up to date at the time of

registration. This is to include the date of the chicken pox vaccine or

physician documentation of the disease. The student’s former school can

provide this required documentation. A TDap booster shot is required for all students entering grades 7-12.
Special Education Documentation (IEP):

If relevant, parents must provide the most current IEP (Special Day Class,

Resource, or Speech and Language services.)

Discipline and Attendance Records:

The student’s previous school must provide documentation of discipline
and attendance records.
