Visitors are requested not to wear bathing suits in Apia 
town or in the villages, only in hotel swimming pools and at beaches. NO topless 
swimming for women is allowed anywhere in Samoa.

Airport Tax 

Please note there is a departure tax of SAT65.00 per person payable at Faleolo airport.

Health Insurance 

It is important to have appropriate health insurance in the event of an accident or 
unforeseen circumstance. Full medical services are available at the main hospital in Apia 
town, but it is not possible to buy health insurance in Samoa.

Official Languages 

Official texts are in English and Samoan languages. Both languages are also widely 
spoken by the Samoa population.

Religion 

The main religious denominations in Samoa are of Christian faith – Methodist, Catholic, 
Assembly of God, Nazarene, Protestant, Anglican Seventh Day Adventist, Bahai, Latter 
Day Saints and Jehovah’s Witness.
