Course Descriptions

PEM-260   Topics in Paramedic Care


6 credits

Prerequisite:  State Paramedic Certification 

A lecture course for on-line and/or independent study, designed to enhance the core knowledge of the experienced Paramedic through the application of knowledge and experience in expanding critical thinking skills.  The course will discuss roles and responsibilities, ethics, medical-legal issues, death and dying, and the role of the field preceptor.

PEM-265  Emergency Medical Services Education

3 credits

Prerequisites: State Paramedic Certification; Topics in Paramedic Care (PEM-260) 

A lecture course designed for on-line and/or independent study, intended to give the student an understanding of the guidelines that are essential to the development, implementation, and coordination of an EMS education program.  Topics covered will include, but are not limited to: characteristics of the adult learner, instruction technique, lesson plans, evaluations, counseling, record keeping, instructor qualifications, media and course evaluations.

PEM-270  Emergency Medical Services Management
3 credits

Prerequisites: State Paramedic Certification; Topics in Paramedic Care (PEM-260)

A lecture course designed for on-line and/or independent study, designed to provide the student with an understanding of the management issues in the administration of an EMS system.  Topics covered will include, but are not limited to: management qualifications, medical direction, quality assurance, equipment, vehicles, budgeting, staff retention and communications.

The following identifies letter grades used by the program and brief explanation of what the grades stand for:

I Incomplete work.  The grade of I can be assigned only if the student still has work to complete.  It is assumed that the student who receives an I has satisfied the professors attendance requirements during the semester.  If the I is to be changed to a letter grade, it should be made up during the succeeding semester and may changed only on recommendation of the appropriate faculty member.  The grade of I will have no effect on the students’ grade point average.  To change the I to a letter grade, the student should complete the course requirement in the succeeding semester.  This grade may be changed only on the recommendation of the  appropriate faculty member, If the faculty member does not indicate a date for completion if the incomplete work or submit an alternate grade, an incomplete grade will automatically changed to a failing grade (F) at the end of the next 15 week term. 

XA Never attended indicates that the student never attended class.  The XA will be recorded on the students’ transcripts, but it is not computed in the grade point average.

Extensions  

Recognizing the fact that from time to time personal situations arise which will necessitate a students need to ask for an extension, it is the policy of the School to grant such needs on a case to case basis.  

The student must submit a request for the extension in writing citing specific reasons for the request.  The request will be reviewed by the Academic Affairs Committee.  The decision of the committee will be forwarded to the student by certified mail.
