Hello to all of you Vanderhoof and area business owners out there!  My name is Graham Stanley and I am the President of the Vanderhoof Chamber of Commerce and General Manager of Community Futures Stuart Nechako.
We have had a busy year at the Chamber. 

On line shopping continues to be a subject that we at the Chamber are researching. Our research has found that on line shopping increased 40% in Canada this year and we believe this is having a negative effect on our members.

What is the solution? Should we work on developing our own regional platform around the idea of shop local to create an on line shopping experience for our communities? Do we provide training for members to sell on line through Amazon, Shopify, etc.?

There are expenses either way and on line selling is not a low cost distribution option (cost of on line platforms and their fees represent approx... 30% of sale price). I would like to ask our members about their opinion on this subject.

We are working at developing a lunch and learn series for this year. Topics will include Tax planning, succession planning and other subjects that may be of interest to our members. The dates and location for the lunch and learns will be announced once we have the schedule made.
