Junior Service League (JSL) of Grand Junction was organized in 1983 as a non-profit, service organization.  JSL is an organization of women committed to working together to improve the community through effective volunteerism and fundraising.  We are active, capable women who are dedicated to making a difference in our community and educating ourselves regarding community issues and leadership. 
JSL members raise funds in the community through Viva el Vino and cookbook sales (West of the Rockies and Celebrate Colorado).  These funds are donated back into our local community via grants awarded annually.  Over the years, JSL has awarded over $1,000,000.00 in grants and provided over 750,000 hours of community service.  
An important aspect of JSL is the opportunity to develop new friendships through work on service projects in addition to social activities such as:  Fall Social, FACs, board retreats, and local outings.

Membership Committee/ Special Events Committee

The Membership Committee is responsible for communicating information to potential new members, new members, and returning members of JSL.  Responsibilities of Committee members can vary and may include taking attendance before meetings, planning new member events, preparing mailings for potential and existing members, writing notes to members for various reasons, and coordinating with facilities for General Meetings.  The time commitment for this Committee is spread throughout the year.  

The Special Events Committee plans events and parties for League members.  These events include Unit meetings, a Fall Social, and May Dinner.  Unit Meetings are held the second Monday of January in place of a regular General Meeting. Committee responsibilities for this event involve procuring members to host potluck dinners and coordinating with members.  The Fall Social varies by year and will be decided on by the Committee and Board.  May dinner is the last meeting of the year and is our time to celebrate.  The Special Events Committee will coordinate these events including the location, invitations, and coordination with other Board members.  The time commitment for this Committee is spread throughout the year.   
Viva el Vino Committee

The Viva committee is responsible for organizing, planning, and executing the primary JSL fundraising event of the year – Viva el Vino.  This committee works diligently to secure sponsorships, silent auction items, ticket sales, event advertising and venue organization. Viva el Vino is a wine-tasting event held in early April each year and all proceeds are distributed to our community through the grant process.  Although the Committee works year round, the heaviest time commitment is in the late winter and early spring and needs all hands on deck.
Community Giving Committee

The Community Giving Committee is responsible for providing and organizing volunteering opportunities in our community and coordinates the annual Make a Difference Day in the spring.  In addition to this, the committee provides information to members on volunteer opportunities. The Community Giving Committee is also responsible for reviewing the grant applications for JSL funds and so that they can make recommendations to the Board on how to distribute our monies. The time commitment is mostly during the winter and early spring months.  
Public Relations Committee

The Public Relations Committee is in charge of creating positive public relations opportunities for the Junior Service League of Grand Junction in the following areas: community relations, internal and external communications, media relations and print material. Typical duties include: working with advertisers, maintenance of the website, social media management, sending press releases and communicating with local media, and newsletter writing.  The time commitment for this Committee is spread throughout the year.  
Cookbook Committee

Proceeds from the JSL cookbooks, West of the Rockies and Celebrate Colorado, go back to the community as part of the grant process.  The Cookbook Committee is responsible for maintaining relationships with existing wholesale accounts, implementing marketing strategies for cookbook sales, and providing information and books to members.  Committee members also participate in volunteer opportunities at craft fairs and book stores.  The time commitment for this Committee is spread throughout the year.
