At the outset, Shri Divyesh Parikh, Lead District Manager, Bank of Baroda, Kheda District, welcomed Shri Devusinh Chauhan, Hon’ble Member Of Parliament, Kheda ,Shri I.K.Patel, I.A.S. Collector & District Magistrate Kheda district, Nadiad and Shri Ramesh Merja, Resident Additional Collector, Nadiad, Shri K.D. Lakhani, Director DRDA, Shri S.K.Gond, Deputy Regional Manager-Bank of Baroda, Regional office Anand. He also welcomed Mr.Nirbhay Deo Sharma, Manager, RBI Ahmedabad, & Shri Amit Bhatt, DDM, NABARD, Kheda & Anand Dist. and other executives/officers from various Banks/Government departments. Shri S.K.Gond, Deputy Regional Manager Bank of Baroda Regional office Anand.    Warmly welcomed Shri Devusinh Chauhan, Hon’ble Member Of Parliament, Kheda, Shri I.K.Patel, I.A.S.Collector & District Magistrate Kheda district, Nadiad, Shri Ramesh Merja, Resident Additional Collector, Nadiad,  Shri K.D. Thereafter, he briefed the house about performance under Service Area Credit Plan and performance of Kheda district for the quarter ended 30th June, 2018. He requested all the members to take corrective steps to achieve the set targets under ACP-2018-19.He also requested bankers to issue Kisan Credit Card to uncovered farmers/cultivators and increase CD ratio at the earliest and sanction pending applications under various govt. sponsored schemes, if any, on merits immediately. He also advised all bankers to increase aadhar seeding and authentication ratio.
Thereafter, with the permission of chair, Shri Divyesh Parikh, Lead District Manager initiated discussion as per agenda items.

REVIEW OF BANKING DEVELOPMENT IN KEY AREAS DURING THE QUARTER ENDED 30th  JUNE,  2018.
BRANCH EXPANSION:
Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed the house that The following Bank branches reported to Lead Bank during the current financial year 2018-19.

During the last quarter ended June, 2018, total number of bank branches -271- , out of which -152- branches (56 %) were in rural centres in the district as of 30th June, 2018.                                                              
Shri Divyesh Parikh, Lead District Manager, requested representative of controlling office/district co-ordinator of banks to furnish information on opening / merger / closure of branches to Lead Bank to enable to update the database.
Mr.Nirbhay Deo Sharma, Manager, RBI Ahmedabad informed that a gap of 34 Banking Outlets was reported in the SLBC Meeting in District Kheda and advised LDM to pursue with banks through District Coordinators to open Banking Outlets in the identified URCs as per RBI Instructions.

Action :(LDM, BOB, BOI, Dena Bank, SBI, Union Bank of India & UCO Bank).

DEPOSITS: 
Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed that during the quarter ended June, 2018 the total deposit was increased by Rs.179.64 crores and stood at Rs.15106.73 crores. The overall increase was 1.20 % over March, 2018.
CREDIT EXPANSION: 
Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed that during the quarter ended June 2018, the level of outstanding advances increased by Rs.284.80 crores and stood at Rs. 5456.53 crores. The overall rise was 5.50%.over March, 2018.
CREDIT DEPOSIT RATIO: 
The C.D. ratio in general has shown increased of 1.47 % over March 2018 and stood at 36.12 % as at the end of June 2018 which is below the stipulated level of 40 %.

(Action: All banks with CD ratio of less than 40%)
CD RATIO ABOVE 40%.
The CD Ratio of all banks except BOI (44.99),Canara Bank (56.22), IDBI (41.85%), UBI (40.34%), BGGB (85.58%), DCCB (53.48%), GSCARDB(152.83%), HDFC Bank(85.73%), ICICI Bank (55.44 %), DCB Bank (800.12 %),RBL Bank(2320.39), Bandhan Bank (80.26 %)  and INDUSIND Bank (73.65%) remained below 40 % as of 30th June, 2018.
CD RATIO BELOW 10%.

The CD Ratio of Bank of Maharashtra and Yes Bank was below 10 % as of 30th June 2018.
Mr.Nirbhay Deo Sharma, Manager, RBI Ahmedabad advised BoB (51 branches), BoI (21 br.), CBI (11 br.), SBI (37 br.) and Axis Bank (6 br.) to step up their efforts to better the CD Ratio.

Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM also advised to all DCOs of bank to make strategies to improve the CD Ratio in the district.
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PRIORITY SECTOR LENDING: 
Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed that the district has achieved target under Priority Sector Advances (80.94%), Agriculture Advances (47.63%), and Weaker Section Advances (24.95%). The percentage of DRI Advance (0.05%) was below the stipulated benchmark by RBI.
All the Banks have achieved level of Priority Sector Advance i.e. 40%; under Agriculture Sector Advance.

