	ATTENDANCE

	ABSENCES
Regular attendance at school is very important so that all children can derive full benefit from the instructional program. Schools are primarily supported by state aid, which is based on the daily attendance of each child. We are dependent on this funding source to support our educational program. Family vacations should be scheduled during school breaks. If you need to schedule a medical appointment for your child during school hours, please have your child attend for a portion of the school day. 
Please keep children out of school when they are sick. A child with the beginning symptoms of a cold, such as sneezing or runny eyes and nose, should stay at home. A child should remain home if he/she has swollen glands, a sore throat, rashes or sores, abnormal temperature, nausea, earache, headache or lice. Contagious diseases should be reported to the office as soon as possible. 
Emergency telephone numbers are important, as the office staff often needs to send sick children home during school hours. Parents are expected to arrange to have their children picked up when they are sick, however inconvenient that may be at the time. Please update your emergency numbers, as necessary. 

Office staff will contact the homes of students reported absent whose parents have not called. This service is to assure the safety of our students and also assists us with record keeping. If your child is absent, homework requests can be made in the morning before 10:00 a.m. The teacher will send the homework to the office after 2:50 p.m. for the parent to pick up.  The school office closes at 4:00 p.m. It is the responsibility of the student to complete all class/homework missed during absences. 
Should your child be absent, please call the school absence line at 883-0910. When prompted by the recording, please give your child’s first and last name, room # or teacher’s name, and reason for the absence. Absences may be excused for illness, medical appointments, court appointments, and/or religious holidays. Please be aware that absences for other reasons, such as vacations, are considered unexcused and truant by California Education Code. In the event of three or more unexcused full day absences and/or unexcused tardies over thirty minutes, you will be notified of truancy.

According to Board Policy AR 5113, if a student has been ill for 14 days in a school year, a doctor’s note is required for all absences thereafter. When your child has been absent for 10 days, you will receive an excessive absence letter. When your child has been absent for 14 days, you will receive a second excessive absence letter. If absences and/or tardies continue, a SART (School Attendance Review Team) Meeting will be held. The SART team consists of the Principal, Teacher, Office Technician, and a representative from North Bay Security. During this SART meeting, the team will meet with parents to brainstorm how to make sure their student comes to school more often and/or on time. If students continue to be absent, they will be reported to School Attendance and Review Board (SARB) and have to meet with them at the District Office. If your child has been absent frequently in previous years, your child’s record is “tagged” and you will receive letters and SART meetings earlier than stated above. 

TARDIES
Being on time for class and Loma Verde in Motion is most important. Tardiness interrupts the educational program. It affects student participation/grades, results in a learning loss for the tardy student, and is an instructional interruption for the rest of the class. Teachers are not obligated to repeat material missed due to tardiness; therefore, tardiness should be avoided. We need your cooperation and support to help us ensure that every child has every opportunity to learn. If your child is tardy to school, please call the school at 883-0910 to let us know. Your child must check in at the office and obtain a tardy pass, if they arrive after Loma Verde in Motion has started.  Loma Verde in Motion starts promptly at 8:30 a.m. Fourth and fifth grade students that have P.E. at 7:30 a.m. will be considered tardy if they are late to this class. 
We request students to arrive at 8:15am if possible to walk and talk with friends. This also reduces traffic. If you arrive after the 8:30 a.m. your child will be marked tardy.

Tardiness is carefully monitored and repeated tardiness will be reported to parents for correction. Students with excessive tardies will receive a letter from the principal. If students continue to be late they will be referred to the School Attendance and Review Team (SART) and if continued, will be reported to School Attendance and Review Board (SARB). Our response to tardies is a District mandated policy that we follow to not only ensure good attendance but to provide the state with information on who is regularly attending school. Each year the state audits our records and we must have accurate records of all students who are absent and/or tardy, as well as have evidence of notifications to students regarding attendance history for the year. 

Independent Study
Short-Term Independent Study may be an option for students who have unavoidable absences and will be absent for a minimum of five days (not including illness). Such an assignment requires a signed consent between the classroom teacher, the principal, the parent/legal guardian, and the student. Please notify the classroom teacher and/or the school office two weeks in advance of the need for an Independent Study Contract so that schoolwork can be prepared.
Short-Term Independent Study contracts will not be issued during spring standardized testing periods. Teachers must receive five days notice for preparing an independent study contract. Parents are to contact the office regarding independent study. All student work must be submitted to the school on the contracted day of return. If all the work is returned with satisfactory progress, the student will maintain a clear attendance record. If the student’s work is unsatisfactory, or incomplete, the school can only grant excused days of absence for the amount of satisfactory work returned. The additional days of absence will be considered unexcused, and will count towards truancy. Although a student may satisfactorily complete an independent study contract, the student will not qualify for perfect attendance awards.
 

