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MAR-PRO-002 MARITIME SECURITY IDENTIFICATION CARDS (MSIC)
1.0 INTRODUCTION
1.1 Effective from 1 January 2007, all persons entering a port security zone within any port in Australia are required to hold a current Maritime Security Identification Card (MSIC).
1.2 All MSIC holders have undergone relevant criminal history and background information checking by the Australian Security Intelligence Organisation (ASIO) and the Australian Federal Police prior to the issue of the MSIC by the Department of Infrastructure.
2.0 PROCEDURE
2.1 Mid West Ports Authority as Issuing Body
2.1.1 Mid West Ports Authority is a registered issuing body and accordingly, MSIC applications can be made at the Geraldton Port MSIC office.
2.1.2 Information packs and application forms are available from the MWPA MSIC office or may be downloaded from the website www.midwestports.com.au.  Application packs can also be requested via email to mo@midwestports.com.au
3.0 Background Check
An AusCheck background check application form must also be completed as part of the MSIC application.  These forms are included as part of the application pack available from MWPA MSIC office or via the website.  A full explanatory guide is attached to the form.
3.1 Operational Need to Enter Port Secure Zone

Satisfactory evidence that a person requires unescorted access to work within the Geraldton Port Security Zone is required.  This should be a letter of sponsorship from an employer or the port facility for which a person works.
3.2
MSIC to an ASIC Holder

If a person already holds an ASIC (Aviation Security Identification Card) they can also apply for an MSIC whereby they apply for an MSIC but they do not go through the AusCheck process again.

4.0 Cost
Full payment will be required at the time of the lodgement either by cash, cheque or credit card (Visa or Master Card). No refund will be given.
· 2-year Standard MSIC cost $250 including GST
· 4-year Standard MSIC cost $400 including GST
· ASIC Cost $125 including GST
· Replacement card for any reason cost $70 including GST 

5.0 Inductions

All MSIC applicants are required to complete the Geraldton Port Health, Safety, Security, Environment and Quality Induction prior to the issue of their card. The Induction can now only be completed online via MWPA's website www.midwestports.com.au under the Health, Safety, Environment and Quality tab. Induction cards are valid for three years.
6.0 Proper Display of MSIC
The proper manner in which the MSIC is to be displayed is:

· It must be affixed to the outer clothing of the holder.

· It must be affixed above the waist of the holder.

· It must be affixed to the front or side of the body; and

· The whole front of the MSIC must be clearly visible.

7.0 Lost, Stolen or Destroyed MSIC
A replacement MSIC will be issued if:

· The MSIC holder has lost the MSIC and makes a statutory declaration to that effect.

· The MSIC has been destroyed and the MSIC holder makes a statutory declaration to that effect and returns any card remnants; or

· The MSIC has been stolen and the MSIC holder produces a copy of a police report of the theft and makes a statutory declaration concerning the circumstances of the theft.

The expiry date on the replacement MSIC shall not exceed the expiry date of the card it is replacing.

The holder of an MSIC commits an offence if the MSIC has been lost, stolen or destroyed and the holder is aware of the loss, theft or destruction and fails to make a report in the form of a statutory declaration of the loss, theft or destruction to the Issuing Body within 7 days of becoming aware of the loss, theft or destruction.  If the MSIC was stolen, the holder is required to furnish the Issuing Body a copy of a police report or other information issued by police regarding the theft within 7 days of becoming aware of the theft.

8.0 Name Change
A replacement MSIC will be issued to an MSIC holder if:

· The MSIC holder has changed their name by Deed Poll and produces statutory evidence of the change and surrenders the original MSIC.

· The MSIC holder has changed their name by marriage and produces a certified copy of the marriage certificate and surrenders the original MSIC.

The expiry date on the replacement MSIC shall not exceed the expiry date of the card it is replacing.

9.0 MSIC No Longer Required
Should an MSIC holder become aware of the circumstances that will result in him or her not having an operational need to hold the MSIC for 12 months and he or she fails to return the MSIC to an issuing body within 30 days of becoming aware of the circumstances, it is deemed an offence under Regulation 6.08Q of the Maritime Transport and Offshore Facilities Security Regulations 2003.
