Introduction and Course Overview


This course will rotate between a traditional AP US Government course and an AP Macroeconomics course.  The purpose of this rotating schedule is to keep each subject fresh in your mind rather than abandoning one content in December and then testing it in May. Due to the fact that we will be fluctuating between two contents it is imperative that you follow the syllabus and stay up to date on the readings and content.  

Both of these courses are designed to be an introductory course to the content that serve to give a basic overview of the concepts.  Much of the course will be dedicated to broad overview of the content, but there will be chances for in-depth concentration on some topics.  One of the most important goals for this course is to acquaint you with the basic functions of the US economy and government so that you can be a more informed citizen and be better able to navigate the world once you leave Townview.  The secondary goal of the course is to prepare you for the Advanced Placement Examination administered in May.  Successful completion of the AP exam will give you at least three college credit hours in US government and three college credit hours in Macroeconomics which are both usually required core classes for your major in college. 

Both goals will be enhanced with a rigorous program of analytical reading, writing, and research. This course will be facilitated through lectures, group/individual presentations, and class discussions over assigned readings. It is imperative that you complete the assigned readings ON TIME. AP Government is a college level course. Thus, it requires an intense amount of motivation and hard work on your part to be successful.    

Attendance Policy:

Students will be in school 95% of the year.  Four or more absences will result in a grade of “NG.”  Check with the school attendance office for more information 
Grading Policy: 

This class is a bit different in that there are two subjects being switched back and forth.  As such the grade breakdowns might vary from 6 weeks to 6 weeks. However, you can expect to have a fair number of each of these assignments and will be given an opportunity to correct things when possible. 
Classwork 20-30% of grade (6-15 per 6 weeks)
Things done in class.  These will be called things like G001, E002.  These are usually completed in class, however there may be unfinished parts.  You will usually have a 3-5 day turn around on these. They will not add more than 20-30 minutes to your weekly load. That said if you don’t use time I give you well, you will have much more homework. When lessons, lecture etc is going on DO NOT use that time to do the classwork following your notes. It will be tempting.  Do not do it. There are many reasons for this, if you want to know them come by and talk to me, however if during our class time you are working on work ahead or work for another class you will be first warned and upon subsequent infringement your work will be taken and disposed of. 

Homework 10-15% of grade (7-10 per 6 weeks) 
Primarily work assigned out of the textbook to get background definitions or practice models.  See following pages for homework breakdown and information.  Homework is primarily graded on a completion level, however if effort is not there your grade will reflect it (ie if you define Democracy as America Stuff your grade will not be high).  The goal of homework is to help you with content in this class, so please do it honorably.  Copying homework from someone is cheating and will be handled like any other case of academic dishonestly. 

Assessments 35-50% of grade (varies by 6 weeks, but all test dates for the entire year are posted on google classroom) 
Major Tests- 1-2 per six weeks. Standard AP format usually full class period in length. Can be comprehensive 

Unit Tests- 1-2 per six weeks, covering a specific unit usually 45 minutes in length. Can be comprehensive. 

Quizzes 3-6 per six weeks, covering a specific topic, usually 15-20 minutes in length.  Will usually not be comprehensive. 

Other (5%-15%) 

This class is structured differently than most and you go to a unique school. Sometimes there are other grades (TREK, TAG IT, AP review packet, etc).  These will vary by 6 weeks, but you will receive a calendar for the entire 6 weeks up front so this shouldn’t be shocking at any point.

Google Classroom: Google classroom will be used to post updates and documents.  I do not anticipate that you will submit work via google classroom but that could change.  The course code is imw3nd.  There is a link posted in materials that will take you to the drive which will have all class documents, powerpoints, and other materials in it.  The folder named “intro docs” contains this syllabus, all course calendars and all homework assignments. 
Extra Credit: Throughout the semester there will be opportunities for extra credit.  These may be in the form of film viewing opportunities, worksheets, or extra projects.  If students go above and beyond on any class assignments extra credit may also be awarded. Usually this extra credit will result in an extra credit coupon, which can be stapled to any homework or class work.  Extra credit cannot be applied to projects or exam grades. Throughout the semester there will be opportunities for students to take practice exams, read texts outside of the coursework, view films outside of the coursework, and to practice their writing.  While none of this is required students who are successful on the AP exam usually take part in these activities. 

Late Work: All work is due BY THE END OF THE DAY on the day it is due to be turned in unless the assignment states otherwise. Late work will result in an automatic penalty of  -30 points.  I reserve the right to not accept any excessively late work.  All late work for a given 6 weeks is due on the Thursday before the 6 weeks ends at 5:00 pm unless you have been instructed otherwise. 

Absent Work: If you are absent you have one class day to turn in the work (i.e. if you are absent on Monday you get the work on Wednesday and turn it in by Friday).  All missing work can be found in the hanging folder by the class information. If you were absent when homework was due, that work is due on the day you return to TAG as you were given homework assignments well in advance.  When you turn in absent work please be sure to write absent at the top of the paper. 
Correction of Low Grades: If you make less than an 80 on an assignment you may make the assignment up to receive up to an 80 on the assignment if it was turned in on time.  If the assignment was late you are not permitted to do corrections on the assignment.  If you do corrections do them on the same document or sheet or on a separate sheet of blank paper if there is no room on the sheet.  Turn in the corrected sheet with the old sheet so I can tell what you corrected.  Test corrections have a specific format  

Quiz/ Test correction instructions: You may correct any test or quiz that we take.  For each complete correction you do you will receive ½ of your points back for that question.  So if you made a 50 and missed 5 questions that were worth 10 pts each then did correct corrections on all 5 your new grade would be a 75. You have one week after tests/ quizzes are handed back to complete corrections.
To complete a correction, select a question you got wrong.  For example: 

#7  In an effort to subjugate the Native Americans the Spanish Engaged in all of the following practices except: 

a) Prohibiting marriage between Spanish men and Indian women 

b) Installing Spaniards in positions of social power 

c) Destroying records and documents of the native political systems 

d) Killing Indian leaders including warriors and priests. 

e) Forcing Natives to work for Spaniards for little pay. 

