Freedom of Information (F.O.I.) Act 1997 & 2003


SECTION 16, FREEDOM OF INFORMATION MANUAL

INTRODUCTION: 

The Freedom of Information (F.O.I.) Act, 1997 & 2003 establishes three new statutory rights:

· A legal right for each person to access records held by a Local Authority 

· A legal right for each person to have official information relating to him/herself amended where it is incomplete, incorrect or misleading

· A legal right to obtain reasons for decisions affecting oneself

To facilitate the public in accessing this information, Section 15 & 16 of the Freedom of Information F.O.I. Act, requires each public body to prepare, publish and make available information about themselves, the information they hold, and the internal rules and guidelines used in decision-making.

This manual lists the rules, guidelines and precedents used by each section of this Local Authority in carrying out its various functions. These functions and a general description of the services provided for the public and how they may be availed of are set out in a manual published in accordance with Section 15 of the Freedom of Information F.O.I. Act which is also available for inspection. 

Copies of the rules, guidelines and precedents, appropriate to each section as listed in this manual are available for inspection at that section free of charge.

FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT (FEES)

FEES:

The following fees apply to F.O.I. requests under Section 7 of the Freedom of Information Act (requests for access to records) and applications under Section 14 (internal review) and Section 34 (review by Information Commissioner). The fees are prescribed by regulations and may be changed from time to time.

Requests for records:

· A standard application fee of €15 must accompany an F.O.I. request under Section 7 for a record or records containing non-personal information.

· A reduced fee of €10 applies if the person making such a request is covered with a medical card.

Internal Review:

· A standard fee of €75 must accompany an application for internal review under Section 14.

· A reduced fee of €25 applies if the person bringing the application is a medical cardholder or a dependant of a medical cardholder.
Review by Information Commissioner:

· A standard fee of €150 must accompany applications to the Information Commissioner for review of decisions made by public bodies under Section 34.

· A reduced fee of  €50 may apply in certain cases.

The following fees may also be charged:

· In respect of personal records, fees in respect of the cost of copying the records only will apply. This fee is set at €0.04 per copy.

· In respect of other (non-personal) information, fees may be charged in respect of the time spent in efficiently locating and copying records, based on a standard hourly rate, which has been set by the Minister at €20.95 per hour. (Photocopying rates as above)

· A fee of  €0.51 for a 3 inch computer diskette

· A fee of  €10.16 for a CD-ROM

· A fee of  €6.35 in relation to a Radiograph

No charges may apply in respect of time spent by the local, authority in considering your request.

A deposit may be payable where the total fee is likely to exceed €50.79. In these circumstances, you may request assistance from our staff to amend your request so as to reduce or eliminate the amount of the fee.

Waiver of Fees: 

Fees may be waived in the following circumstances:

· Where the cost of collecting and accounting for the fee would exceed the amount payable, or,
· Where the information would be of particular assistance to the understanding of an issue of national importance, or,
· In the case of personal information, where such charges would not be reasonable having regard to the means of the requester.
