10. Inquiry Activities & Strategies


	Day 1:  Students will be given instructions (below) and spend the class period researching their forest and creating the associated materials/props for the speed dating.

Day 2:  

· Teacher will arrange tables so that the “speed daters” face one another.  
· Each dater will have 2 minutes to talk about their forest while the other student takes notes.  After both have had their 2 minutes, they will have one minute to ask questions of one another.
· Teacher will then say “rotate” and students will move one seat down – this rotation can be done in many different ways, all depending on the amount of students participating. 

Putting down a nice tablecloth, adding tea lights, bringing Hershey’s chocolate kisses, turning down the lights, and playing some calm café music is highly recommended to set the mood.  (


	
11. Assessment Strategies


	During both days, teacher will be walking the room, listening for questions/connections, noting student activity, and listening for student understanding of analysis.  Teacher will also be listening for and asking students questions.
Day 1:  HW/Assessment – student will collect all information on their National Forest that they need for the speed  

Day 2:  After the Speed Dating, students will write a reflection essay on their experience. They will answer the following questions in paragraph form.  

1.  Which forest did your forest most connect with and why?

2. Which forest did your forest least connected with and why?

National Forest Service Speed Dating!

You will be assuming the character of a National Forest.  Your task is to research your forest and create a Speed Dating Profile Form” which summarizes the basic information about your forest.   In addition to the profile form, you will provide a “nameplate” that identifies you (and any information you wish to share) and a “business card” that you will give to your “birth date” during the Speed Dating Activity.  You will also need to bring a “prop” that helps your “date” identified you—something that has to do with your individual forest (be creative!).
During the speed dating, you will speed date with other forests in the National Forest Service. Your goal is to figure out who you “match” with and who you may not “match” with – forests you can relate to, forests who have similarities to your forest in any category you may wish to deem significant (location, size, types of trees, types of animals found, etc.).

You will have a 4-5 minute “meet and greet” during which you will share your story and to listen to the story of the forest with whom you are paired.  Therefore, you should have a 2-minute soliloquy prepared about yourself ready to present.  It will be your task to learn about the forests you have “met” and take notes on their stories.  At my signal, both people seated at the desks will move.  
You have the choice of what types of research you’d like to use – credible online resources, textbook, your notes, etc., but you will have to hand in a bibliography, in proper format, at the time of the Speed Dating Event. 
You will need to make a business card for your forest with your information on it.  You can find templates on Google Docs or online.  You should print 8 cards – you can do them all on 1 sheet and cut them up.  You can use normal paper for this – no need to go crazy here.  Your card should have your name, your forest, and any other information/graphics you feel appropriate.

You must also have a map of your National Forest.  The map must show the location of the forest within the United States but can also show the features of the forest.
Rules for the speed dating:
· Be ready and prepared!  Know who you are!

· Be in character the whole time.

· Have your nameplate, business cards, and notes with you for the duration of the activity.

· Ask questions - give answers - participate!

· Get to know the other forest.

· Complete the notes chart with information on the people you meet.

· Learn something - find your “match” (es)

· HAVE FUN!

· Your Speed Dating Profile Form (I will give you these)
· Your business cards (you will print 1 page – 8 cards)
· Your bibliography

· Your map
· Your prop/dress/creativity

· Your communication during the event

· Your ability to stay in character during the event

· Your completed National Forest Information Chart (you will complete this during the event)
VERY IMPORTANT – Picking Your National Forest:

Students may pick any National Forest in the United States.  Once you pick your forest, you must email me the name of the forest.  Only one National Forest will be allowed per state, so if you want to get a particular National Forest, you need to be quick!  The first person to email me the National Forest will get it and that state will be off limits to any other student.  NOTE:  Be sure that it’s a NATIONAL Park.
