MASSIE TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Minutes of Regular Meeting of 
January 6, 2015                                        

The Massie Township Board of Trustees met for regular session at the Massie Township Government Center, 10 N. Harveysburg Road, Harveysburg, Ohio 45032.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Fiscal Officer Mary Wilkie.  Present were: Trustee(s) Mark Dawson, David Crisenbery and Darrell McKinney. 

Crisenbery led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Wilkie requested nominations for President.  Crisenbery nominated McKinney. The motion was seconded by Dawson. There were no other nominations.  Vote: Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, McKinney-Yea.  Motion passed.

President McKinney requested nominations for Vice-President.  McKinney nominated Dawson to serve as Vice-President. Crisenbery seconded the nomination.  There were no other nominations.  Vote:  Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, McKinney.  Motion passed.

The Trustees reviewed the minutes of December 2, 2014. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve the minutes as typeset.  Vote:  Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, McKinney-Yea.  Motion passed.

The Trustees reviewed the minutes of December 30, 2014. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve the minutes as typeset.  Vote:  Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, McKinney-Yea.  Motion passed.

Visitors/Public:

Lt. Chris Miller from the Warren County Sheriff’s Office was present to see if the Trustees or citizens had any special requests. There is a press release regarding a scam from a “Deputy Jones” stating that a warrant has been issued for your arrest for missing grand jury duty and it can be paid through a prepaid credit card. There have been thirty calls reporting this and so far five or six have fallen for it but none from Warren County. He also shared information about the citizen’s academy that is a six week program. There is more information of the Sheriff’s website.

Ed Thatcher presented a model for a plaque in honor of his father, Randall Thatcher to be placed at the base of the flag pole he is purchasing for the Township in honor of his father. He would like to purchase a new American flag and an Ohio flag and a Massie Township flag.  Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve the draft marble plaque honoring Randall Thatcher as presented by Ed Thatcher. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.
Rob Camp of 39 West Main Street stated his concern for not having a concrete floor in the new road building. There is a lot of moisture and the new plow truck can corrode very fast. The Trustees agreed and stated they need to get quotes for concrete and/or asphalt for the floor. 

TRUSTEES NEW YEAR BUSINESS:

Trustee Road Assignments are as follows:

Dawson is assigned to 2.4 miles Harlan-Carroll Rd; 1.51 miles Brooks-Carroll Rd; .59 miles Sherrod Rd-east end; and .42 miles Levicy Rd. 

Crisenbery is assigned to .9 mile O’Neal Rd; .18 mile Gard Rd; .23 mile Lincoln Rd; 1.98 mile Furnas-Oglesby Rd, and .24 Stockholm Ct.

McKinney is assigned to .41 mile Pioneer-Village Rd; .74 mile Huddleson Rd; 1.00 mile Sherrod Rd-west end.

McKinney made a motion, seconded by Dawson to reappoint Elizabeth Combs to the Massie Township Zoning Board of Appeals.  The honorarium is to be $150.00 this year for each Board Member. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.

Dawson made a motion, seconded by McKinney to reappoint Don Jackson as Massie Township Zoning Inspector with the honorarium to be $2000.00 for this year. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.

TRUSTEE COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS:

Dawson made a motion, seconded by Crisenbery to appoint Dawson to serve as representative to the Warren County Township Association, with Crisenbery to serve as alternate.  Vote:  McKinney-Yea, Dawson, -Yea, Crisenbery-Yea.  Motion passed.

McKinney made a motion, seconded by Crisenbery to appoint McKinney to serve as representative to the Warren County Regional Planning Commission with Crisenbery to serve as the alternate. Vote:  McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea.  Motion passed.

Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to appoint Crisenbery to serve as representative to WCOPW Commission Local Transportation Committee with McKinney to serve as alternate. Vote:  McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.

Dawson made a motion, seconded by Crisenbery for Dawson to serve as representative to the Historical Society, Crisenbery to serve as alternate. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea...  Motion passed.

McKinney made a motion, seconded by Crisenbery to appoint McKinney to serve as State Issue II representative, Crisenbery to serve as alternate. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea.  Motion passed.

FINANCIAL BUSINESS:

R-01-06-2015-02: McKinney made a motion authorizing Township officials to attend local, state and national conventions and authorizing 100% reimbursement for expenses incurred while attending those meetings.  Dawson seconded the motion. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea.  Motion passed.
TRUSTEES-Old Business:

McKinney stated that the January 2014 minutes on the website need to be posted with the corrections. November 2014 minutes have just been posted.
McKinney talked to CenturyLink regarding a phone line for the Fire Department. We already have two lines however we use one just for the fax line. We can actually set up that line for the Fire Department since most faxes our outgoing only. We can use a digital drive so the live rolls over if fax instead of a voice mail. There would be no increase in monthly charges.
TRUSTEES-New Business:
We need three quotes for concrete for road building. We don’t want any more moisture and rusting of equipment.

