At 9:03 p.m. Fryxell made motion to go into executive session under 2 (c) (21) of the Open Meeting Act to discuss minutes of meetings lawfully closed … Stear seconded … all ayes … motion carried.  Verbal roll call:  Mayor Winterroth, Trustee Hoopingarner, Trustee Johnson, Trustee Stear, Trustee Fryxell, Trustee Weaver, Attorney Connor, Clerk Klatt.
At 9:15 p.m. Fryxell made motion to return to regular session …Weaver seconded … all ayes … motion carried.  Verbal roll call:  Trustee Hoopingarner, Trustee Johnson, Trustee Stear, Trustee Fryxell, Trustee Weaver, Attorney Connor, Clerk Klatt and Mayor Winterroth.

Other:  Trustee Fryxell will discuss with Engineer the effect on roadway of semis driving on Second Street.
