The 1rst    DLRC & DLCC meeting for the quarter ended JUNE-2018  was convened on 30-08-2018 at 4.30  P. M. at the conference hall of District collector Office,  Rajpipla (Narmada), 
The meeting was presided over by Resident Additional collector MR. H K VYAS SIR and chairman of DLRC & DLCC Meeting  Mr. R S NINAMA SIR.

At  the outset, Mr. N A KHUMAN, Lead district Manager welcomed Mr. H K VYAS,   Resident additional collector district , Narmada  and  Mr. UDAY KARMAKAR, LDO-AGM, Reserve Bank of India, Mr. S K AGARAWAL  DDM,  NABARD ,Mr. Y C Mehta, Dy. Manager, SBI  and  all Branch Managers,  Officers  and  Officers from  Govt. Dept.

The proceeding of the meeting started and agenda-wise points were discussed.
AGENDA  ITEM NO. 01
Approval of the minutes of the last meeting held on 06-06-2018.
The minutes of  last DLCC dt. 06-06-2018 mailed to all concerns as per letter NO.LDM/Narmada/M4/2017-18, Dated 14-06-2018   was treated as read and approved by the house.

Review of follow-up actions initiated on the decision taken in the last  meeting held on 06-06-2018.
There was no matter.
AGENDA ITEM NO.02
Mr. UDAY KARMAKAR, LDO-AGM, RBI, advised to State Bank of India that first you get merger permission from RBI for merger process of their SBI Amletha branch in to SBI Pratapnage branch, than put up this matter in next DLCC meeting for approval.
 Resident District collector   Mr. H.K.VYAS Sir, told as you know that as our NARMADA DISTRICT declared TRANSFORMATION OF ASPIRATIONAL DISTRCIT by NITI AAYOG and requested all banks to provide all kind of banking services to their service area villages through opening branch, ultra small branch, ATM, mobile banking, kiosk or by appointing BC/BF under financial inclusion. Under financial Inclusion each and every household must have their bank account and PMSBY/PMJJBY insurance. He also requested all bankers to open all students and MANREGA beneficiaries accounts without trouble and don’t take any charges. No minimum balance maintain in this accounts.   
Review of Deposits & Advances, Credit-Deposit Ratio etc.

LDM informed   that deposits has shown -4.09 %  down and advances 6.22 % rise during the June quarter ending for the financial year 2018-19. The CD Ratio has gone up from 49.74 % to 55.09 %.
Resident District collector   Mr. H K VYAS said that there are huge possibilities to enhance advances in the ASPIRATIONAL DISTRCIT and directed bankers to put their sincere efforts for the development of the District with flow of  credits in all the identified activities for this district. Still poor people are deprived from Govt. schemes as well as bank loan facility. He also requested to Bank’s manager regarding PFMS data list of beneficiaries (VRUDH PENSION YOJANA) invalid records unregistered pensioners list to rectify the error by checking in your branch data with name, account number, title and IFSC Code & send us data to back on or before 10-09-2018 committed by all bank’s manager.
CD Ratio of the DCB DEDIAPADA, INDUSIND Bank,  Dena Bank,  have not shown satisfactory trend  and appealed them to enhance the flow of credit as per  SACP.  Majority of Banks in our district have not achieved their target as per SACP. This year they are requested in the beginning of the year to put their best efforts to achieve the target set by NABARD, SLBC, LDM and Govt. cumulatively.  
AGENDA ITEM NO.03
REVIEW OF PROGRESS UNDER SACP 2018-19 UP TO JUNE-2018

LDM, informed the house that achievement under SACP 2018-19 up to JUNE-2018 was Rs. 176.84 crores which was 26.81 % of the annual target of Rs. 659.62 crores i.e. 26.81 % Achievements. 

DDM, NABARD MR. SANJAYKUMAR AGRAWAL sir told that No of KCC as well as Agriculture Term loan, SHGs credit linkage loan, JLGs group loan have increased substantially during current quarter. He advised that all eligible farmers should be covered by KCCs 100% and agriculture campaigns are to be organized by Banks in their service areas during the remaining periods of this financial year for the growth in agriculture finance. He also pointed out that incentive regarding disbursement of new SHGs/JLGs group.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 04
To review Implementation of various GOVT. sponsored programs.

LDM informed   that there is no co-ordination amongst Govt. agencies and Banks to have correct position of pending cases in the respective scheme. The further discussions made in the matter  are as under.

1.  NRLM CASES  :  DDM NABARD Mr. SANJEEVKUMAR AGRAWAL expressed their unhappiness over credit linkage of SHGs of our District as it is very  poor compare to other districts. He also surprised that number of sponsored application is lower.  He also informed the house that prime Minister special campaign GRAM SWARAJ ABHIYAN in ASPIRATONAL DISTRICT, the first agenda is to empower the women and without financial support it is not possible and bank have to play key roll. Above mentioned bank branches specially and others in general have to sanction maximum SHGs and more formation in JLGs loan cases. 
2. PMEGP CASES: LDM informed that total 3 applications sponsored  against target of 120 under the scheme, 0 sanctioned and 3 are pending.  Mr. H R More, Gm, DIC said that another 21 application forward to the Bank’s. 
3. VAJPAYEE (DIC) BANKABLE CASES : LDM informed that 425 cases sponsored by DIC as on 30.06.2018. Banks have sanctioned 191 cases. Almost 54.57 % target for current year achieved and 230 applications  are pending for disposal with the banks. We request the banks to dispose of the all pending applications on or before 30-09-2018.

Mr. H R More, GM, DIC requested to all Bank’s have huge loan applications are pending and these banks have to dispose off the pending loan cases as early as possible. 

