North Carolina Turkey Business Development Trip

May 3-10, 2013
GENERAL INFORMATION

North Carolina Department of Commerce (NCDOC) personnel will lead a Business Development Trip to Turkey and invites you or a senior colleague from your organization to join them.  NCDOC plans to be in the following cities on the dates below:

Istanbul – Sunday – May 3-8, 2013
Kayseri – Wednesday – May 8-10, 2013
PARTICIPATION FEE

Each participant will be assessed a non-refundable fee of $3500, to cover costs associated with the mission such as group ground transportation, internal flights, activities, briefings, hotel, food, business-to-business meetings and receptions. Checks should be made payable to “North Carolina Department of Commerce” and must accompany the participant registration form.
*Please note that delegation members are responsible for all costs associated with their international airline transportation. 

There will be an optional cultural extension trip to Ephesus.  The participation fee is $400 per person and includes hotel, domestic flight, local transportation and food.

REGISTRATION PROCESS

All registration materials must be received no later than March 29, 2013, as space is limited.

Please be sure to:

Complete all sections of the participant registration form.

Enclose your check for the $3500 participation fee.
AIR TRANSPORTATION
Participants are responsible to book and pay individually for international flights based on individual need with the travel agent of your choice.

PASSPORT/VISA REQUIREMENTS
You need a passport and visa to travel to Turkey. Passports should be valid for at least 90 days from the date of entry into Turkey and must have enough blank space to allow for Turkish entry and exit stamps.  Beginning on January 1, 2013, if there is not enough space for entry and exit stamps in your passport, you will be denied entry into Turkey.
Currently, holders of all types of passports can purchase a 90-day sticker visa at the port of entry for $20 (cash only) if they are traveling to Turkey as tourists. For further information, travelers in the U.S. may contact the Embassy of the Republic of Turkey at 2525 Massachusetts Avenue, NW, Washington, D.C. 20008, telephone: (202) 612-6700, or the Turkish consulates general in Chicago, Houston, Los Angeles, or New York. Information may also be found at Turkish Embassy in Washington, DC. Overseas, travelers may contact a Turkish embassy or consulate.
IMMUNIZATIONS FOR TRAVEL TO TURKEY
The Centers for Disease Control recommends certain immunizations for travel to the Turkish subcontinent and suggests that you receive the vaccines at least 4 to 6 weeks prior to your trip.  The following is taken from the CDC website (http://wwwnc.cdc.gov/travel/destinations/turkey.htm#vaccines):

· Hepatitis A or immune globulin (IG).

· Hepatitis B, if you might be exposed to blood (for example, health-care workers), have sexual contact with the local population, stay longer than 6 months, or be exposed through medical treatment.

· Rabies, if you might be exposed to wild or domestic animals through your work or recreation.

· Typhoid vaccination is particularly important because of the presence of S. typhi strains resistant to multiple antibiotics in this region. There have been recent reports of typhoid drug resistance in Turkey and Nepal.

· As needed, booster doses for tetanus-diphtheria and measles, and a one-time dose of polio for adults. Hepatitis B vaccine is now recommended for all infants for children ages 11-12 years who did not receive the series as infants.

Please consult your doctor for any specific conditions and concerns you may have prior to obtaining your Visa and Ticket.  Additionally, please visit the CDC website above for additional details and information.
GROUP GROUND TRANSPORTATION 
Group ground transportation will be provided as per the participant Itinerary (draft attached).  This will include all airport pickup and drop-off, group receptions and meetings.  Please arrange your own transport for all non-group events and any individual meetings you establish. 

HOTEL ACCOMMODATIONS  

The Divan Center is arranging all hotel accommodations.  This cost is part of the $3500 participation fee.  Hotel details will be shared in April.  Each hotel will require a credit card upon arrival for guest incidentals.
