FROM THEFT OF BLACK FARMERS’ LAND TO LYNCHING FOR LAND

National Conference calls on federal, state & local officials to halt “Lynching for Land”

The 1st. National Conference on African American Farmers and Our Land Legacy will be held on JAN 26-28, 2006 at the Holiday Inn Select-Memphis Airport.  Dr. Clenora Hudson-Weems, CEO and National Conference Chair, expert on racism, and author of Emmett Till:  The Sacrificial Lamb of the Civil Rights Movement (1994), has issued forth an urgent call to stop the on-going theft of life, dignity, and land legacy of African Americans. The Constitutional Rights advocate says, “this on-going struggle evokes the legacy of Till, the 14-year-old lynching victim, multiplied by thousands of Black farm victims. Yesterday it was Till, the child and catalyst for the Movement.  Today it is the Black Farmer and the Katrina victims, evidencing the on-going oppression of Black people--a Till Continuum.”

The three day conference’s findings are based on research into the racial discriminatory loan practices of the United States Dept. of Agriculture (USDA) and the loss of millions of acres of Black owned land throughout the U. S.  Researchers have also been analyzing press and collecting first person reports of modern day “lynchings” for land where they found clear evidence of a continuation of the lynching of Black farmers.  The most recently disclosed murder and decapitation of a MS female farmer, who complained about the small $9,000 she received in her land battle lawsuit; the alleged lynching of Roy Veal (54) found hanging from a pecan tree in rural Wilkenson County near Woodville, MS in April 2004, and the equally suspicious death of his cousin, Lionel Brown (52) in a Woodville fire station 18 months earlier, demonstrate law enforcement cover-ups surrounding such deaths.

Provocation of law enforcement personnel in the circumstances of the theft of 78-year-old Harry T. Young’s four farms in Owensboro, KY, a representation of the loss of 9,000 acres per week, culminated in foreclosures orchestrated by USDA-Farm Service Agency (USDA-FSA), and the KY office for the U. S. Dept of Justice-U. S. Attorney.  Proof that Mr. Young, to be honored at the opening Luncheon, paid off his loan in 1986 was given and a letter assisted by Dr. Hudson-Weems to Pres. Bush, seeking intervention just days before the sale, was unanswered.

Jacquelyn Frazier-Lyde, 5-time women’s world boxing champion and real estate attorney, who led the court battle over 140 acres of land in Bucks County, PA, valued at more than 100 million dollars belonging to her father, Smokin’ Joe Frazier; will also be a participant in the upcoming conference.  Atty. Frazier-Lyle said, “the political influence on Federal, State, and Local governments denies Blacks their constitutional rights to Black property ownership acquired through their success.”  She will join the Honorable Shelby County Mayor A.C. Wharton, Jr., who represented Black and white farmers in the 80s as Keynote Banquet Speaker in the culminating event at 8:00 p.m. on Saturday.  
The Race Relations Institute at Fisk University (Hazel Joyner-Smith, Program Director), and Central Baptist Church (Rev. Dr. Reuben Green) will co-host the conference. Invited speakers include national and state elected officials involved with the USDA’s policies and legislations; prominent leaders of agriculturalists advocacy groups; legal and legislative authorities; national journalists; noted academics; and victims of present day racial violence relating to the theft of Black land ownership.  Keynote Luncheon Speakers are Judge Ira Murphy (retired), one of the founders of the TN Legislative Black Caucus and the Nat’l Black Caucus; Atty. Chokwe Lumumba, National Civil/Human Rights Advocate; and Lawrence Lucus, President, USDA Coalition of Minority Employees.  Presidents of major national Black farmers organizations will also present, including Gary R. Grant, Founding President of Black Farmers and Agriculturists Association; and Dr. John Boyd, President of the National Black Farmers Association.  Local officials and leaders on program include Judge Rita Stotts, President of the School Board Sara Lewis, Rev. Dr. Reuben Green, Rev. Dr. LaSimba Gray, NAACP Executive Director Johnnie Turner, and City Councilwoman Barbara Swearenger Holt.


An Urgent Call to ALL

This letter is an appeal to all Black people, as well as supporters, regarding The Plight of Black Farmers and Blacks in general, as in the case of the victims of the Katrina Disaster.  Read and share this call to action to as many as possible so that we can begin to reclaim our birthright legacy of land, power and dignity for ourselves and for our future generations.
 

For the record, this year marks the 50th.  Anniversary of the August 28, 1955 brutal lynching of Emmett Louis Till, a 14-year old Black Chicago youth who whistled at a 21-year-old white woman in Money, MS.  As established in the 1988 University of Iowa Ford Doctoral dissertation by Dr. Clenora Hudson-Weems, entitled "Emmett Till:  The Impetus of the Modern Civil Rights Movement," later published as Emmett Till:  The Sacrificial Lamb of the Civil Rights Movement (1994), this event was the true catalyst of the Modern Civil Rights Movement of the 50s and the 60s.  It set the stage for the Montgomery Bus Boycott, led by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. the father of the Movement, resulting from the refusal of Rosa Parks, the mother of the Movement, to relinquish her bus seat to a white man on December 1, 1955.
 

Yesterday it was Till, the child and catalyst of the Movement.  Today it is Black Farmers and the victims of the Katrina Disaster, evidencing the on-going oppression of Black people--a Till Continuum.  The ugliness of our plight today strongly parallels the true ugliness of American racism 50 years ago, symbolized by Till’s bloated face.  Links between these 3--Black Farmers, victims of the Katrina Disaster, and Emmett Till--are evident, calling into question 2 points:

 

1.  Will the current disastrous events surrounding racial oppression of devastation, exploitation and lynchings of many sorts (physical, financial and intellectual property) be the catalyst/birth of a new social change movement?
 

2.  Will the diminishing conditions of Black life galvanize enough of us to bring forth a feasible solution through workable collective financial support?
 

If your answer is YES, then I implore you to support Celebration:  The 1st Nat’l. Conf. for African American Farmers & Our Land Legacy, scheduled for JAN 26-28, 2006 at the Holiday Inn Select-Memphis Airport.  Co-hosts are Fisk U. Celebration: The 1st Nat’l Conf for African American Farmers & Our Land Legacy

January 26-28, 2006 – Holiday Inn Select--Memphis Airport

The plight of Black farmers in the U. S. is becoming more widely known in the Black community.  At the turn of 20th century, there were over 1 million Black farmers; however, according to the 2001-Census Bureau, there were only 29,000, still rapidly declining.  Among the issues raised on this issue include denial of commercial loans, subsequent foreclosures, and the inability to protect their legacy for their children.  For about 8 years, the general public presumed that what has proven to be a continuing problem for Black farmers, had been resolved.  In fact, while many class action litigations for Black farmers, including the Pigford (Tim Pigford, Black farmer of N. C.) versus Glickman (Secretary of Agriculture) Lawsuit, were consummated, they have yet to be resolved.  Out of 75,000 Black farmers/heirs, an astounding 66,000 of them did not receive due process-timely notice, and 9,000 claims were denied due to technical reasons, such as controversy surrounding white farmers getting loans and Black farmers denied them.  Allegedly decisions were made by the U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) based upon inaccurate information resulting in those denials in most cases.
 

Fisk U., under Dr. Shelia Peters, Interim Dir. of the Race Relations Institute, and Hazel Joyner-Smith, Program Director (Nashville); and Central Baptist Church under Rev.
