Pre-Calculus for College Credit

Through Niagara County Community College (NCCC)

Frontier High School is offering select students the opportunity to take Pre-Calculus for college credit through NCCC’s College Acceleration Program (CAP).  Eligibility, registration information, and tuition cost are explained below.  While most colleges generally accept these transfer credits, a few colleges will not accept any credits a student earns while in high school.  It is strongly recommended that students check with their choice of private college or university (or schools not in the SUNY system) for acceptance of CAP courses.

Eligibility - Score of 75 or higher on the Alg2/Trig Regents exam.


There are no exceptions to this grade of 75 on the Alg2/Trig exam.  If you scored just below 75 on the exam, we have already re-graded your exam to make sure that your grade was correct.

Registration - The following materials are required by the registration deadline:  




1.  Completed and signed registration form.


2.  Tuition payment (cash, check or money order made payable to NCCC, or 


     credit card payment as indicated on the registration form).


3.  Completed and notarized certificate of residence (required for students 


     living outside of Niagara County).  

Tuition – The cost of tuition is $59/credit hour for a total of $236 (4-credit course)*


Cost comparison:

· At NCCC (a 2-year college) the cost is $580 for a 4-credit course.

· At the University of Buffalo (a 4-year SUNY university) the cost is $828.

· At Canisius College (a 4-year private college) the cost is $3,312.
