9.0 Eligibility Criteria:
9.1 Agencies/Contractors/bidders having adequate experience and fulfilling the PRE-QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS can bid for the tender.
9.2 No joint venture/Consortium is permissible.
9.3 Bidder shall not be under declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by the Government of Karnataka.
9.4 None of the contracts of the bidder/company/individuals should have been terminated/foreclosed on account of his default elsewhere during last five years.
9.5 The bidder should have following documents:
i) Income tax PAN.
ii) Independent PF code.
iii) GST registration certificate.
iv) Accredidated Energy Auditor.
10.0 PRE-QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS:
10.1 The intending bidder should have executed at least one similar nature of work ( Monitoring & Verification) in  coal fired thermal power plant with a capacity of 500 MW & above for single work order value not less than Rs. 2.07 lakhs as a prime auditing agency in any one of the last five financial years i.e, 2014-15, 2015-16, 2016-17, 2017-18 & 2018-19. The bidder shall submit documentary evidence of the work order and corresponding work done/completion certificate, certified by the Competent Authority.
10.2  The bidder should submit average annual turnover certificate/reports duly certified by the charted accountant for at least any two(02) financial years from last five(05) financial years i.e., 2014-15, 2015-16, 2016-17, 2017-18 & 2018-19 for an amount not less than Rs. 4.2 lakhs.
10.3 The bidder should be an Empanelled Accredited Energy Auditor empanelled by Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE) for Thermal Power Plant sector under PAT cycle-2 Monitoring & Verification. The copy of the latest Empanelled Accreditation issued by BEE shall be produced as documentary proof
10.4 The intending bidder shall upload scanned copies of PAN, PF Registration & GST Registration No & Company registration Certificate.
11.0  The tender is of two cover system: The Bidder should upload the Scanned copies of the following documents.

20.0 The successful bidder shall give an undertaking that they would abide by the provisions of the Employee’s Provident Fund Act.
21.0 The contractor shall obtain insurance coverage for all the workers working in this area, before commencement of work.
22.0 The Bidder shall quote his rates inclusive of PF and as per the applicable rates as issued by the PF department from time to time and if any variation occur, it shall be paid/refunded by / to the Corporation against the documentary evidence.
23.0 KPCL shall recover the Income Tax, GST etc., at the prevailing applicable rates.
24.0 The bidder should maintain the register of labour deployed and the wages paid for the workers and shall produce the documents whenever called for by the competent authority and remittance towards PF shall commensurate with the labour component for the work involved.
25.0 Contractor should have independents PF code. The contractor shall remit PF of labours/workers to contractor’s permanent PF code number only and “not to the KPCL PF sub-code”.
26.0 In case the dates notified above are declared as holiday, the immediate next working day shall be reckoned.
27.0 If the contractor makes any alterations in the conditions of the contracts or puts any condition of his own, such tenders are liable for rejections.
