AGENCY DESCRIPTION


Community Housing Partnership (CHP) was formed to develop and implement solutions to homelessness in San Francisco.  To achieve this mission, CHP develops and operates permanent, affordable housing with on-site social services.  CHP currently owns and/or operates ten housing sites and has three projects in development.  CHP also engages in community and economic development including three certified job training programs, a community organizing project and a new social enterprise that employs over 30 homeless adults.  The organization’s annual operating budget is approximately $15 million.  Over half of CHP’s 180 staff members were once homeless.