In case of Weaker Section advances, the performance of Bank viz., Andhra Bank, Allahabad Bank, Canara Bank, CBI, Indian Bank, IDBI, IOB, OBC, Vijaya Bank, DCCB Bank, AXIS and Kotak Mahindra Bank was below 10%, whereas the performance of bank viz. YES Bank DCB Bank & GSCARDB was “Zero”.
In case of DRI advance, performance of all the Banks was “0” or below 1%. 
Shri I.K.Patel, I.A.S. Collector & District Magistrate Kheda district advised all bankers to give more priority and sanctioning more loans to agriculture advance and weaker section advance. 

Shri Devusinh Chauhan, Hon’ble Member Of Parliament, Kheda suggested to start the competition among all banks in respect of Weaker section advances and advised all District Coordinators to come with the Weaker section advances figures from next DLRC/DCC meeting.

He also suggested Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM to give target of weaker section & DRI advances to all banks based on their branches.

REVIEW OF PROGRESS MADE UNDER SERVICE AREA CREDIT PLAN              (SACP 2018-19) FOR THE QUARTER ENDED 30th JUNE, 2018.
Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed that on the basis of submission of LBRs and Key Banking data by Banks, the performance of the district under Service Area Credit Plan was Rs.653.12 cores against the total ACP target of Rs.2663.69 cores. The achievement of 24.52 %.The sector wise performance registered was NFS-Industries (26.38%), Agri. Loan (24.26%), Crop Loan (28.67%) & Other Priority Sector (24.55%) as at the end of June 2018.
The Bank wise performance under SACP-2018-19 as at the end of Quarter June, 2018 was as under.
1. Under Zero Performance:  No Bank performance is Zero.
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2. Between (1% to 50%):  
The performance was between 1 % to 50 % of for the banks viz. Allahabad Bank (7.52%), Bank of Baroda (20.40%), BOM (36.36%), Canara (11.92%), CBI (20.86%), Corporation Bank (3.39%), Dena Bank(38.90), Indian Bank (22.14), Indian Overseas Bank (8.59%), OBC (10.03%), PNB (3.80%), SBI (11.92%), Syndicate Bank (3.96%), UCO (7.39%), UBI (18.34%), Vijaya Bank (33.08%), DCCB (8.46), BGGB(9.24), Indusind bank(30.25), Kotak Mahindra Bank (1.47%), AXIS Bank (0.54%),YES Bank(1.00%) ,GSCARDB (1.72%) and DCB (6.15%).
3. Performance Between 51% to 100%:
The performance was between 51% to 100% for the banks viz. Andhra Bank (71.43%), BOI (91.37%), HDFC (56.94%)
4. Performance above 100 %:
The performance was above 100 % for IDBI Bank, ICICI Bank and RBL Bank.
Shri I.K.Patel, I.A.S. Collector & District Magistrate Kheda district requested all bankers to necessary steps achieve the set targets in priority sector of current financial year.

PRIME MINISTER’S EMPLOYMENT GENERATION PROGRAMME (PMEGP):

Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed Bankers to sanction and disburse the PMEGP loan applications which are pending at various bank branches. He also informed to all DCOs to confirm that No Govt. sponsored application is pending at branch level.  
Shri I.K.Patel instructed all bankers to improve the performance in PMEGP scheme.

The total advances to Minority Community are Rs. 182.26 cores which are 4.13% of total Priority Sector advances at the end of quarter June, 2018.
Shri I.K.Patel, I.A.S. Hon’ble Collector & District Magistrate Kheda district advised all member banks to increase the level of finance to Minority Community to enable them to carry out suitable economical activities. 

Shri I.K.Patel and Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, Requested to all DCOs and DIC to report Jain Community Loan Application Data for reviewing for next DLRC/DCC meeting.

He added that a special drive of submission of LBRs during the current quarter was required and that renewal of fresh crop advised in LBR return.
He informed that 100% submission of LBR-2 was registered by Banks viz., BOB, HDFC Bank, and RBL bank. 
In case of LBR U-2, 100% submission was from BOB, HDFC Bank, ICICI Bank, Indusind Bank, IOB and OBC Bank.

He requested the Bankers to achieve 100% level in submission of LBR – 2 & U2. 
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Mr.Nirbhay Deo Sharma, Manager, RBI Ahmedabad informed that Reporting under LBR by bank branches specially SBI, Axis Bank, CBI, Union Bank of India and Indian Bank was very poor and advised District Coordinators to take up the matter with their branches.
He also instructed LDM to make Action Taken Report on banks which are not submitting key banking data and LBR reports.

PROGRESS MADE UNDER RECOVERY CERTIFICATES FILED UNDER STATE RECOVERY ACT, 1979.
Shri Divyesh Parikh, LDM, informed that -1957- recovery cases with amount of Rs.7.61 crores were pending under State Recovery Acts, 1979.