	SCHOOL SAFETY

	COMPREHENSIVE SCHOOL SAFETY PLAN

The school has a comprehensive safety plan designed to offer maximum protection for our students in case of emergencies. Fire and earthquake drills are held regularly. All visitors, including parents and volunteers, must check in the school office before going to classrooms. The schools and school district work closely with the Novato Police and Fire and the Marin County Sheriff’s departments on all safety issues affecting students. The Novato Fire Department provides disaster and first aid training and inspects schools regularly. A copy of the plan is available for review. In the event of a disaster, please do not call or come to school to avoid creating more hazards. For up to date emergency information call 897-4201.

Parking 

The circle is for drop-off and pick-up only as evidenced by the marked lanes. Emergency vehicles need access to the circle at all times. Labeled parking spaces in the lot are for Staff Only. Please do not park in staff parking or the auction winner parking spot. If you prefer to park and accompany your child to class, please park on the street (either Alameda de la Loma or Calle Paseo). Thank you for not parking in staff spots – even “for a second.” All staff members need to be able to arrive on time, prepared, and relaxed. 
Drivers who park illegally will be ticketed by the Marin County Sheriff’s or California Highway Patrol departments. 

Routes 

· Bicycles. Only students in grades 2-5 are allowed to ride bicycles to school. Bicycle racks are provided at the school and are expected to be securely locked during the school day. All bicycles must be licensed. Bicycles must always be walked on the school grounds. State law requires all children under the age of 18 to wear a bicycle helmet.  We urge you to remind your children of the following rules of the road:

· Bicycle riders are bicycle drivers.







· Drive with the automobile traffic and as close to the right side of the road as possible, and obey all the traffic rules.

· Always STOP at a STOP sign.

· Dismount when crossing the street.

· Drive solo and in single file.

· Walking. Children should walk on the sidewalks or against oncoming traffic where there are no sidewalks and cross the streets at crosswalks and corners.

· Skateboards, roller blades, scooters, shoe skates. These transportation methods are not allowed on school grounds nor are they allowed on city streets (City Ordinance 758-24).
· Driving. Park your car on Alameda de la Loma or Calle Paseo (the back entrance) and walk your children to and from school. If you drop off and pick up on Calle Paseo do NOT park in the crosswalk. Carpooling with other Loma Verde families help alleviate traffic congestion in the parking lot. Never park in the red zone.

Traffic around schools can pose a safety problem, especially at the beginning and end of each school day. Please allow enough time to transport your child. Be patient and stay in the one line of cars, on the right hand side. Only one-way traffic will be permitted. Load and unload up your children at the designated unloading area. If you are in a hurry, please choose another method of bringing your child to school. Exercise patience and remember every adult is a role model for our children.
Our goal is to improve safety for our students. Observe the following rules when unloading and loading your student: 

      UNLOADING

· Supervisors may be on duty to assist drivers. Respectfully follow the Supervisors’ directions. They are “on duty” to keep traffic flowing safely. 

· Enter the circle only when your children are ready to exit the vehicle.                                 School supplies must be in the car (not in the trunk) so that children can exit quickly. 

· Pull forward all the way before unloading, even if there are no cars behind you. 

· Unload only from the passenger curbside of the car. 

· Drivers must remain in the car. 

· Do not park in the circle and/or leave car unattended. 
· Exit the circle promptly after unloading children. 

LOADING

· If you would like to greet your child at pick up, you must park on the street (Alameda de la Loma or Calle Paseo) and walk to your child’s classroom. 

· Pull forward all the way before picking up, even if there are no cars behind you. 

· Students need to enter the car from the passenger side only. 

· Load QUICKLY. 

· Drivers must remain in the car. 

· Do not park in the circle and/or leave car unattended.

· Merge into the marked Thru Lane and exit the circle promptly after picking up children. 

BEFORE SCHOOL SUPERVISION                                                                                                                                                    Supervision of the yard begins at 8:15am. Children may walk the perimeter of the blacktop only when they are supervised; therefore, children may not arrive to school more than 15 minutes before their start time. Do not send your child to school prior to these times as this creates an unsafe environment. Early arrivals will be monitored and parents will be contacted as necessary. Morning childcare is available at the YMCA adjacent to the campus. Call 883-2663 or www.ymcasf.org for information. If your child attends a 7:30 a.m. class please drop them off no earlier than 3-4 minutes prior to 7:30 a.m.
 At 8:15am, students in grades 1-5 walk the perimeter of the blacktop adjacent to the playing field. Also at 8:15am, supervision is provided for Kindergarten students on the Kindergarten playground.