On a separate sheet of paper do the following 

1) Define any words you do not know in the question you missed.  Pay specific attention to any course related vocabulary. 

Subjugate- to put under, to rule over 

Prohibiting- Forbidding, Not allowing. 

2) Rewrite the question in simpler terms.  Highlight any specific or tricky aspects of the question 

The Spanish did everything EXCEPT this to rule over the Native Americans

3) Explain why you chose the answer you chose. Answer in a complete sentence 

I chose answer choice A because I did not remember anything about marriages being prohibited between Spanish men and Indian women. 

4) Explain why the right choice is the right choice. Answer in a complete sentence. 

Answer choice C is the correct answer choice because Native Americans did not have extensive records to be destroyed so this could not have been done by the Spanish. 

Returned Work- You are responsible for keeping all work that has been returned to you.  I suggest that you keep it in a binder.  All work will be returned to you.  Much of this work is useful to keep to review for the AP test.  Even if you do not foresee using it on the AP test I HIGHLY recommend that you keep all work each 6 weeks. I am human and make mistakes.  If you are missing an assignment you turned in according to the grade book or you made a higher grade than what is in grade book you will need to show me the paper with the grade on it.  If you cannot find the paper I can only assume that the grade in the grade book is correct. 

The Textbook: All students will be issued a Government and Economics textbook.  Additionally if you want to get a supplement I would recommend The AP US Government and Politics and AP Macroeconomics Crash Course books.  The others are good as well, but I’ve found this to be the most succinct review.  That said, we live it the age of the internet, so there are also great study guides available for free online. 
Homework:

Homework is due on the date indicated in the course calendar.  It is expected that you come to class having done the assignment, as we will probably be using something from it in class.  However logistics being what they are, no late penalty will be assessed until the end of day it is due.  Homework must be printed and turned into the tray for your class period.  Email submissions will not be accepted. Homework may be typed and printed or handwritten.  If you are absent homework is due on the next day you return to class.  Please write absent on the top of the paper when you turn it in, so it reminds me to check. Any homework, which is not turned in by the due date, will receive a late penalty of -30 points. 

The Government section of the class will operate much like a traditional social studies class that you have taken before.  There will be textbook readings and guided questions for homework and class discussion will pull from these readings so it is imperative that you come to class having read the assignment.  The questions you are asked on the homework are usually broad questions.  Answer these questions as briefly as you see fit.  There is no expected length of answer.  Some may take you one sentence to fully answer the questions others might take much more.  If at any point you believe that graphically explaining the information would be easier than explaining in paragraph form please feel free to do so.  

The Economics section of the course will operate more like a math course in the problems you are given in class. The homework you are assigned will be some graphing, vocabulary etc.   

Due to the fact that this course will rotate between two very different courses the workload for the class will differ from week to week.  For this reason I will provide you will your assignments to you as much in advance as possible so that you can do the work at your own pace.   Some of the textbook chapters for government will be due very close to one another, so please be aware of the dates. 

Anything you are given in class you will have at least 4 days to turn in.  Most of the time you will be able to complete these assignments in class and turn them in, but if not you will have several days to get these done.  These should not take any more than 20-30 minutes outside of class at the longest.

How to approach AP Government Homework 

1) Read/skim the chapter depending on how much time you have (15-30 minutes).  If you have missed the class period on this lesson READ THE WHOLE CHAPTER completely. Additionally, if you are fuzzy on something don’t just skim, read the whole chapter.  

2) Answer the questions in no more than a couple of sentences.  The intent is to make sure you understand the concept, not write a novel (10-20 minutes) 

3) Complete the vocabulary.  You can do this on paper, notecards or quizlet that you email to Memalone@dallasisd.org.  If you know all the vocab on AP gov you have a 3.  This will be the thing you go back to in order to review, study etc, so  do these in whatever format you will want them in later.  This does not need to be the book definition of the term.  It can be in your own words, so long as it covers all aspects of the term (10-30 minutes depending on the chapter). 

Example  Democracy 

Book Definition: A system of government in which political authority is vested in the people derived from the Greek words demos (the people) and kratos (authority)

Possible Definition: Rule by the people.  Can be direct where people vote on all laws, or representative where people elect representatives that vote on laws for them.

*Motivating feature of the AP Gov Exam: Check your prospective college’s AP credit website and see if there is a multiplying feature for passing Gov and APUSH.  Many schools will give you 3 hours if you pass APUSH and hours if you pass Gov, however if you pass both you are given 12 credits (6 hours American History, 6 hours government and politics).  
Structure of the AP Macroeconomics Exam 

The AP U.S. Gov exam will be administered on Wed May 11th. The exam consists of two parts, the multiple-choice section and the writing section. The entire is exam is about 2 hrs and 20 minutes.  The AP Macroeconomics Exam questions measure students' knowledge of macroeconomics principles and their ability to reason within the discipline.
Format of Assessment
Section I: Multiple Choice | 60 Questions | 70 Minutes | 66% of Exam Score

· Questions require the use of economics content knowledge and reasoning across the range of course topics.

· Some questions require analysis of different hypothetical situations.

Section II: Free Response | 3 Questions | 60 Minutes | 33% of Exam Score

· 1 long free-response question (50% of section score)

· 2 short free-response questions (each worth 25% of section score)

· Questions ask students to analyze unique scenarios using different course concepts.

· Some questions in the free-response section require graphical analysis