We need quotes for moving the flag pole. 

The Board Members for the Volunteer Fire Fighter’s Dependents Fund were discussed. Several people volunteered and the Board was completed. 

Road Department: Todd Fairchild reported:

The Township salt and grit usage is 6 ½ ton each so far this season.
The Village has used 2 ton of salt and grit each this season.

Purchases for the month were wipers for the pick-up truck and DEF fuel additive for cold weather.

The tractor is light in the rear end and needs weight. There was discussion of wheel weights or putting calcium in the tires. Wheel weights were preferred.
Todd received no response from Denny Holland (did the electric for the building generator) about a quote for electric to the road building. He is having trouble getting anybody interested in quoting a bid for the project. Crisenbery said he would call Conner Electric, McKinney said he would call a couple contacts, and Charles Kamp of the Village of Harveysburg Council said he would also call someone for a quote.
Massie Township Volunteer Fire Department:  Chief Scott Hines and Assistant Chief Matt Hannigan reported:

The 24/7 Fire and EMS online training renewal is due for $885.00. The current subscription ends the end of February. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve the renewal of the subscription. Vote: McKinney-Yea; Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.
Currently the Fire Department handles the maintenance on our cots. The Chief recommended that we hire an outside agency to service our cots to remove the liability off of the Fire Department and the Township. EMSAR services every department in the area (Union, Deerfield and Wayne Townships were mentioned) using Ferno cots. It is Ferno’s recommendation to use EMSAR for service as well. It would cost $440.00 per year to have our cots serviced twice a year. The quote and contract are attached. Other companies were researched but we were outside their service range. The contract will need approved by the Warren County Prosecutor’s office. 
The Chief requested approval to write the Ohio Volunteer Fire Equipment Grant through the Ohio Fire Marshall’s Office. The grant is for $9700.00 for 10 SCBA bottles. This is considered a high priority item. It is a 100% reimbursement grant. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve the grant writing. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.

The Chief requested the purchase of a thermal imaging camera. This tool helps us to be able to see inside smoke filled black out conditions as well as helping to find hidden fires inside walls. Our old camera originally cost over $10,000. It needs repaired and it is cheaper to purchase a newer model. The best quote we have is for $4711 from Vogelpohl Fire Equipment. The Loeb Fund Grant monies can be used for this purchase. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve the purchase. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.

R01-06-15-03: The Chief presented a list of items no longer needed to sell on GovDeals. McKinney made a motion, seconded by Crisenbery to approve a Resolution Authorizing the Massie Township Board of Trustees to Accept Bids for Excess Township Property. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.
The Fire Department Association would like to purchase TV dish for the Fire Station. The Chief said he member Leroy Sanders would purchase a flat screen to donate. Dawson stated an antenna is still needed for local channels.
Seth Whitlock passed his EMT class and needs reimbursed $1050. The EMS Grant already awarded will reimburse the Township. There is $1213 still left in the grant available to spend. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to reimburse Seth Whitlock for his EMT class. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.

The Chief is getting more prices for the concrete for the new flag pole. There was discussion of moving the pole as well. Two concrete benches by the pole were discussed to add to the project.

Flooring for the Fire House/ Government Center meeting and training room was discussed. The present carpet is original to the room and is old and stained. The Trustees would like to get bids on commercial grade carpet and tile for the room. The tile in the bathroom is breaking up as well. The overhead lights need to be replaced with LED lights. They keep going out and the room needs to look nice to the public. 
Asst. Chief Hannigan stated that the fire extinguishers need to be inspected and tested. McKinney recommended someone and then also get two other quotes on the hydrants.

Trustees Correspondence and Announcements: Warren County Board of Elections contact information request; Warren County Recorder, Linda Oda, annual zoning filing requirements; Warren County Regional Planning Commission; Warren County Health District quarterly report.
Fiscal Officer: 
Wilkie stated that the Postmaster charges us a PO Box fee because we have access to Waynesville delivery on Harveysburg Road. We do not want a public mail box. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve the warrant for the Postmaster from 2014 and the 2015 warrants. Vote: McKinney-Yea; Dawson-Yea; Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.
Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve the financial report. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea. Motion passed.
The Trustees signed the December bank reconciliation.
As there was no other business to come before the Trustees at this time, a motion was made by McKinney to adjourn the meeting at 7:58 PM. Dawson seconded the motion. Vote: Crisenbery-Yea, Dawson-Yea, McKinney-Yea. Motion passed.
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