4. GBCDC (SWO VJ) SEBC+NT/DNT CASE: 

Smt. M M Joshi from DSWO Developing Caste Narmada informed that only 2 application sanctioned against target of 33 cases, 10 cases sponsored till JUNE-2018.  8 case is pending by the banks for the quarter ended June-2018.  LDM told to the Bankers please dispose off the same at the earliest. 
5.  JYOTIGRAM VIKAS YOJNA:
 LDM   stated that no case is sponsored and sanctioned in the scheme.

6. DATTOPANT THENGDI :- 

LDM   informed that against target of 20 cases, No cases sponsored till JUNE 2018. 

7. GWEDC :- 

LDM   informed that against target of 20 cases, No cases sponsored till JUNE 2018. 

AGENDA ITEMS NO: 05
Review of recovery under State Recovery Act (Gujarat Public Money Recovery Acts Gujarat Agriculture Credit (Provision & Facilities) Act 1979,   Collector and DDO office to dispose of the pending 744 cases. All bankers have requested   chairman of the meeting to make recovery strictly in each block to set the example amongst the   loan defaulters. Hon’ble collector LDM to give the Bank/Branch wise Particulars so that matter can be solved at collector & DDO office level. RAC MR. H K VYAS sir wants Bank’s branch wise NPA borrower list.
LDM told to the Bankers, it is the need of the hour to maximize recovery through all possible measures with Mamlatdar, Sarpanch/Talati. We advise you to explore the possibility of maximum recovery in all eligible accounts.

AGENDA ITEMS NO: 06
LDM told to the bankers, progress made under kishan credit card issued 23153 remaining 10927 card to be issue during the new financial year 2018-19. He also told JLGs formation is poor. He also pointed out that incentive regarding disbursement of new SHGs/JLGs group.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 07
Aligning roadmap for unbanked villages having population more than 5000 with revised guidelines on branch authorization policy.

No villages are having in NARMADA DISTRICT with population of 5000 & above. 

LDM told that deployment of Business correspondents in uncovered/ inadequately covered villages, activation of inactive BCs, in sub service areas (SSA) and deployment of additional touch points (BCs)in the villages may be taken to provide uninterrupted banking access in the villages. He also advised to appoint bank Sakhi model (SHG Woman) BC at our 32 unbanked area in DEDIAPADA and SAGBARA block and fill up the gap.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 08
Deputy Director of Animal Husbandry Mr. N C PATEL sir, informed to the Bankers for new scheme of 12 Milch animals husbandry for dairy and also provided guidance / materials of the scheme to the bankers. LDM request to all Bank’s manager please finance in the scheme for the financial year 2018-19 to help for “Doubling Farmers income by 2022”.  Last date of 12 Milch animals husbandry for dairy formation extended up to 30-09-2018.
AGENDA ITEMS NO: 09 
Review of performance of Baroda Swarojgar Vikas Sansthan (Baroda-RSETI):-

BSVS, Narmada has conducted 192 training programs and trained 6527 till 30.06.2018 and 4453 have taken up self employment candidates since Baroda RSETI has started functioning. During the 1rst quarter ended JUNE-2018 for the financial year 2018-19 Baroda RSETI has conducted  9 training programs and 314 candidates settled. 

AGENDA ITEMS NO: 10 
PMJDY: - Total accounts opened till 30 JUNE-2018 are 210437 and Rupay card issued as on 30 JUNE-2018 are 181513. All Bankers are requested to deliver and activate all Rupay card on urgent basis. LDM told to all manager, you are once again requested to get close liaison with MNREGA District/Block level officers, co-ordinate and advise branches under your jurisdiction to participate in these camps and collect Aadhaar mandate from the beneficiaries of MGNREGA.

INSURANCE :- PMSBY/PMJJBY :-
To increase the PMSBY/PMJJBY account as per scheme of GOV. LDM instructed bankers to compulsorily provide insurance to customer and guide each and every customer to apply for PMSBY/PMJJBY in rural village camp. This campaign is mainly aim at achieving saturation by providing universal coverage to people under identify scheme as PMSBY and PMJJBY. 
ATAL PENSION YOJNA :-

To increase minimum 10 APY application per branch  in our Narmada district up to SEPT-2018.

PMMY / PMAY :-

 LDM informed the house to sanction maximum DIC loan cases as it also covered in MUDRA loan and also instructed all bankers to finance maximum cases in Mudra loan so that Self Employment can be generated as NARMADA District is a backward area and has less job opportunities.  

STAND UP INDIA: -

 LDM discussed the above scheme and instructed all bankers to sanction at least 2 loan cases per branch one for SC/ST and one for the Women beneficiary. Chairman Sir has instructed to enroll maximum.

PMFBY KHARIF-2018:-
District Agriculture office Mr. N C BHATT told that Kharif-2018 crop insurance coverage (Premium collection) is very poor in our NARMADA district. The scheme is compulsory for all loanee farmers but so many Banks not act as per Government circular. This time government is strictly taken action against defaulting bank manager. 
LDM sir told that, all Bankers are requested to undertake by their each Bank’s branch in an intensified manner to popularize PMMY, PMJJBY, PMSBY, APY, USE OF RUPAY CARD etc. He also requested bankers to conduct at least two special camps in a month with focus on digital payment framework for newly included people in the financial system and one target group specific camp for Farmers, SHGs, Micro & Small Entrepreneurs, Senior citizens, school children. 

He is all ready committed to help in recovery of NPA accounts and conduct any camp in any area at NARMADA DISTRICT.

Thereafter, as there was no matter and the meeting were ended with vote of thanks by LDM  Mr. N A KHUMAN sir.