AFTER SCHOOL SUPERVISION                                                                                                                                                     We do not have the personnel to watch or take care of children after dismissal. All children should be picked up at dismissal time. If, for some reason, parent/caregivers are running late, call the school and we will make arrangements for children to wait in or outside the office. In the event that a child is left at school, we make every effort to contact parents and/or the adults listed on a child's emergency card. When we cannot locate the parents/guardians or person(s) listed on the student’s emergency card, we will contact North Bay Security or the Marin County Sheriff’s Department to assist school personnel.
TO AND FROM SCHOOL                                                                                                                                                     Speak to your child about going straight to school in the morning and straight to their designated pickup area after school where they will be supervised. Inform him/her to let the office know immediately if there are problems with strangers, etc., on the way to and from school. Let him/her know that we are here to help. 

PICKING YOUR CHILD UP DURING SCHOOL HOURS

If you need to pick up your child at school during school hours, please come into the office and sign your child out. We will call your child to meet you in the office. Please allow enough time for this procedure. Please do not call the office and request to have your child available in the office at a designated time.

EMERGENCIES

In the event that your child becomes ill or has an accident at school, you, or one of the adults that you designate on the emergency card, will be notified immediately. Should there be any changes needed on the emergency card during the year, please inform us. Local emergency telephone numbers are extremely important to have on file at the school office should you not be available in the event of an emergency. It is necessary that we have three or more numbers on record.

The school and school district work closely with the Marin County Sheriff’s Department on all safety issues affecting students. The Novato Fire Department provides emergency and first aid training and inspects schools regularly. 
Emergency Cards
At the beginning of the school year each student is given Emergency Cards to be completed by parents or guardians and returned to school. Please provide us with accurate contact information to reach you during the school day. Should an accident occur or should your child become ill while at school, parents/guardians will be immediately contacted. If the parents/guardians cannot be reached, every effort is made to contact the designated person(s) named on the Emergency Cards. In no case will your child be sent home without prior notification. Unless we receive prior notification from you, your child will only be released to the person(s) listed on the Emergency Card. Please do not list the names of adults who will be unavailable to us during the school day or who will be unwilling to take responsibility for your child if you cannot be reached. Important: Make sure you let the school office know if you change phone numbers, address, or emergency contacts during the school year. You can call or send a note to the office to have your child's Emergency Card updated. 
CUSTODY                                                                                                                                                                                                                   In most cases, divorced parents continue to have equal rights, such as access to information. If you have a court order that limits the rights of one parent in matters such as custody or visitation, bring a copy to the school office. Unless your court order is on file with us, we must provide equal rights and access to both parents. 

In the event of an emergency, parents are to report to the Student Release area (bike racks at the front of school). The parking lot will be blocked off for Emergency Vehicles ONLY. Students will be released to parents based on school procedure guidelines. 

We do ask your help in the following areas: 

1. DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL. We must leave phone lines open for emergency calls. 

2. Listen for the telephone message that will be sent by Loma Verde Elementary. This message will outline specific instructions for parents/guardians and will be sent to all phone numbers listed on the emergency card. 

3. Park on the street (Alameda de la Loma). Leave the road clear for emergency vehicles. 

4. Tune in to local radio stations (KCBS at 740 AM) and television. 

5. Reinforce with your student the importance of following directions of school personnel, in case of an emergency. 

Emergency Procedures for Disasters 

Fire Drill. Alarm will automatically be activated in each classroom with corresponding strobe lights. All students and staff will exit outside classroom doors and quickly walk to designated spots on the playground area. The teachers will immediately count all students to confirm attendance and location of each student. Teachers will hold up cards to designate that all students are accounted for. “Check” cards will be held up indicating missing students. 

Earthquake. Duck and cover exercise will be used in the classrooms. After the shaking has discontinued, and on direction of the school administrator, students will follow fire drill procedures. Emergency cards will be used to exit students from the campus. 

Lockdown. In the event that the school needs to go in to a “Lockdown” mode, the principal or designee will make that announcement. Teachers will ensure that the inside and outside classroom doors are locked and blinds are closed. Students and teachers will take cover under their desks and stay away from doors and windows.  Teachers telephone the office to notify staff if a student is not in the classroom.
Tornado. Students will hide under their desks or move away from glass windows.

	Communicable Diseases                                                                                                                             Please report all communicable diseases promptly (measles, mumps, lice, strep throat, whooping cough, etc.) to the school office. Proper notification will be sent home when it applies to your child’s classroom. Parents should periodically check their child(ren)’s head for lice. Should evidence of live lice be found, the school office must be notified immediately in order to prevent to the spread of this recurring problem. 
Medication                                                                                                                                                      We must have a written statement signed by both the parent and child’s doctor if a student needs to take a prescribed medication during school hours. We do not administer any medicine without a completed authorization to Administer Medical Treatment form. Medications are kept in the nurse’s office and are administered by qualified staff members. Label all medicines with the student’s name and dosage. Please help us to ensure that children do not keep medicines in their backpacks or desks. Procedures for supplying the medications and the forms are available from the school office.
SPECIAL SAFETY REQUESTS - PERSONAL ITEMS

Please do NOT bring to school:


• personal P.E. equipment including tennis balls 


• gum, candy, soda pop, or unhealthy snacks

• radios, stereos, computer discs, CD players, pagers, cell phones, iPods, and other electronics
• toys and games

• pets


• skateboards, roller blades, yo-yo, scooters, shoe skates, etc.


• valuable objects or jewelry which could be lost or damaged

If your child needs to bring a cell phone to school for family reasons, it must be kept in the child’s desk or backpack.

The school is not responsible for any personal items brought to school.  Any of the above items may be taken away by school personnel and returned to a parent/guardian.

	PROCEDURES AND PROTOCOLS

	HEALTHY SNACKS AND LUNCH 

We encourage families who send a lunch to school with their children to pack substantial, wholesome, and well- balanced meals in a reusable container as much as possible. However, glass containers are unsafe. Having a reusable container is a daily reminder that everyone has a responsibility to protect the environment. Please do not send food that needs to be microwaved. We are unable to provide this service for students bringing lunches from home. Soda and candy are not allowed. 
CELEBRATIONS
Healthy snacks for party foods are encouraged. These guidelines can be found in the Student Wellness Board Policy (BP 5030). If you child would like to celebrate his/her birthday with a special treat, please make prior arrangements for a healthy option with your child’s teacher. Classroom parties planned and organized by room parents are held throughout the school year. Every effort is made to minimize interruptions to the classroom instructional program. Classroom parties are held at the discretion of the teacher. 
Invitations to birthday parties, gifts and thank you’s MAY NOT be distributed at school. Birthday invitations may be distributed if and only if every child is in the class is invited (or all the boys or all the girls). Please make arrangements with your child’s teacher prior to distribution.
ANIMALS ON CAMPUS
Dogs and puppies on or off a leash are not allowed on campus playgrounds at any time during the school year. Do not bring your dog on campus when you walk your child to school. Do not allow your dog to roam on school grounds. All pets and other animals are prohibited from campus. Do not hesitate to bring this health and safety practice to the attention of anyone who does so when school is not in session. 
LOST AND FOUND                                                                                                                                       Students are responsible to keep track of and take care of their own clothing and belongings. All clothing should be taken home each day. Lost and found items are stored in the multi-purpose room. Please label (first and last name) your child’s jacket, sweatshirt, etc., so that the item can be returned when it is misplaced. The school is not responsible for any clothing left on the playground. All items are donated twice a year (winter and summer break) if left unclaimed. 
CLASS PLACEMENT                                                                                                                          The child’s current teacher of the student, grade level teacher, other professionals who have been working with your child in the classroom, and the administrator all participate in extensive professional planning process to create balanced classrooms of students. Careful consideration is given to the characteristics and needs of each individual child to create balance for instruction so children can continue friendships and working relationships that foster academic, emotional and social development. The following is taken into consideration to balance classrooms: 
· Gender and age balance 
· Scholastic/academic balance 
· Special educational needs 
· English language learner needs 
· Social and behavioral balance 
· A child’s leadership potential 
· A child’s interests, readiness, behavior, and motivation 
· A child’s learning style, both individually and in a group 
· Instructional grouping (some children work well together, some do not) 
This is a complicated process and is based upon our best assessment of each child. Although leaving your child’s placement up to the teacher is recommended, please refer to Board Policy 6152 if you would like to make a teacher request. 


	CONDUCT EXPECTATIONS

RESPECTFUL LANGUAGE

Loma Verde School students and staff value respectful and appropriate language. Please review the steps below and go over these with your children at home. 

1. Any student using unacceptable language will be referred to his or her teacher.

2. The student will write or dictate a letter to their parents stating the exact words he or she 
    used inappropriately. Parents will need to sign the letter, and the child will return it to 
    school the next day.

3. We are requesting that parents review the letter and discuss this language with their 
    child to ensure the meaning is understood and the language is not repeated.

4. A follow-up phone call will be made if the student letter is not signed and returned the 
    next day. 

5. Consequences will include, but not be limited to, the above steps depending on the

    nature and type of language used. Some offensive language will require the immediate 
    attention of the principal. Language that is sexual in nature, or uses derogatory or racial 
    terms will result in suspension.

SEXUAL HARRASSMENT

Any student in grades 4 and 5 who engages in the sexual harassment of anyone in or from the school may be subject to disciplinary action up to and including expulsion as specified in School Board Policy 5149. Any employee who permits or engages in sexual harassment may be subject to disciplinary action up to and including dismissal.

If a student feels that he/she is being harassed, the principal, teacher or other adult at the school should be told immediately.

POSITIVE RECOGNITION:  BEAR PAW CARDS 

Staff may award Bear Paw cards to students when they have excelled in behavior. Students going above and beyond will be acknowledged during LV in Motion. 

Children are also positively recognized in many ways including the following:


• Student of the day / week in the classroom


• Classroom reinforcements

• Classroom privileges

• Parents As Reading Partners (PARP) awards


• Praise, phone calls and/or notes home

CONSEQUENCES

When students have difficulty following a behavior standard, they will be given a referral notice. Older students may be asked to write an explanation of their behavior about what happened, and what could have been done differently. Younger students may draw a picture of the problem or write a sentence about what happened. If a behavior notice is sent home, you will be asked to discuss the problem with your child, sign the behavior notice, and have your child return it to the school office the following morning. Loma Verde uses solution teams to prevent bullying.

Consequences become more severe as the number of infractions increase. In the case of offensive language, fighting, or disobedience, students can be suspended or removed from the playground for a period of time. They may also lose privileges including field trips and assemblies. 

Among the behaviors that will also not be tolerated are racial/ethnic/sexual slurs or verbal attacks based on mental or physical handicap. These behaviors may result in immediate suspension.
Major infractions, such as causing serious physical injury, drug use, bringing weapons to school, vandalism or theft, may result in suspension and further consequences.

See the NUSD Parent Guide, Student Rights and Responsibilities, for specifics related to suspension and expulsion.

For violating a behavior standard, students may have one or more of the following:

1. Warning

2. Loss of privilege, such as recess, field trip, etc.

3. Notice sent home, phone call, parent conference

4. Suspension

DRESS CODE

Student dress should be appropriate to the classroom and conducive to school work. Shoes that are comfortable and appropriate for playground activities are recommended to avoid accidents. The following dress code guidelines, established by the Novato Unified School District, shall apply to all regular school activities:


• No short shorts, short dresses, halter tops, bare midriffs, tube tops, net tops, 

      oversized tank tops, spaghetti straps, low-cut tops of any type, and/or clothing that 

      reveals undergarments.


• No hats in classrooms or office areas.


• No backless or open toed shoes or sandals.


• Clothing with pictures or slogans with offensive language or related to tobacco, drugs, 
   sexual references, and/or alcohol is not allowed.











  

	ACADEMIC PROGRAM

	Standards for each grade level are set by the California Common Core Standards and taught using curriculum adopted by the Board of Trustees. Frameworks and model curriculum guides are provided for English/language arts, history/social sciences, mathematics, visual and performing arts, physical education, and science.  Materials and textbooks are selected in accordance with the state cycle for revising subject content. 

STUDENT PROGRESS

Student progress is monitored in a variety of ways. These include anecdotal records, observations, log books, work samples, measures of self-esteem, performance and demonstration of skills acquired using a variety of assessments. The goal is to promote continuous learning and to focus on what students do know and can do, rather than on what they don’t know. Teacher-made tests, unit tests, criterion tests, district tests, and standardized tests are part of the total assessment.


Students are being trained to set individualized goals and to reflect on their progress towards reaching these goals.  Becoming responsible for one’s own progress is the ultimate goal of education.  

STANDARDIZED TESTING
This is the Common Core State testing, known as CAASP, and is administered in grades three to five at the elementary level. The test is designed to show progress towards Common Core California State Standards. Your child’s results, along with other assessment data, are mailed to you during the summer. The purpose of the test is to determine students’ achievements of the California Common Core State Standards for each grade. Students’ scores are compared to preset criteria to determine if the students’ performance on the test is advanced, proficient, basic, below basic, or far below basic. The state target is for all students to score at the proficient and advanced levels.

HOMEWORK STANDARDS


Homework is an integral part of each student’s academic life. Homework assignments extend classroom experiences and increase students’ responsibility for their own learning process. 
Homework assignments:

· Arouse curiosity, raise questions for further exploration, and foster self discipline

· Give students a chance to test in practical ways the things they learn in the classroom
· Often involve parents in their children’s learning

· Often require several days to complete

· May be differentiated to meet individualized needs

· May be technology based to provide on-line learning at an individualized rate

Students will be more successful learners when parents support, as much as possible, their children’s efforts. It is important that you know what is assigned and when it is due. While students should be able to complete most work without assistance, you can help your child by discussing the assignment, making sure they have a quiet, well-lighted place to work, and setting aside a specific time to complete assignments and projects.

Homework is assigned Monday through Thursday in grades 1 through 5. Although new homework assignments will not be given over the weekend, students may choose that time to work on a long-term assignment. Students are expected to complete their assignments to the best of their ability. Kindergarten students are given weekly homework packets, and are encouraged to do work on a daily basis, to establish good study skills and regular study habits.

Children are expected to come to class with their work neatly and carefully completed. If a child is frequently unprepared, parents will be notified so that they, with the teacher, can help the student develop a plan for improvement. If child is consistently having a difficult time with the assignments at home, parents should contact the teacher. 

Students must take homework with them at dismissal time; the office is not to be disturbed if homework is forgotten. Returning completed homework to school is the student’s, rather than the parent’s, responsibility. This is part of our mutual goal to teach children personal responsibility. 

We expect parents to monitor their children’s progress by reviewing the completed work sent home each Friday. Some work may be kept by teachers in classroom portfolios.

STAFF DEVELOPMENT DAYS

Some staff development days are training days during the school year. Students do NOT attend school on staff development days. These days are designed to promote integration of instruction and services, to introduce staff to new materials and successful teaching strategies, and to foster the development and implementation of a common curriculum throughout the Novato Unified School District that is sequential and appropriate for each level. These days have proven to be beneficial for students both in the short and long term of their educational programs. Three days have been identified for this school year: September 22, 2014, October 20, 2014, and January 28, 2015.








STUDENT LEADERSHIP 
This program supports students who would like to become involved in student government. It also provides a variety of meaningful ways for students to support the school and community. Teachers and parents facilitate Student Leadership.

FIELD TRIPS
Field trips enrich the curriculum. A note and permission slip will be sent to you in advance of any field trip and will include details such as place, departure time, dress and method of transportation. The permission slip must be signed and returned to your child’s teacher.  NO child will be allowed to go on a field trip without your written permission. Siblings are not allowed to attend field trips. The PTA sponsors most field trips through fundraising. Chaperones will be pre-assigned by the teacher, and will receive an orientation before the trip. While we would like to accommodate all parents who wish to attend field trips this is often not possible. Transportation is provided on NUSD or charter buses.

Field trips are enrichment activities, and are a privilege. Teachers may exclude students from field trips for safety reasons, or if students have not completed schoolwork or homework.

	CAMPUS CARE                                                                                                                                  All students, staff, families, and community members have a responsibility to keep the Loma Verde campus clean. Personal garbage, compost and recycling should always be deposited in the appropriate containers. Students are not allowed to bring skateboard or skates to school. Parents or community members who observe vandalism or mistreatment of the school facility during non-school hours are encouraged to contact the Marin County Sheriff’s Department. 
Throughout the year, the school invites families to participate with Campus Cleanups. Campus Cleanups are announced in Loma Verde E-News. Participation by all families is strongly encouraged. Taking care of the campus is a big job and Campus Cleanups benefit all students and providing a sense of pride and a cleaner, safer campus for the children. Parents are asked to bring brooms, shovels, rakes and gardening tools to assist with gardening and yard needs. Please watch for these special events so that you can help. 
PLAYGROUND HOURS                                                                                                                      Children may use the playground only when they are supervised. The school grounds are not supervised before 8:15 AM. Do not send your children to school prior to this time. In addition, there is no supervision of the playground after the end of school. Therefore, all children not enrolled in the after-school program or other supervised after-school activities should leave the school grounds for home at the end of each school day. Playground use is not permitted by younger children during school hours. 
RECESS                                                                                                                                            Recess provides students with a time to play after long periods of study in class. Although this time is set aside for play, it also provides many learning opportunities. Students need to learn to use this time wisely, play fairly, organize games, improve their skills, and resolve conflicts that may arise. They also have the responsibility for knowing the rules, using equipment properly, and playing safely. 
GAMES
· All games are open to anyone who wants to play. 
· Children are expected to show good sportsmanship and cooperate with others. 
· Football and rough play are not allowed. 
· Four Square and Wall Ball rules are in effect at all times. 
PLAYGROUND CONFLICT RESOLUTION                                                                                         Yard Supervisors monitor playground activities. If a conflict arises in the yard, we suggest students use strategies that include knowing when and how to seek help from peers and/or adults, when it would be wise to use assertiveness and when it would not, how to use humor to de- escalate a situation, when and how to walk away in order to avoid a situation, how to use self-talk to maintain positive self-esteem, and how to own a put down or belittling comment in order to defuse it. Parents may not come on campus to speak to or correct another student about a conflict with their own children. Parents should direct any concerns about another child’s actions to the teacher and/or principal. 
YARD RULES
1. Students may enter blacktop after 8:15 AM bell. 

2. Younger siblings who do not attend Loma Verde may not play on the play structures,          even under the supervision of their parent. Only Loma Verde students may use play structures due to safety reasons. 
3. Students will use designated trash, compost and recycle receptacles. 
4. Students must remain in supervised areas. 
5. Students may leave yard only after checking in with Yard Supervisor. 
6. Students may leave yard only after checking with Yard Supervisor prior to retrieving balls from “off limit” areas. 
7. Students may only use marked playground equipment. Please keep personal equipment at home. 
8. Contact games are prohibited. 
9.    When using play structures, students should follow appropriate direction and        purposes.

10. Bathrooms should be used only for appropriate purposes. 
11.   Students will freeze when first whistle is blown. Students will walk and line up quickly                   and quietly after campus supervisors blow the whistle. 

	COMMUNICATION

	TELEPHONE                                                                                                                                     The telephones in the school office and in the classrooms are business phones designated for staff use only. A telephone call to the classroom or teacher during instructional time interrupts the learning process for all students so only in the case of an emergency should a parent contact school to ask to update a student on afterschool plans. We strongly encourage discussion of family plans with your child before school to eliminate the need for telephone calls during the school day. Cell phones are not to be used by students during the school day. Cell phones at school need to remain off and in student backpacks. They are not to be seen or used during the school day. If a student uses a cell phone during the school day, the cell phone will be confiscated until the end of the school day and the parent will be contacted. Students will not be excused from class instruction to call home for forgotten lunches or homework. If you need to contact a teacher during the school day, please leave a message in the office or on the teacher’s voice mail. Teachers check their voice mail/email each day and they make it a practice to respond within twenty-four hours. Your support and cooperation is sincerely appreciated.

(This is referred to as our No Handout policy to conserve paper). The school will make every effort to keep you informed of all school and classroom activities and calendar changes via the Friday Folder or via the Loma Verde E-News.

BACK TO SCHOOL NIGHT                                                                                                               

Back to School Night is an orientation program for all grade levels that occurs within the first weeks of school. Teachers review the goals for the year, the course of study, materials and textbooks used in the classroom. The orientation program acquaints you with your child’s teacher as well. This is for parents only. Please do not bring your children. 
OPEN HOUSE                                                                                                               

Open House is an opportunity for students to share their efforts and hard work with their families.  Open House is an evening event that usually occurs in late spring. This event is your child’s moment to be the center of attention and celebrated. Open House is not the time to conference with your child’s teacher, please schedule a conference at an alternative time.
PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES                                                                                                  The parent-teacher conference is an important time for parents and teachers to discuss student progress toward grade level standards and establish goals for improvement. Parents and teachers working together as a team enable us to meet the individual needs of the students. Regularly scheduled conferences will take place in November, the week before Thanksgiving break. All students will be released at 12:30 pm so parents can meet with teachers in the afternoon. Teachers will begin scheduling parent/teacher conferences at Back to School Night. As needed, parents, teachers, or the principal may initiate other opportunities for conferences throughout the year. 
REPORT CARDS                                                                                                                                                             The general purpose of the Novato Unified School District reporting system is to keep students and parents well informed of social and academic progress. There are three formal reporting periods. Parent-teacher conferences take place at the end of the first trimester and include a report card. Report cards are also sent home at the end of the second trimester (March) and at the end of the school year. Teachers assign grades based upon the needs and strengths of the students. 
CONCERNS / COMPLAINTS

Copies of the School Board policy complaint procedures are available from the District Education Center (897-4201) or the school office. See the NUSD Parent Guide for further information on our complaint policy.

Step 1: When someone has a concern or complaint, he or she is expected to first contact the person against whom the complaint is lodged and attempt to resolve concerns.

Step 2: If a problem is not reconciled after utilizing Step 1, a parent may request a meeting with the principal. The principal will try to reconcile the issue on an informal level between both parties. If the parent continues to feel that the issue is unresolved, the principal can assist the parent in following a formal process.

	The Site Leadership Team (SLT) is an important element of Pleasant Valley's site-based decision-making process. 	ADDITIONAL SUPPORT SERVICES

	FOOD AND NUTRITIONAL SERVICES – F.A.N.S
You can find the lunch menu online at www.nusd.org. The Food and Nutritional Services Department has installed a Point of Sale (POS) ID System. Each student is assigned a 4-digit ID number, which are the last 4 digits of their permanent ID number. Students will enter their lunch ID number in a keypad each time they purchase items in the lunchroom. Please make sure that your child keeps their lunch ID number confidential. 
Pre-payments are accepted and encouraged. Make sure that your child’s name and lunch ID number are written on the check or on the envelope, if cash is sent. Credit card payments are also accepted online. The amount of pre-payment deposit is entirely up to each family; it can range from one week, one month or even a year. You decide how much to deposit. The POS will record the purchase and charge any appropriate amounts to their account. Students will be reminded when they need to deposit more money in their account. If you purchase lunch daily, the cost is $3.00 per day. Reduced priced and free lunches are available for eligible students. Forms can be picked up at the school office. Milk is sold daily. Lunch is served every day, including early dismissal days. 
Lunch (hot and cold meals include fruit and milk) is available at the school daily to all students. Payment can be made at school any day during the lunch hour. If you purchase lunch daily, the cost is $3.00 per day. Milk is also sold daily for .50 cents. Reduced price (40 cents) and free lunches are available for eligible students. Forms can be picked up at the school office or on line. Eligible students on the lunch program must reapply every year. They have until the end of September to do so. Failure to reapply will result in the child being dropped from the lunch program. Money is collected on daily before 10:00 a.m. Parents can prepay with Visa/MasterCard or check. Receive one bonus meal for each $50 you pre-pay on your child’s account. We regret that we cannot loan money for lunches.








Loma Verde will continue with a breakfast/snack program. All students may participate. Breakfast will include milk, fruit, and a muffin or bagel or similar item. The cost for breakfast will be $1.75. Reduce price for breakfast is .25 cents. Free breakfasts are available for eligible students. All prices are subject to change.

STUDENT SUCCESS TEAM - SST                                                                                                                                      The SST meets to discuss strategies to help individual students who may be struggling academically, socially and/or emotionally in the classroom. Loma Verde's Student Success Team (SST) includes the principal, classroom teachers, Resource Specialist, district psychologist, speech and language therapist, and the parents of the particular student. The school nurse and/or counselor may also attend. Staff and parents work together to develop a plan to meet the needs of individual children. If you have questions regarding the SST process, please call the principal. 
RESOURCE SPECIALIST PROGRAM                                                                                                 The Resource Specialist Program (RSP) provides intensive assistance in skill development for students who meet the Special Education eligibility requirements of the State of California or those students who require focused intervention services. Eligibility is determined through assessment. Parent consent for assessment is required. Parents are active participants and are included in a follow-up conference in which test results are explained and specific recommendations are made. An Individual Educational Plan (IEP) is developed for each child in the special education program with specific goals to meet the individual needs of each RSP student. Students admitted to the Resource Specialist Program spend the major portion of the day in their regular classroom. Students enrolled in the RSP program have a scheduled time to meet with our resource teacher. 
SPEECH AND LANGUAGE PROGRAM                                                                                              Students who qualify for special speech or language development therapy and/or instruction receive individual or small group assistance from a trained speech and language specialist. Parents and classroom teachers may make recommendations for referrals. Testing by the school's speech and language specialist determines eligibility for services. 
SCHOOL PSYCHOLOGIST                                                                                                                 As part of the special education assessment, a district psychologist provides individual consultation, testing, and diagnosis as referred by the teacher, principal, or parents. Parents must give written consent for assessment, and they are included in a follow-up conference in which test results are explained and specific recommendations are made. The District Psychologist is assigned to this school one day per week. 

SCHOOL NURSE                                                                                                                               The school nurse handles record keeping, annual state mandated testing (hearing and vision testing) and emergency situations involving accidents and illness. The school is equipped with first aid kits for emergency situations. First aid kits are always included on all field trips to ensure children’s safety. The school nurse is assigned to this school one day, every other week. 
NOVATO HEALTH PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM

This program, funded by the Novato Community Hospital Fund Development Council, assists underinsured or uninsured families to obtain immediate care for illness or injury and access to community resources. P.A.R.P. is parents helping to develop good reading habits in their children. Parents and children are encouraged to invest approximately 15 minutes a day reading together. Families are asked to share books in the following ways:


1. You may read aloud to your child.


2. Parent and child may sit together, reading their own books silently.


3. Your child may read aloud to you.

Each month your child will be given a calendar/contract on which you can record the days that you and your child read together. Families are asked to spend a minimum of 20 days each month reading together. At the end of each month your child will return the calendar to his/her teacher and your child will then receive a contract/calendar for the next month.
